Gibson argues that Ritchie’s bit for a
ten-round bout with Cross in the Gard-
en would amount to about $12,000, pro-
viding that Cross would accept $5,000
for his share. Last year Cross demanded
$4,000 for boxing Ritchie in the Madi-
son Square arena, but the Garden A.
C. would not do business except on a
percentage basis, which stil is the club’s
policy.
