“The people of St. John,” said a citi-
morning, “will
have ample time during the coming win-
ter, if the Gutelius agreement is ratified,
to meditate upon the ways of politicians.
They will be able to do it as they wait
at the Mill street crossing, while C. P.
R. trains are being shuntea back and
forth for the traffic to and from Halifax,
causing with the local traffic & far great-
er congestion than hasever been experi-
enced at Mill street crossing in the past.

“I can’t quite understand,” continued
this citizen, “if it {s true, as Mr. Gute-
lius says, that a very profitable bargain
has been made for C. P. R. through
traffic between St. John and Halifax,
why it should be necessary to jump up
the rates on local patrons of the road,
and add that extra one-third to the fare
at Thanksgiving Day and other public
holidays.
