The United States Reclamation Serviee .«
has just completed the boring of a tun-
nel. nearly five miles long through the
solid rock of one of the highest peaks of
the Wasatch Mountainsg in Utah. The
tunnel will move a large stream, the
Strawberry River, from one drainage bas-
in to another forty-five miles away. The
tunnel has a cross section of more than
sixty feet. The work of boring has been
going on unceasingly for more than two
years, three shifts of men alternating dur-
ing the twenty-four hours of the day and
night. The valley to be irrigated was set-
tled by Brigham.
