The site of the experimental farm 
which the federal government decided 
some time ago to establish on Van­
couver Island has been selected, and 
Victorians will be Interested in know-T 
Ing that It Is to be in their imme­
diate vicinity.

The Veitch farm, between Saanich­
ton and Sidney, on the main Saanich 
road, is the site, and the choice has 
been fully approved by the responsible 
official of the Department of Agricul­
ture.

While here during the recess Hpn- 
William Templeman, on behalf of the 
government, acting on the reports 
made by Duncan Andersbn, Who wàS 
sent out here to look over sites, se­
cured an option on the property from 
the B. C. Electric Railway Co. 
Minister of Mines himself visited the 
farm and was satisfied that it Is ad­
mirably adapted for the purposes of an 
experimental farm for this portion of 
the province.

On Sunday afternoon J, H. Grisdate, 
Director of Experimental Farmti, ar­
rived here from Ottawa. Monday he 
motored out with Senator Riley and 
made a thorough inspection of the 
whole farm, the result of which was 
that he approved of the choice with as 
much enthusiasm as a man of his 
well-known caution and experienced 
judgment could be expected to show.

Ottawa, July 25.—Hon. W. S. Field­
ing, minister of finance, urges a trial 
of reciprocity in a long statement pub­
lished here to-day, In which he de­
clares that if the agreement proves 
unprofitable to Canada It may be sus­
pended at any time.
