SAILS FOR VICTORIA
EARLY NEXT MONTH

Will Reach Here Before Christ-
mas Day—More Full
Speed Trials.

Glasgow, Oct. 8.—The . 88. Princess
Charlotte, which has been built by the
Fairfield Shipbuilding and Engineering
Company, Ltd., dovan, for the C. P. R.
service between Victoria, B. C., and Seat-
tle, Wash., is fast approaching comple-
tion, hardly anything remaining to be
done save the finishing touches, and an-
other trial or two at full speed.

The Princess Charlotte, under the com-
mand of Capt. C. Troop, will leave for
Victoria about the 1st of November, via
the Straits of Magellan. She will eall at
the ports of Teneriffe, Monte Video, Cor-
onel and Callao, making the final run di-
rect from the last named port to Victoria,
where she is due about December 20th, so
that her crew will eat their Christmas
dinner in port.

The Princess Charlotte is an extremely
handsome vessel, built with yacht like
lines, and a little bit off looks not unlke
the new ‘‘scouts’”’ of the Royal navy. She
witt prove a flyer, having already done
over twenty knots at a preliminary run
«<down the Firth of Forth.

TRANSPORTATION IS
SERIOUS PROBLEM IN U. 8.

Prsbiem of ,Canal' From Great
Lakes to Gulf of
Mexico.

e

Chicago, Oct. 8.—A picture of days
when stately ships shall carry the rich
products of the central states from the
Great Lakes to the Gulf of Mexico
through a deep waterway, returning
with products of no less value, was
conjured up to-day before the visitors
to the third annual convention of the
Lakes-to-the-Gulf deep waterway as-
sooiation, by Wm, H. Aflec. Yesterday’s
utterances were authoritative, for they
came from Secretary Saunders, of the
association, President Vankaugh, head
of the organization and Wm, H, Taft,
The need of such a waterway was in-
sisted upon by  every speaker. The
quéstion of transportation, it was de-
clared, is one of the most serious ques-
tions that this country has to deal

with,

Mr. Taft's insistence that the deep
watéerway and the - conservatiom: of
natural resources were related subjects
which c¢alled for immediate action,
elicited loud applause. His statement
that the waterway was not a project
but a policy found a ready response in
the cheers of his auditors,

If there had been any doubt as to
the need of a Lake-to-the-Gulf water-
way among the thousands of delegates
and visitors gathered-from all parts of
the country, they were dispelled when
Mr. Taft said: “We find that during
the ten years ending with 1905 the in-
terna] commerce of our country in-
creased 118 per cent., while railroad
transportation facilities during the
same time only increased 20 per sent,
It has been pointed out that to supply
this deficiency by the construction of
additional railroads and necessary ter-
minals would require a capital invest-
ment of $56,500,000,000, and the construc-
tion when completed would make no
provision for further increases of our
commerce.”

The only solution of this problem
the speaker found in deéep waterways,

The convention opened at noon with
a prayer by Bishop Samuel Fallows,
of Chicago. Wm, K. Vankaugh, presi-,
dent of the association, then delivered
his annual address and Wm, F., Saun-
ders, secretary presented his report,

In the afternoon four special trains
carried the visitors on a tour' of in-
spection of the Chicago drainage canal
the stupendous work instituted by the
citizens to dispose of Chicago’s sewer-
age, and which some day the delegates
hope_will form part of a deep channel
to the Gulf of Mexico from Lake Mich-

n,

STRANGE SHIPPING DISASTER.

The steamer Oceana, owned by
Messrs., Watkins, London, in charge of
Capt. Picardo, put into Londonderry
recently, and reports having had to
abandon a huge elevator in the North
Atlantic, 100 niiles off Tory Island, The
Oceana left Barrow with the elevator
consigned to Montreal in tow, and ex-
perienced terrific weather.

NO AGREEMENT ON
PRICE OF LUMBER

Coast and Mountain Men Hold
an Abortive Con-
ference.

Vancouver, Oct. 8.—The coast and
mountain lumber men at a conference
failed to come to an arrangement for
the re-establishment of a price agree-
ment for the Northwest market. The
subject was discussed in its many
phases, but the coast men decided
that in order to permit some of the
large Vancouver mills to work off
their surplus of rough lumber it would
be impossible for an agreement to be
concluded with the mountaia mills at

~this time.

Coast millmen were also approached
at this meeting with the proposal that
the influence of the B. C. Lumber and
Shingle Manufacturers, Ltd., be used
to induce the provincial government
to extend for a period of three months,
from October 31, the permissien
granted for the export of cedar logs.
It was, however, unanimously decided
that as the surplus, of logs has now
been fairly well worked off it would
be unwise that the export should be
allowed after the end of the present
month. The idea of an extension,
therefore, was not entertained.

IS CONCLUDED

LOCAL CHURCHES TO
SUBSCRIBE LARGE SUM

Menibers Will Raise Five Dol-
lars Per Head for Next
Year.

As the outcome of the laymen’s mis-
sionary movement conference, held
here this week and brought to a con-
clusion last night with a grand rally in
St. Andrew’s church, the representa-
tives of the different denominations
have now practically pledged them-
selves on behalf of their congregations
to a $6 per head contribution from each
churech member and communicant per
annum towards the evangalization of
the world. The committee formed on
Tuesday night, yesterday returned
thelr report through the chairman of
the committee, G. L, Beckwith, who in
a short address moved its adoption. The
report is as follows:

‘1. That we heartily approve of the
motive and spirit of this great unde-
nominational movement, which has as
its grand object that Canada should do
its share in the evangelization of the
world, and therefore we bespeak the
cordial sympathy and whole hearted
support of our respective churches,
and of all our fellow Christians in Viec-
toria and its vicinity in the endeavor
to carry out &.'s great, inspiring and
truly national Work.

“2. That the financial objective of the
churches of this city towards the ac-
compilishment of this work be a contri-
bution of not less than an average of
$5 per church member or communicant
for the year 1909, and that the aim of
all should be in 1910 to increase this
amount so that an aggregate sum of
at least $25,000 be raised.

3. That as the best means of accom-
plishing this end, and to co-ordinate it
with our system of giving towards the
support of the local churches, we
recommend the adoption of weekly con-
tributions.

‘“4, That a missionary committee of
from three to fifteen men be appointed
in each congregation to promote the
spread of missionary intelligence and
to organize a tHorough personal canvas
g0 as to secure some systematic offer-
ing for missions from every member

1and adherent of the congregation.

“B. That in all cases, where possible,
the date for finishing theé active canvas
of the churches be November 30th, 1908.

‘6. That 'a permanent co-operating
commiittee of the laymen’s missionary
movement be appointed for Victoria
and its vieinity, consisting of three lay-=
men from each of the various com-
munions. The following are the names
of those forming this committee: Dr.
W. Russell, Thos, Weod, J. L. Beck-
with, A. Lee, A. B, Deaville, J, Baker,
H. BaynessReed, H, S. Crotty, H. O.
Litchfield, R. 8, Day, A. T. Frampton,
W. Loat, R. W, Clark, W. -B. Fisher, A.

:J. Brace, E. J, Martin, R. C. Howell,

Donald” Fraser, Geo Carter, J. E, An-
drews, A. C. Mayor.)

Prior to the presentation of the re-
port several speakers addressed the as-
semblage, Dr. R. P. McKay general
secretary of the-missionary movement
opening the evening, He told his au-
dience they had now the idea of the
movement plainly before them™ and
were able from the previous meetings
to thoroughly understand what the
movement called for, The remaining
thing required he said, was enthusiasm,
which once established in work coyld
not be killed. “You can tread down the
flowers,”” said the speaker ‘but you
cannot kill the aroma, and enthusiasm
is the armoa of this great work, which
is moving under the glorious watch-
word of ‘The world for Christ in the
generation.” Christ, John the Baptist,
Wesley, Whitfield were enthusiasts, he
said, adding “You can answer a man
with intellect but not with enthusiasm,
for enthusiasm carries all before it.
Christ is with the laymen’s movement
and clvilization will be given to the
world in this generation or not at all
Many cannot become missionaries, but
they can do equally as valuable work
in the cause at home. We have the pri-
velege of interesting ourselves in this
work which is the greatest of all work
and will bring the greatest reward.
Put enthusiasm into your efforts and
the results will surely be ours. I hope
you in Canada wil] all do your share,”

Rev, Mr. Kent likened the proposal
to a big joint stock company in which
the most valuable dividends of any en-
terprise were to be obtained. The stock
issue, he said, was unlimited, all could
take as much as they wanted and the
rewards and profit were equally abund-
ant, The opportunity was given to all.
He called for the best there is in men
and said the province benefited more
and more through the opening of trade
with the Orient, and as the Orientals
were evangelised the trade relations
would extend and add greater profits
io those already obtained financially.
Geographically ne said Canada was
called on to support the movement to
the utmost.

J. E, Campbell White thought that ,a
discussion should take place on e
question. ‘“We are ready now,” he
said, “for the frankest kind of an in-
terchange of views on this matter, We
recommend without hesitation to this
city the enlargement of its missionary
contributions. I feel that you at home
can now speak better on the matter
than I can. Canada provides for 300
missionaries but we want 1600 from
you. The $600,000 now annually given
must be increased to $3,000,000 which
will be $5 per head per church mem-
ber.”

Mr. Ryrie of Toronto, Rev. F. H.
Russell of India, and A. J. Brace also
spoke.

The representatives of the different
denominations present then supported
the movement and urged the adoption
of the committee’s report; The Anglican
church representative said that on the
return of Bishop Perrin the matter
would be taken up in the Anglican
church. The report was adopted.

YOUNG BOYS BROUGHT
BEFORE MAGISTRATE

Remand Granted and Accused
Released on Heavy
Bail.

(From Saturday’'s Daily.)

Robert Gibbons, aged sixteen and a
half, and Paul Medina, aged fifteén,
were charged in the police court this
morning with robbery of jewelry val-
ued at $350 from the residence of Wil-
liam Mead, 664 Dallas road, on about
the 3rd of September. Seated along-
side the boys in the dock was the
thirq lad of the trio arrested Tuesday
right, James Watson, aged sixteen.
Watson was, however, not included in
the first charge read this morning but
is implicated in several other robberies
with which the boys are charged,

THe three were remanded until Sat-
urday in bail of $2,000 and two sureties
of $1,000 each. All three were repre-
sented at the barrister’s table, Watson
and Medina by W. Moresby, and Gib-
bons by a relative, The - prosecution
asked for a'remand_ which was opposed
by legal representatives of the boys.
Both thought that the confinement in
jail would tend to harm the lads mor-
ally and would give agonizing thoughts
and hours of pain to their relatives,
who would be presented with the
thought of the children behind jail
bars at night.

Mr, Moresby said without prejudice
that the cases under his direction
would probably be takeén on to a high- |
er court for the purpose of obtaining
the utmost clemency for the boys. He
offered on behalf of the parents of the
lads full restitution of all the missing
goods and thought with the boys out
on bail an effort could be made to more
successfully recover the goods stolen,
the value of which it is wundeérstood
from the police, as near as a computa-
tion can at present be made amounts
to close to $2,000.

In all there were five charges read
against the prisoners, three against
Medina and Gibbons and two against
Medina, Gibbons and Watson., It’'was
put forward that the boys have already
helped the police in tracing the stolen
goods and Gibhofi’'s mother is stated to
be in. a state of prostration through
the arrest of her son.

When the court opened there was a
rush by a large crowd to gain places
of advantage in the court room. These,
however, were disappainted in their
attendance as the court was ordered
cleared of all except those interested
in the case and the relatives of the
prisoners.: The boys were brought into
court after, the clearance and placed in
the dock, where they sat, until called,
in a perfectly composed manner, ap-
parently unaware of the seriousness of
their positions. &

The list of goods enumerated in the
five charges read this morning con-
tained an abundance of valuable jew-
elry of all kinds and several revolvers.
The five charges, which are but a por-
tion of the robberies reported, account-
Qd for goods to the value of over $500.
Detéctive Palmer wishes a public an-
nouncement made that the police hold
a gold monogram watch, a portion of
the recovered goods, which so far has
been unclaimed and lies at the police
station awaiting the owner’s appear-
ance.

CONFESSES MURDER OF
HER BROTHER-IN-LAW

Inquest Into Death of Well-
known Philadelphian—Wife
Lodged in Jail.

Philadelphia., Pa., Oct. 8.—It iz ex-
pected that there will be a speedy
trial in the case of Mrs, Catherine
Beisel of this city, who is in the Dela-
ware county jall in Media, charged
with the murder on Tuesday night of
her brother-in-law, J. Clayter Erb, one
of the best known men in Philadelphia.
The dead man’s wife ig also in the
jail but no charge has. been lodged
agalinst her.

In the testimony brought out at the
inquest last night at which Mrs. Beis-
el was formally charged with commit-
ting the crime, she owned that Erb
had been beaten before he wag shot.
There was a deep cut on his head made
by a vase that is believed to. have
been hurled at him.

The most important testimony was
that of Thos. Simpson, the constable
who took Mrs. Beisel to jail. Accord-
ing to the constable, Mrs. Beisel said:
“I shot Capt, Erb, I am sorry for it,
but I couldn’t help it. He pointed the
revolver at me and I took it away
from him and shot him.”

The trouble which preceeded the
shooting is said to have been due to a
legal paper served upon Mrs, Beise] to
keep off the Erb premises.

PUMP BROKE.

Colonel F. B. Gregory.

Lt.-Col. F. B. Gregory was ha first
speaker of the evening and dealt with
Mr. Barnard's criticisms on the
policy of the government.

Taking up the statement of Mr Foster
and others, echoed by Mr. Barnard, that
taxation had been increased, Col. Greg-
ory gave facts and figures to show that
this was a deliberate misleading of the
people. He cited Sir Charles Tupper's crv
when the Fielding tariff was introducer
that duties had been reduced so n
that Iindustries were going to be rui
Taking the amount of duty paid per do
lar on all imports there was a reduction
of $3.09 between what was paid under the
Foster  tariff and the Fielding tariff
which replaced it. It was quite true that
a greater sum was paid in duties to-day
than was paid in 1896—the revenue ha}i
greatly Increased—but it would be abso-
lutely absurd to say that, because a man
was able to buy two suits now where he
was hard put to it to buy one under the
Conservative regime, he was being taxed
more. Thanks to the prosperity the coun-
try was enjoying people - were able to
spend more, and naturally their contribu-
tion to the revenue was more than in the
hard times of the Foster tariff.

Increase in Trade.

In the matter of expenditure the reck-

less charges of extravagance made by
Conservative speakers and papers, Col.
Gregory said, were ‘equally absurd. Tt was
not extravagance to expend seventy-
seven millions with a revenue of ninety-
nine millions, but it certainly was un=
wise and extravagant to spend more than
thirty-six millions with a revenue that
fell short of that figure. The result of
the latter practice, which was that of the
Conservative government, was inevitably
the borrowing of money to keep things
geirg, the borrowing adding sixty-two
million dollars to the national debt. The
large surpluses at the command of the
government had/very properly been spent
on the development of the country. If
these had been salted down in the bank,
as critics of the. government evidently
thought. should have been done, how did
they expect any development was to be
effected?
“If the people are being hled white and
taxationn has been increased,” ‘aid 'Col.
Gregory, ‘‘vou would expect to find them
poorer to-day. You know they are not
as a matter of fact and the records
prove it. Deposits in chartered banks
have grown from $201,000,000 to $546,000,000,
and those in the government and post
office savings banks from $49,000,000 to
$60,5000,000. (Cheers.) The total trade of
Canada has increased from $239,000,000 to
$659,000,000, and as an outcome of the pref-
erential tariff our trade with the mother
country has grown from $66,000,000 to
$229,000,000.”” (Cheers.)

In 1883 the Conservatives had divided up
among themselves, ministers and mem-
bers, some ten thousand odd square miles
of timber lands—equal to a belt three
miles in width all the way from Halifax
to Vancouver. Giving away 22,000 acres
a day it would take the government every
working day in one year to dispose of it.
The list was a long one and included some
familiar names. Hon. John Haggart got
100 square miles, Hon. David Tisdale,
Hon. Dr. Montague and Mr. Bergeron
got 50 square miles each. D. H. Macdow-
all, who to-day is assisting the Conserva-
tive candidtes in Victoria and elsewhere,
got a nice little block of fifty square
miles, all for himself. Strange to say Mr.
Foster got nothing. The records showed
that he had applied for a share like the
rest but someone else wanted the same
tract he was after and he withdrew hils
application.

The immigration and railway policy of
the government were dealt with and a
telling comparison made with the record
of the Conservative government on these
as on every other line of policy.

“T am proud to stand here and tell you
what Mr. Templeman has done for British
Columbia,’”” said Col. Gregory in closing.
“Although a minister for but two and a
half years he has been able to accomplish
a great deal. He has made the west and
northern coasts practically safe for all
competent navigators. He has done that
by the construection of lighthouses, bea-
cons, buoys and things of that kind. This
has cost money and is part of the ex-
travagance the Conservatives talk of. Do
you think money expended on these very
necessary works is spent extravagantly?
(“‘No; not a bit of it.””) He has had that
great work for humanity, the west coast
trail, constructed and a motor lifeboat
stationed at Banfield. He has sent a par-
ty of surveyors into the interior of the
jsland—a thing the Conservatives never
thought it worth while to do—with a
view to getting an accurate knowledge of
jts resources, and with a strong probabil-
ity of the establishment of important and
highly valuable steel industries on Van-
couver and Texada islands. (Cheers.) He
should certainly be returned to parlia-
ment and to office for another five
years.”
