Seattle, Wash., April 14.—The attempt 
to start construction on the proposed 
tuberculosis camp In the fashionable 
Queen Anne Hill district has resulted 
in failure, owing to the opposition of 
women in the neighborhood, who turned 
out yesterday afternoon, to the number 
of forty or fifty and drove the lumber 
wagons off the field and the foreman in 
charge of the work into the nearby 
brush.

When the vanguard of the lumber 
caravan reached the proposed site, the 
gathering of the clans from neighbor­
ing residences began. Armed with 
brooms, mop sticks and sundry fearful 
and wonderful offensive and defensive 
weapons, the mob of angry women sur­
rounded the wagon driver and demand­
ed that he unload his lumber elsewhere. 
The driver expostulated. He could not 
help it, he said. Offensive flaunting of 
several brooms in his face served to 
change his mind, however, and he 
drove away.

When the man with the blue prints 
arrived to select the site, he was beset 
with such suddenness and earnestness 
by the militant females that he was 
glad to make his escape without tarry­
ing to argue the question.

It is contended by those wrho live 
near the proposed camp that the loca­
tion of a tuberculosis retreat will depre­
ciate the value of. their property and 
make the neighborhood undesirable. At 
a meeting of the residents of the dis­
trict, held last night, legal counsel was 
engaged and it was resolved to fight the 
establishment 
through the courts. .

Work Stopped By Police.
Undaunted by

Hill, the anti-tuberculosis league lead­
ers put men at work on the tract select­
ed for the colony early this morning.

Indignation meetings were held by 
thé women of'the neighborhood on back 
door steps and for a time it looked as 
though there would be a riot, such as 
would put a suffragette demonstration 
in London to shame.

Hubbell, secretaiy of the New York Sab­
bath commission, who declared that there 
was collusion between the sàloon-kèepers 
and the New York police. "I would op­
pose a bill permitting the sale of Bibles 
on the seventh day of the week," said 
he. In conclusion, he read letters ex­
pressing opposition to the bill from 
Bishop Greer, of the diocese of New 
York, and Eugene Phillaln, regent of the 
university of the state.

The bodies were 
recovered eleven hours after the ac­
cident and were sledded over the trail, 
a distance of 165 miles, in five days, to 
catch the Ohio. Williams leaves a wife 
and daughter in Seattle.

New Pork, April 14.—Jatnes Mont­
gomery, jr„ has lost his life in a enow- 
slide near Valdez, Alaska, according to 
a message received here by liis father.
