1 aSt. Petersburg, Oct. 7.—8.11 a. m.— 
The only reference made to the reported 
sea fight off Port Arthur is contained in 
a delayed special dispatch from Chefoo, 
which says that on the night of October 
5th, fhe sound of firing was heard in the 
direction of Port Arthur, 
searchlights were seen to be working in 
that vicinity. It is thought there may 
have been a battle, but no confirmation 
of the report has been received.

The dispatch further states that in 
spite of the tightening of the Japanese 
blockade, junks are still arriving from 
the fortress bearing refugees, who say 
that all the attacks of the Japanese have 
been repulsed, and that it will be neces­
sary to institute a long siege and a com­
plet ’ blockade in order fo reduce the 
fortress. '

The blockade, according to the re­
fugees, is not completely effective, junks 
continually arriving with food, supplies 
and ammunition for the fortress.

VLADIVOSTOCK IS INCENSED AT THE
ACTIONS OF JAPANESE.BEING FORTIFIED.

London, Oct. 7.—No confirmation has 
reached London of the reported naval 
fight off Port Arthur, a story to which 
effect was sent out by a news agency 
here, and it is supposed that the firing 
l'eard at Chefoo, which was reported by 
the same agency, could only have been 
from Japanese warships chasing block­
ade runners.

The latest Chefoo dispatch to the 
Daily Telegraph, dated 10 o’clock on the 
night on which the fighting was reported 
to have occurred (Wednesday), says: 
“Port Arthur is quiet. The Russians are 
busy repairing forts. The municipali­
ty has undertaken to control the flour 
trade, and as a result the price is enor­
mously reduced. The band still pflays 
twice weekly.”

Vladivpsfock, Oct. 7.—Russians who 
have just returned here from Korea say 
the Koreans, especially in the southern 
provinces, are greatly incensed' at the 
high-handed actions of the Japanese, 
who seize the young men, cut their hair, 
place them in Japanese uniforms, and, 
compel them to enfer the ranks. The 
population, it is added, is now favorable 
to the Russians.

Tsintau, Oct. 7.—Noon—The German 
steamer Progress, chartered by a local 
German firm, and which left 'here 26 
days ago with a general cargo consigned 
to Vladivostock, returned from that port 
to-day, reporting that she found it easy 
fo elude Japanese ships in that vicinity.
