all more likely to be on their Revers

during those months than at any

other season of the year, except

the time when they are being

paid their Annuities, and by

the agentsAisiting the Reserves

in those months, they could

instruct the Indians how to

harvest their corps and see that

they have houses or properly

pitted their root crop, and that

they have provided sufficient hay

to winter over properly, their cattle,

and Report to the Department, the

result of their visit.
