The Provincial Exhibition.

Visitors to the Provincial Exhibition.
which closed on Saturday last, and who
were in anyway familiar with St. John
could not be otherwise than impressed
with the contrast between the southern
extremity of the city as it appeared last
week,and its aspect a dozen years since.
The old Barracks and Officers’ quarters,
Guard-House,Commisariatstore-houses,
Magazine, Offices,etc., flanked by board
and picket fences landward, and embra-
sured earthworks overlooking the har-
bour, were associated with that quarter
of the city as features which might be re-

eration. They had so long echoed the
notesof thebugle-call,and the ‘‘Square,”
which was anything but rectangular,
had so often sent up the rattling click
of the scabbard and responded to the
tread of soldiery, that it seemed an
innovation of the most pronounced order
to find the place invaded by the great
army whose march has always been in
the direction of progress, and without
whom we might look in vain for the
sinews of war. It is probable that many
visitors to the Exhibition, as they pass-
ed over the well known-ground, now to
be identified only by some familiar
earthwork, not yet demolished, or some
old landmark still uncovered, found
memory placing them back again in the
snug old quarters, amid the genial
hospitalities of the good old days
when the civil and military elements
vied with each other in social as well as
state matters. 1, however, there were
momentary regrets that these were only
memories, the thought that the inevita-
ble ploughshare and pruning hook had
fulfilled their mission in so realistic a
manner, caused the mind to bound for-
ward from the domain of retrospective
sentiment into the practical present.

The changes that had been effected
were,indeed,important. The great fire
had, of course, wiped all the old build-
ings off the grounds and nothing had
been restored as it was before. A large
drill shed had been erected about on
the site of the Barracks, within the
Square, and opposite the end of Car-
marther Street,and the cricketers had
caused some grading and turfing to be
done hard by, when it was proposed to
hold the Provincial Exhibition at St.
John. Few at first thought of the
Barrack Square as the grounds for the
show, but it soon became apparent that
it was the only suitable place within
the city. A former Exhibition had
been somewhat marred by the fact,that
while works of art, machinery, manu-
factures, roots and vegetables, etc. were
shown in the Skating Rink, those who
desired to see cattle and horses, sheep,
swine etc., were obliged to go to Torry-
burn, some four miles out into.the
country. The Barrack Square was pro-
nounced large enough for the accommo-
dation of all exhibits,and it was accord-
ingly secured for the purposes of the
Exhibition. The armory was closed
and the drill shed set apart as a portion
of the Exhibition Building, while the
carefully graded cricket-ground, to the
consternation of those who had spent
their money in levelling and turfing
it, was turned into a stock ring. At
first it was intended to make the
Exhibition a Provincial affair only,
but, subsequently, after the build-
ings were designed, it was decided to
open it to exhibits from Nova Scotia
and Prince Edward Island also. Af-
terwards, a very large exhibit from the
Proviuce of Manitoba was provided for,
and the original design, as to arrange-
ment of articles, was somewhat departed
from. The work ofdesigning and super-
intending the construction of the main
and other buildings was entrusted to
Mr. D. E. Dunham, architect, the con-
tractors being Messrs. Bond and Milden.
The cut in this page will give an idea of
the appearance of the main building,
which faced Sidney Street, and was
located about 100 feet from its east side.
It is intended to be a permanent struc.
ture for Exhibition and kindred pur-
poses. The foundation is stone, while
the main structure is of wood. Its gen-
eral dimensions are 185x115 ft. and 85
feet high to the top of dome. It em-
braces a main or nave portion 80 feet
square, with wings of the same width
extending north, south and east. Gal-
leries extend all around the interior,
and are reached by four principal stairs
in each corner of the north and south
wings. There are, on the north side of
the front wing, a general office with a
private office in the rear, which were
gecupied by the Secretary for Agricul-
ture, and on the south side, a Press
Room of the same size as the general
office, with a ladies’ room in the rear
separated by a passage-way. The main
entrances are in the middle of the front
wing between these rooms and offices.
Directly across the flour of the main
building is the passage way leading to
Agricultural Hall, which is 180x36 ft.
At the further end of this, and at right
angles with it, is a building 115x36 ft.,
forty feet of which was partitioned off’
for the poultry exhibit, while the re-
maining portion, 75 ft. long, was
given up exclusively to the Mani-
toba exhibit. Passing out of Manitoba
Hall through a 50 ft. passage, on the
rear or east side, Machinery Hall (the
Drill Shed) is reached. This building
is 200x80 feet. The stock sheds, yards
and rings are extensive and well ar-
ranged. The box-stalls, cattle sheds,
sheep and pig pens, if extended out
in a continuous line would reach a
length of 3,300 feet. = There are 235
horse-boxes,572 cattle-stalls, 207 sheep-
pens and 78 pig-pens. Ample yard
room is provided, in the centre of which
is the ring, having an inner circle of 80
feet and an outer one of 200, leaving a

track 60 ft. wide all around for showing
off the Stock.
The Exhibition, though held under

the auspices and immediate control of

A Martime Exhibition at St. John
has been proposed for next year, but it
would seem best for us all to reserve our
energies to secure that for the whole
Dominion in 1883 and to make it as
complete a success as that just closed.

Our River Fisheries.

“The Riparian Rights Case ” has
been decided by Justice Gwynne iu
the Exchequer Court, at Ottawa,
against the Government. He affirms
that the Department of Marine and
Fisheries has not the right to lease the
flavial rivers of this Province to any
person to fish exclusively in, although it
may regulate fisheries in such rivers.
His Lordship decides that the owners
of the soil have the right of fishing in
inland rivers above the ebb and flow of
the tide, but the public have the right
of fishing in the sea and on the bays
and arms of thesea. The Crown Grants
of land adjacent to rivers above the ebb
and flow of the tide carry the right of
fishing in the river. unless specially ex-
cepted and, even then, it would not be
given to the public.

This decision is in accordance with
equity and against the assumptious set
up by the first Caunadian Minister of
Fisheries and persisted in by his suc-
cessors. Anappeal will, it is said, be
carried to the Sup1eme Court of Canada.

“Advance " Scientific Miscellany

Prof. Silvestri finds that the summit
of Mount Etna has been lowered abont
forty feet as a result of recent volcanie
activity.

Under favorable conditions, the chest-
nut and the oak will live a thousand
years. The beach and the ash live less
than half as long.

The attraction of the earth upon a
magnetic needle at its surface, has been
found to be about the same as that of a
strongly magnetized hard steel bar forty
inches long at a distance of one foot.

A method of removing the bark from
trees, when the sap is not flowing, by
treating the wood with superheated
steam, has secured for its inventor a
prize offered by the French Agricultural’
Society.

It has been proposed to utilize the
swift current of rivers by systems of
anchored 'floats carrying current wheels
connected with dynamo-electric appara-
tus. The electricity thus generated
might be used for almost every purpose
for which power is required, as well as
for lighting towns.

During a late thunder-storm near
London, Eng., a great ball of tire was
seen to descend from the clouds intoa
lake. After the storm was over a hun-
dred dead fish, inclnding two carp
weighing together twenty-three pmmds,
were found floating on the surface near
the spot where the fire-ball was seen to
strike.

The northern magnetic pole of the
earth is at present near the Arctic circle
on the meridian of Omaha. Hence the
needle does not everywhere puint to the
astronomical north, and is constantly
variable within certain limits. At San
Francisco it points about 17 degrees to
the east of north, and at Calais, Me., as
much 6 the west.

In experi-
ments made in England, the Westing-
house brake stopped a train moving at
the rate of 41} miles an hour at a point
only 485 feet distant from the place
where the brake was applied ; but when
the speed was increased to 61 miles an
hour the distance run after the applica-
tion of the brake was 1185 feet, and at
a speed of 67 miles an hour,the train ran
2005 feet after the brake was applied.
