“Regolved, That we rally all our
members to a campaign of prayer that
the eyes of nominal Christians may
be opened in this matter, and their
hearts stirred. to a loathing of fur-
ther compromise with sin.’”

The opening of the plebiscite cam-
paign in St. John by W.
—the stalwart prohibition orator—as-
sisted by ‘two soloists, should com-
mand ithe sympathy and co-operation
of évery temperance worker in the
¢ity and vicinity. That it will have
the support of the W. C. T. U. goes
without' saying, but that our mem-
behship may have ‘‘their pure minds
stirrel up by way of remembrance,”
