‘While Europeans speak in glowing
terms of the T'hames and the Tiber, the
Rhine and the Rhone, the Danube and
the Don, and our neighbors grow wild
over the mighty Mississippi and the
picturesque Hudeon, New Brunswickeps
can tell of their 'Saint John, larger
than many of them, and inferior to
none in the majectic sweep of its wa-
ters, or the attractiveness of the re-
gions through which it passes. From
its rise far aweg/ in the wilderness till
it reaches the swelling tides of the Bay
of Fundy it is indeed “‘a thing of beau-
ty.” No finer scenery is anywhere to
be found than along its course, and
year by year increasing numbers find
stheir way hither from the Upper Prov-
inces and the United States and enjoy
delightful quiet and réfreshment dur-
ing the summer holidays. ‘“We have,”
says an American ' tourist, ‘‘admired
rivers in many lands. We have sailed
on the Nile and the Sagus, and on his-
toric Rhine and the magnificent Dan-
ube, but the tide of our admiration rose
higher when we salled up the romantic
waters of the noble Saint John of the
borderland.”

The county of Carleton, through
which the river passes, is rich in ag-
ricultural resources and almost every
acre of it is fit for farming purposes. It
has a number of thriving little towns
where everything indicates - comfort,
and where. poverty is unknown.. The
shiretown, Woodstock, has a popula-
tion of three thousand, for whose bene-
fit churches and schools abound, 'and
'‘whose business éstablishments and pri-
vate residences will compare favorably

th those of larger and more preten=-
tious places. - Owing to its proximity
to the American boundary Woodstock
has been the theatre of some ‘exciting
scenes, ‘especially ‘at the time of ‘the so-
called Aroostook war, and of the Trent
affair. It was the rendezvous for the
troops gathered to guard tle frontler
or reépel thé invader, and from the
readiness with which the call to arms
was regponded to by the men of Carle-
ton; &s well as by their soldierly ap-
pearance and spirit the¥ would have
given'a good account of themselves had
there been any necessity to 'have done
80. !

In the county of Carleton, as in many
other places, Methodism was not in-
troduced by conference authority or by
any recognized representative of the
church, but by a man who earnestly
desired to do good 'as the opportunity
was afforded ! him. ' His' name was
James Klilen, an Irishman by birth,
and for some time' a member of the
Irish eonference, Charges having been'
preferred against ‘him which weré sub<’
sequently proved te be gro he
Wwithdrew, but instead: of doing what
many under similar circumstances have
done, turning his batk upon ‘his formter’
friends and seeking a e in~some
other church, he held fast hig integrity
and remained a Methodist: ° Satisfled,’
however, that his influence had ‘been'
lessened by what had taken place; he
wisely decided to separate himself from
these unpleasant surroundings and seek
a sphere of usefulness in this province,
After remaining two years on the Mir-
amichi, he, accompanied by his wife,
who was an Irish lady and had crossed

mourn,” This was - painfully true of
Woodstock for after Mr. Joll's remov-
al the cause so continued to decline
for years that the membership was
reduced to about one half of what he
had left. “‘Satan,” wrote one of that
time, raised up some to disturb the
peace of the soclety, progress was im-
peded, and for years little apparent
good was doneé, But hoping against
hope the faithful few labored on en-
couraged to believe that those  who
sowed in tears would reap in joy.

And they did, for Immediately after |

the Rev, George Johnson took charge,
in 1840, things began to improve. All
churches believe in revivals, while the
methods made use of to bring them
about may .differ. The best methods
for one time or place may not be the
best for other times and places, as ex-
perience has proved again and again.
At that time and place the protracted
meeting appears to have been the best
10 meet the needs of the case, During
the third year of his pastorate he held
one of these old fashioned meetings
in which he was assisted by “the
brethren Flynnh and Willlams, who
labored ardently and by the visits of
Messrs, Killen and Stokoe, and by
other officlal members of the soclety.
The revival created the most intense
interest. Many became seriously con-
cerned for the salvation of their %ouls
and at every eervice for more than
fifty evenings, many came forward to
be prayed for, Frequently it was with
difficuity the seekers could be prevail-
ed upon to leave the place of prayer
until ten or eleven in the evening, and
sometimes even far into the night, The
revival extended to all ages and

classes, and between sixty and seventy :
rmore especially during the excitement

profegsed ‘faith in the Saviour. About
it there was no fanaticism or wild fire;
no: efforté were .made to excite the
passions or to produce enthusiastic 11-
lusions, and everything was done
quietly and in order.’” The results
Were gratifying, the fruits remain,
‘While the people of Carleton county
are ‘largely Baptist, considerably more
than one-half of the entire population
belonging to the several bodies bearing
that name, the Methodists have attain-
ed a good. position and claim about
one-seventh of the whole. These are
not hived together in a few places, but
are widely distributed over six circuits
in  which are between twenty-five and
thirty places in which’ regular Sabbath
‘sarvices are held and connected with
which are Sunday schools with an at-
tendance of nearly one thousand, . But
numbers do not represent all, for moral
results eannot be tabulated. & If no
man lives to himself, "is influenced by
or influeness those with whom he asso-
clates, the same is true of .a church
and its doctrines, and  usages which
prove themselves to be ‘felt in propor-
tion to their desirability 'to ' Human
needs, and the manner in- which they
are presented. The doctrines we have
taught have commended themselves to
the conscience, and the usages observed
have met with very generous approval,
and from the first, persons of intelli-
gence and good social standing have
been connected with our people. Other

the Atlantic with him, removead to
Carleton county, and made his home m
the neighborhood of Woodstock wuntil

~ his death, which took place in 1849. He
was a good and uweful man, an accept-
able preacher, and an earnest and de-
voted Christian worker. On what is
now the Richmond circuit he found a
number of Irish Methodists, of whom
the Watsons, the MeBrides ,the Kirk-
patricks and others are the descendants,
and to these, as well as to the inhabit-
ants of the surrounding settiements,

. he had at the time of his decesase min-
istered for twenty-three years in holy
things. :

things being equal this is a decided
advantage to a new enterprise, and
is a something to be thankful for.
Quite a number of this class have been,
more or less, closely assoclated with
the Methedism of Carleton county.
The Connell family came to this ‘pro-
vince from the United States and set-
tled in the neighborhood of Woodstock.
Charles, father of the Hon. Charles,
who was then only twelve years of
age, later on went to Frederitton to
learn the business of a tanner 'and
cordwainer, after which he made his
home at Northampton, where he aec-
quired considerable wealth. His wife

The religious needs of the people haw-
ing been reported to the Rev, iam
Temple, that gentleman visited Wood-
stock and neighboring villages in 1821,
and sent & report of the same to the
anthorities in England with a view to
the securing a minister, but there the
matter rested for the time. Seven years
later another visit was made by . the
Rev. John B. Streng. through whose
influence a young preacher wag sent
out, but whose sad death by drown-
ing on the passage caused a still fur-
ther delay in supplying the place, In
the meantime several visits were made
by Reys, Fnoch Wood, Sampson Busby
and Arthur McNutt, and immediately
after the district meeting of 1832 the
last named was appointed to the cir-
cuit, ‘“which included the whole extent
of country from Woodstock to Tobique
on both sides of the river, together
with several ' settlements in the in-
terior.”

Mr, McNutt met with more generous
treatment than had been given to
Messrs, Earley and Grandine in Kings
and York. The people had become
ashamed of spuch things. No ecclesias-
tic bigot laid a ecomplaint or over
zealous , magistrate issued a warrant
for his arrest, and he was not inter-
fered with. Indeed so anxious were the
people to induce him to come that the
erection of a church was entered upon
before his appointment was made, His
efforts were much appraciated, his
“services well attended, his visits look-
ed forward to with pleasure, .and at
the end of his year he was able to re-
port the formation of meveral congre-
,@ations and a membership of seventy.
His successor, the Rev. Samuel Joll,
was an' ‘indefatigable laborer, stood
well with the public, had special gifts
along evangelistic lines. His word was
with power, and at the -close of his>
two years’ term the membership had
nearly trebled in number. Strange to d
say, however, as in the commetcial, 80
in the religious realm what are termed
seasons of presperity and depression
follow each other with ‘singular regu-
larity. The question here coneidered is
not whether there is any necessity for
these re-actions either in the church or
in the business world, the fact is sta-
ted of the general corrgctness of
which no doubt ‘can be entértained for
a8 moment. With such experiences in
both we are all too familiar; when
material hardships pressed heavily
upon the uneémployed, and spiritual
“eath caused, “the ways of Zion to:

was Mary Palmer, daughter of Charles
Palmer, an Englishman, who resided
at Woodstock, and by whom he had &
large family; the eldest was Jeremiah
M., who for several years represented
the county in the house of assembly,
and is described in the journals of that
peroid as, “a man highly respected for
the soundness of his views on matters
of provincial legislation,
and 'intelligent magistrate, had a good

understanding and was enabled to ad-:

minister substantial justice so as td
promote the general good.” He was an
honored .member of the Methodist
church, a class leader, Sabbath school
superintendent, a trustee of Conven-
tional property, and a generous giver
to every good cause, and when on Nov.
28, 1846, he joined the ‘‘great majority,”
the remark was made, “I fear we shall
never look upon his like again.”

Charles was born at Northampton,
about 1812, was married, in 1835, to Ann
Fisher, elected to the legislature in
1846, appointed to the Legislative Coun-
cil in 1849, whieh position he retained
until 1860, when he resigned, was
re-elected the next year and continued
in the house of assembly until 1867,
when he was sent to Ottawa, and again
in 1872, He filled many other positions
of trust and responsibility, and eventu-
ally rested from his labors in 1873. His
brother, George, practiced law in
‘Woodstock from 1840 to 1879, wher he
retired. He married Mary = Ann,
daughter ‘of the late Edwin Fisher, of
this ,city,’  and  granddaughter of
David and Maria Grace' Fisher, The
name of this last named lady was
Barlow, and she had the honor of being
one of the members of the first Metho-

dist society, organized by the Rev. Mr..

Bishop, in 1791, and of whieh the leader
for many years was Mrs. Cynthia
Kelly. ; s

Another friend and supporter was
Lewis Peter Fisher, K. @, whose -de-
cease occurred only a few weeks ago.
Away above the ordinary in - natural
gifts and endowments, with a well
stored mind, a  ready utterance, and
great force of character, he early in
his career forged to the front in his own
profession, had few equals and per-
haps no superior. - He was called to fill
many important positions, and his work
Was ever done wisely and well, ‘As a
Methodist he belleved in 'the great
truths of the gospel and supported the
institutions of the chureh in the ways
open to him. He was especially inter-

an upright’

ested in the young. For many .years
he Was the superintendent of the Sab-
bath school, than for such wofk few
were better fitted, and from which he
rétifed under regrettable circumstances.
Outsiders have not had a very correct
idea of the true inwardness of’the case,
and ‘for their benfit it is thus stated.
Beétween the Methodism of the maritime
provinces ahd of Western Canada there
‘were many differences, traceable to the
origin of the one being British, the
other American. Following the example
of the state the latter preferred a book
of discipline~—a written constitution—
while the former rested on ‘principles
and was guided by usage and preced-
ent, and was not hampered by speci-
fic rules and restrictive regulations in
matters of minor moment. Up to that
time large liberty had been allowed in
the election of Sabbath school super-
intendents, and the best available man
was eligible whether he wds or was
not a member. of the -church. In the
Wwest only church members had been
eligible, and when the several Metho-
dist bodies united this became the law
of the church. Like many other good
but mistaken men, Mr. Fisher was a
member as we understood ‘the  term
then, and the minister in charge took
the ground that in order to retain the
superintendency the law must be’ liter-
ally complied:with. This Mr. * Fisher
did not deem his duty to do, and con-
sequently resigned. Looking at the
matter from the standpoint of the pres-
ent there does not seem any good rea-
son for it on the introduction of any
new order of things, as little disturb-
ance as possible is made with that or-
der, and as every executive officer has
some discretiohary power, it might safe-
ly have been exercised in such a case a$
this. This was Mr. Fisher's view, as
the following extract from his wimn
clearly shows, in which he sadly speaks
of ‘“‘the $abbath schaol of which I was
for 8o many years the superinténdent,
and whieh 1.se reluctantly left—an un-
necessary and unfortfunate seporation;
the one great sorrow of the years of
my life, and wheré the responsibility
rests the future may demanstrate.”

Passing over many of the ‘men of the
past it is fitting a few words should be
said concerning Col. Baird because of
his official position as an officer in the
militia,~ In. that capacity he was
brought into prominence-in connection
with the visits of their royal highnesses
the Princes Alfred and Arthur, but

produced by the “Trent affair” and the
threatened Fenian invasion. Though
nothing grew out of the latter " it
was the occasion of a good deal of un-
rest, and meant much to those. upon
whom devolved the responsibility of
‘making the necessary preparations. On
all such occasions qr under such eir-
‘cumstances his conduct was warmly
commended by his superiors. But af-
ter these things may be ;orgotten he
will be remembéred as having sent out
from his home a daughter to fill the
honorable and influential position of
““the mistress of the manse,” in the
wife of the Rev, Thomas Marshall, of
this city. In other parts of the county
our-friends have had a fair share of the
positions in the gift of the people, and
several have been sent to represent
their fellow-citizens in the legisiature,
of whom mention should be made of
the Honorables Beveredge, Lindsay and
‘White. {

While Woodstock is well and widely
known as an important centre, ag the
home of a pushing and enterprising
people, for "quite a number have won
distinction in a variety of callings, as
well as for its beautiful natural sur-
roundings, perhaps its greatest honor
lies in the fact of having sent forth
a young man to bless his race and who
won for himself a name and fame
more than local. Possessed of gifts
above the ordinary, and favored with
a good education, he had the neces-
sary equipment to ensure success in
whatever department of the world’s
work to which he might devote his
attention. As,

‘“Thére is a Providence that shapes
our ends,
Rough hew them as we will.”

That Providence manifested itself in
his case in this way. The Rev. Arthur
McNutt invited him to a Methodist
clags meeting, which he gladly ac¢-
cepted, and then began a process
which changed the whole current of
his life, and eventually led him into
the Methodist ministry. For a number
of years he labored in these provinces
with great acc . ‘ancer and marked
success, after wiich he was transfer-
red to the Canada Conference, and
was placed at the head of the Ladies’
College in Hamilton. As a proof of the
high estimation in which he was held
by the Methodist people he was
called to the General Superintendency
of the Methodist church in which po-

sition he was found when the angels.

Few men have left behind them more
pleasant memories than those which
gather around the name of
SAMUEL DWIGHT RICE, D. D.
