Halifax, Feb. 19—Mr. Hart Nichole, 
military service registrar for Nova 
Scotia, was asked today about several 
men who were arrested under the mil­
itary service act. though possessing 
documents to show that they had reg­
istered, but who had not yet been noti­
fied of any date to report for duty.
