doso. The Northumberland members,

Talks With the Montreal Herald
About the Election.

The Minister of Railways arrived in
Montreal this morniog on his way back
to Ottawa from New Brunswick, and was
seen by & Herald representative at the
Windeor Hotel. After the usual saluta-
tions he was asked if he would be un-
willing to express his views respecting
the recent elect.ons in- the Province from
which he had come.

“No,” said Mr. Blair, “I should be
very happy indeed to do 8o for publica-
tion in the Herald. Let me say, at the
outset, that on my retarn from Eogland
last summer, and on learning of t.e ac-
tion which Mr. Foster had takem, and
what had transpired #: the Mongton
convention, 1 thoogtt I ccuid foresee
that the result would be injurious, if tot
dieagtrous, to the Conssrvative party in
that province. The movement started
by the ex-Minister of Finance sppeared
to me to be a moat egregioms blunder.
The decision of the convention could
only have one of thres resulta: The
withdrawal of the three Conservatives
from Mr. Emmerson’s Government at
Mr. Foster’s command; Mr. Emmerson
accepting the challenge of that party
and regarding it se the declared policy
of the Conservatives in the Province and
asking Mr. Tweedie, Mr. La Billois and
Mr, Richard to withdraw from his Cabi-
pet; and if neither of there two things
happened, the disintegration of the Con
gervative party im tbe counties repre-
gented by these gentlemen would be the
very least thst could fol.ow. Itis ab-
surd to sappose that any practical poli-
tician would have imagined Mr. Tweedie
and bis Coneervative col'eagunes would
desert their leader at the demaud cf any
gection of their party. Mr. Foster him-
self might have light views on this ques-
tion of degertion; but it does not follow
that othe's may not have higier con-
ceptiona of loyalty. It was eﬂmny an-
surd to suppose that Mr, Emmerson
would take any steps to expel his Con-
servative associates from his Cabinet.
The only result which appeared to me
a8 likely to follow has occurred, and that
is that these three New Brunswick Min-
isters have been practically forced into
sutagonism to their former Dominion
friends, and with them all over the
province are now & large body of mode-
rate Conservatives, who were formerly
sapporters of mine in prov ncial politics,
and who did not feel called upon, even
at the risk of ceasing to be Conserv-
atives, to yield to Mr. Foster's demand.”

“Ig @ coalition government in New
Brunswick & recent inatitution?”

“Not =t all,” replied the minister.
“There never has been & government
since confederation which did not con-
sist of members of both shadesof domin-
fon politics. Bometimes the Conserv-
atives had a mejority and atother times
the Liberals. The government which
was defeated at the time I became pre-
mier wae very largely Conservative.
Since that time the majority has been
Liberal, and the number of Liberal rep-
resentatives in the provincial legislature
has been continuounsly on the incresse.
There have always beem coun-
ties in .the province in which the
elect:.ons were fought quite as much
on dominion lines as in any of the
other provinces; but the policy of the
government in my province has always
been to accept support from representa-
tives who were well disposed towards
the government, whether these represen-
tatives were Liberal or Conservative,and,
of course, the government, as respects all
local matéers in the counties thus repre-
sented, would be sdvised by such repre-
sentatives. When I first became premier,

it my memory serves me, there were | i

less than & dosen Liberals in_the legis-
lature of lorty-one members. Inthe last
house, which was elected under my
Etemleuhip, there was & majority of

iberals, which then and still consists of
forty-six members. There were no Lib-
erais in the Iast house opposing the
government, and there were quite a few
Conservatives supporting it.”

“Has this form of government been
generally acceptable to the people of the

province.”

«] think so. The result wouldl seem to
indicate eatisfaction. There were some
of our strong Liberal friends,and at least
two of our New Brunswick Liberal papers,
which were warm sdvocates of mak-
ing dominion lines the lines of cleavage
in provineial politics; but I believe there
was no strong eentiment thronghout the
province in its favor. and I cannot belp
thinking that the affairs of the province
were as well administered as they could
have been rnder the system which ob-
taine in the other provinces.”

“You may have obaerved,” suggesated
the Herald, “that the Star made much
recently of what was termed the
Northumberland deal.”

“Yes,” gaid Mr. Blair, “I observed
that the commissioner of that journal
devoted some columns to an saccount of
what he chose to call the ‘Nortbumber-
land deal.’ I think it would have been
difficult to have compressed more mis-
representations within the same space
than the article contsined. It wasa
compiete perversion of the facts relating
to that incident in the political history
of New Brunswick. The alieged ‘Nor-
thumberland deal’ grew oat of what I
considér & very lamentable state of
affairs that was created in St Jobn over
a provincial ap.ointment in the city.
The solicitor general in my govercment
was offered and accepted the appoint-
ment of police magistrate in the city of
8: John, and some of my supporters frem
that constituency took offence Lecanse
of the fsec: that Mr Ritchie was
a Roman Catholic. They raieed
the sectarian cry snd succeeded in
arousing a sufficient portion of the elec-
torate to defeat our candidete in the
election which took place shortly after-
wards. At the same time, and in the
game general election, we were being
aesailed in another portion of the pro-
vince, and particularly in the North
Shore counties, for maintaining 8 rate of
stompsge upon lumber which the lum.-
bermen considered excessive. Our rate
was then $1.25 per thonsand superficial
teet. Inthe county of Northwmberland
four members were elected who were op-
posed to the rate of stampage then be-
ing imposed, and after the election in
which we were defeated in Bt. Joll’m on

the wsectarian oeory,

of the opposition snd some
of bis prominent leutenants
made an efforf to induce the Northum-

who were utterly opposed to the narrow

opposition, were anxious to coalesce with

berlend rognnnmlvu and others from
the North Bhore, to cast in their lot with

them, offering tbem s very large redue

and bigoted conduct of the leader of the

me. They had no fault to find with the
general conduct of aflairs by the exist-
ing government, and refused fo accept
the reduction of stumage to 60 cents
which they had been offered by the
opposition. They gave me to under

stand that if we would meet
their views to 8 reasvmable extent,
reducing the stumpage to $1, tiey
would give us their support. We
did this, and they supported us. One of
the Northemberiand members became
a minister in my government, and his
action was very strongly spproved by
his constituents on his going back for
re-election. The legislature also sap-
ported my action by an immense msjor-
ity. This is the head and front of the
sNorthumberland desal’ which has been
ouly 8o characterizsed by Mr 8tockton,
the late leader of the opposition, who
telt chagrined because he was unable to
make s deal with these same members
to his own political advantage.”

“How do you think the result of the
recent provincial contest will affect the
next struggle of the commona.”

I think it cannot fail to have a most
decided eflect upon the next dominion
contest. As a matter of fact, with the
exception of that section of the province
which is regarded as Mr Costigan’s, a8
distinguished from Mr Foster’s, the bat-
tle was fonght practically from the start
on dominion party lines. These counties
embrace Kent, Westmoriand, Albert,
Kings, 8t John city and county, Queens,
Sunbary, York, Carleton and Charlotte—
returning 33 out of 46 membere. Mr Foat-
er cohallenged the combat on these
grounds,no doabt confident in the expec-
tation that the response would be favor-
able. I counld not decline to accept such
a challenge, and on the occasions when
I addr esed the people during the cam-
paign I unequivocally decl:red my ac-
eptence. 1 pointed out that although
Mr Fostar complained that I came down
to New Brunawick as a dominion cabinet
miniater to intervene in the contest, I
conld not do otherwise. If I had failed
to come to the relist of my friends in the
New Brunswick government, and accept
the gange of battle which he had thrown
down, "Mr. Foster wonld have been .the
very first man to charge that I dreaaed
the consequences in the interestof the
Liberal party and governmentat Ottaws.
There was no uncertainty at all, and
candidates were put up in all the con:
stitnencies with the hearty approval and
support of the Liberal party, and in the
confidence that they would receive all
the assistance which that party could ac-
cord them. In all these constitunencies
leading Conservatives bad charge of the
fight: Mr McInerney in Kent Mr Powell
in Westmorland, Mr Foster for York, Mz
Hsle in Oarleton, and Mr Ganong in
Oharlotte, All these gentlemen declared
that the battle was theirs, and thet they
would regard the defeat of the opposi-
tion candidates as their defeat. Every
one of these Conservative leaders whom
I have mentioned has met with disae-
trous defeat, Mr Foster particularly be-
ing pounded to the tune of nearly 1,600
of & majority in his own county. Today
Mr Foster has the satisfaction of know
ing that there is scarcely a Conservative
in all these constituencies whom he
dragged into the contest who is not ex-
preesing himeelf in anything but com-
plimentary terme of his ta ¢ and judg-
ment, and denouncing the whole
proceeding as & most egregicus blunder.
The effect wpon th- next dominion
contest cannot fail to be most marked.
It would perhaps be too much to say
that the party is completely destroyed
but it is at all events B0 dlulntegnmi
that it will be years before it can recover
itself, and in my opinion will never re-
cover itsel! under the ex-minister of
finance in that province.”

“Then I may infer that Mr Foster has
guflered a very considerable loss of pres-

ge?”

“[ think 0. In my addressduring tbe
campaign I ventared to predict that the
result of the struggle would be §he ex
tinction of Mr Foster as a political force
in New Branswick.”

“Was not Mr Costigan an ally of yours
in this campaign?”

“He was, sealously and sctively. Mr.
Costigan’s influence in all the counties
in New Brunswick is very coosiderable,
He stands well with both Lib:rale and

Conservatives. He is very much re-

spected, and I attribute in no small
measnre the success which we achieved
to bis valuable assistance in many of
the counties. In that portion of the
province which is considered a8 being
within Mr Costigan’s jurisdiction, such
as a large part of Westmorland, 'Kent.
Northumberland, Restigouche and
Gloucester, the government were unani
mouely sustsined. In Victoria there was
a personal fight among oandidates, all of
whom were friendly to the government,
with the exception of one. The strugg e
there was personal rather than po-
litical; so that I consider Mr Costigan
comes out of the contest with added
preetige, with public opinion of hie
judgment enhanced, and his ngnlmcsl
inflaence unimpaired. The only Con-
garvative members of parliament from
New Brunswick who have loat nothing
by the contest are Mr Robineon of North-
umberland, Mr Blanchard of Gloucester,
and Mr McAllister of Restigouche, who
declined to follow Mr Foster’s lead. As
1 look over the situation in New Bruns.
wick today I think I am jostified io
drawing one general concluston: That in
the eleven counties in which a straight
Liberal and Coneervative fight took
piace, there is not one of them in which
a Conservative would have a reagonable
prospect of election.”

“What about the other three seat:?”

“The other three geats are now held
by gentlemen who have been elected to
parliament a8 Copservatives, but who
have been practically driven out of the
ranks by the declared policy of Mr Fos-
ter and his leader, Sir Charles Tupper.
O! conrse, it will be for these gentlemen
and their friends to eay how farthey can
resiet the determination of 8ir Charles
and the ex-finance minister to expel
them from the party ranks.”
