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APTER DINNER SPEECH.

Captain Coghlan’s Remarks Not
Well Received — British Papers

man Pagers all Furious,

LoxpoN, April 24.—The morning papers
unapimon:ly condemn the cat1:d utter-
ances of Captain Coghlan, of the United
States crulger R¢1sigh, regarding the re-
lations between Admiral Dewey and the
Germau naval commander at Manils, as
“indigcretiona” and “violations of good
manners.” Most of them express the
opinion that Germany will treat the in-
cident with “dignified silence.”

“While Aguinaldo defies the United
States,” the Standard says, “it is not for
an individus1 American to offer insult to
other nationslitiee.”

The Daily News and the Daily Mall,
nevertheless, accept Captain Cogblan’s
statement as the true version o Ger-
msny’s attitude at that time, :

The Times eaye: “The promptitude
"and severity of the rebuke administered
to Captain Cogblan, and the approval it
meeta fr m public opiniop, are remark-
ab'e signs of the great chance = rooght
io America by the eventsof the Ilast
year. - There have been times, even re-
cently, when it is more than doubtful it
sach an offance would have been thus
punished.

“War and the wide responsibilities it
has entsilad seem sudderly to have
raieed the mnation to a t'uer conception
of the dignity of the country. This ex-
ample of dignified e¢1'-respect shovli be
a lesson to the Chauvinist prees of the
Continent: ] monsrchy which more par-
ticnlarly poses as a stickier for diplo-
mastic etiquette.”

Nzw Yorx, April 24.—The Greater
New York Z:itang this morning says:—

“What a howl of indignation wosld be
raised in Eogland, France or the United
States should a Garman marine officer
have so expressed himself concerning
any of these countries or have sung a
pimilar derisive song on the queen of
England or the presidentof Fiance or
the United States, as Captain Cogl lan,
of the Raleigh, has done. It wounld not
surpriee us if an immediate declaration
of war would have been thought necee-

ary.

“How cslmly and sensibly the Ga:-
mans treay euch matterr. When Dr.
Von Hollsben, the Germen ambasgador,
visited Bscretary of State Hay in Wasb-
iogton it was rumored at once that he
had come to raise a protest against
Coghlan’s remark. In reality, however,
the German ambassador took mo official
notice of tbe lack of tact, if one should
not use a stronger term, of the American
captair. Probably he did not consider
the matter worth the trouble.

“There is something imposing in the
calmners with which German diplomats
generally treat such mattere. It is well
known that the moon in the fable re-
mnig- ¢:lm wken the pug dog barks at
her.

The New Yorker Staats Zaitung says
editorially:

“It was our intemtion to treat the
flagrant behavior of Captain Coghlan at
tbe dinner of the Union League Club
with silent contempt, bat the great num-
ber of letters we huve repsived, and the
fact that the captain repeated his re-
merks ne .rly word for word on Satarday
night mske it appear necessary fo say a
few words abount the affair.

On the cve hand, one should not at-
tach too much importance to the occu:-
rence. Whoevor is handy with the eword
is generslly somewhat awkward when
hs opens his mouth, and vice versa. On
the other hand, the conduct of Captain
Coghlan takes on & very ugly appear-
ance by reason of the place, the nature,
the manner and especially the repetition
of the offensr.

“rhe Union League Club makes the
claim of representing the Republican
pariy, and whils it cannot be held
snswerable for what the captain said, it
is anewerable for the fact that his re-
marks wera received with spplause.
The speech shounid have made a psinfal
impression on persons of tact ard good
breeding.

“One cannot regard Capiain Coghlan
as & worthy representative of the corps
of officersa of our marine. He has pre-
viovsly sinned in & like manner, and is
evidently & person without tact, whose
head is swollen by reaenn of the well
earned pride over the success of onr
arme, The captain has merely earned
contempt, which is somewhat weakened
by pity. 1t woull be ueeleestrouble to
attach ary importance to hia talk.

“The occurrence will nave no inter-
rations! coneequence., Oor great Sena-
tor Dspew, it 18 true, hclis it as prot-
able, but such talk from persons of no
consequence is not congidered bygovern-
ments.”

The New Yorker Revae eaid yester-
day in its news cciamne:—

“With his uncommenly ftactless rc-
marks st the bangues thatthe Union
Lsague Club gave on Fridsy night to
the cfficers of the cruieer Raleigh, Car-
tain Coghlap, the commender of the
vessel, has arounged the farcr Tewtoni-
our.

“There it general indiguation in Ger-
men circlea over the eilly speech to
which Coghlan gave vent. The beef
that can be said about it is that Coghlan
when he delivered it, had evidently par-
taken liberally of the club’s wines, if
pot of other spiritnous drinks more
calculated to confuse the senzes.

“Bat yesterday he repeated the eilly
remarks at the Army sand Navy Club,
and showed himselt & chawvinist of the
purest water,

“Naturally, his apeech of the day be-
fore yesterday occaeioned greaf die-
plesgore in Washington, because it
might serve to destroy the hitherto
friendly relations with Germany. We
purposely say ‘mighy’ because in reslity
no such contingency is to be feared, for
in Berlin a8 in Washington, nobody is
unwise enough fo grow eerioutly angry
over such nongense.”

The Morgen Journsl today ssyse, edi-
torialy:—

“Imsagine for a moment that a German
officer had read s similar ditty st the
expense of President McKinley in Ber-
lin, before a similarly ‘seloct’ agsem-
blege, or had eaid of the flag of the
United States that one counld buy sach
cloth for five marks s metre! What in-
dignation would -not have prevailed
here! Would one not have read in all
the newspapers, in big headlines, ‘Ger-
many has offered us a deadly ivsalt.
The Kaiser muet give us satisfaction!
The parallel is superfluour. With Ger-
man officers and in German eociefy such

an occurrence is unthinkable.”

A Marvellous Invention.

Cricaao, Ill., April 23.—The Timee-
Herald, in an editorial today, eaye:—
“Ounr news columns today t¢ll the

amazing story of the successfal trans-
miestop of pictures by telegraph., They
not orly tel it, but illustrate it with
portraita and autographs which raorc-
duce faithfally in Chicago thea ou ] ges
of theoriginals made in New York, Bog-
ton, Philadelphia or 8*. Louis,as the
case may be. This wonderfal develop-
ment of the combined uge of the phono-
graph and the Morse system of tele-
graphy is the invention of Ernest A.
Hummell of 8t. Paal.

“What the Morse system, with iis
rapid succession of dots and dashes, 4id
for the tranemission of words by elec-
tricity this remarksble invention doee
for everything that has form and can be
drawn in simple linea upon paper.

“What appears almost more incredibla
about the or'ginal invention is the fact
that while & portrait of Admirs] Dewey
is being transmitted from Chicago to
New Yrrk an ther of Aguinaldo can be
flashed at the same time over the game
wire from New York to Chicago.”

A. V. Abbott, chief electrician of the
Chicago Telephone Company, noted the
results with a great deal of satisfaction.
“Perfection has not yet been attained in
anything,’’ he sald, “ard these first ef
forts ot the transmissions of pictar s
should not be too severely criticised, but
the resulis are certainly wonderfal and
encoureging enough fo satisly the most
sanguine.”

B, J. Arnold, a noted consulting elec-
trical engineer, expressed himeel( as de-
lighted with the experimente.

“The showing made this morning in
the Times-Herald of pictures semt by
wire from New York, Boston, Phil.-
delphbia and 8. Lomis wes & most re-
markatla one,” was the cemment of W.
J. Kenpy, chief electricisn of the Ohica-
go and Northwestera Raiiroad. “I think
the results are amsz'ng, but nothing
compared t2 what we will see in a shors
time.” _

Profersor Jerome J. Greem, of Notre
Dame University, Ind., who is condwet-
ing wireless telegraph experiments here.

“The shiwing so far ie
more than one could have suticipated,”
he eaid. “The scheme will prove s
great success, I have no doubt, and adds
gtenuy'to the value of the daily newr.
papere.”

“It is & wouderfal invention,” said
Henry Barret Chamberlain, city editor
of the Record, “and one which will be
particalarly aporeciated by the newspa-
pers. In fact, I can see no other field
for the teladiagraph than that offered by
the newspaperr.”

Charles G. Seymour, managing editor
of the Chronicle, said: “The invention
geems to be of real practical value toa
newspaver.

THE CLAYTOP-BULWER TREATY.

England Willing to Abrogate, if so
the United £tates May Build the
Nicaragua Canal for an Outlet
from the Yukon.

WasHINGTON, April 24,—Although wil-
ling to abrogate the Ciayton-Baiwer
treaty, Great Britain has made it plain
to the United States that she expacts an
equivalent in return for her action.

This ¢ quivalent wil. be exacted during
the negotiations of the American Cana-
dian commission, which is fo resume ite
segsions in Washington in August nex .
It is becausee of & demand for concessions
equsal in valne to that whica will be
given to the United States in the abrc-
gation of the Clayton-Brl ~er treaty that
the megotiations have not progressed
with the promptness at firat exvectec.

It is apparent to the officials now that
Great Britain proposes to use the propo
sition to abrogate the treaty fo further
her own aims in connexion with the eet-
tlement of the Alasken boundary and
reciprocity questionr. Great Britain is
determined w make every efiors to szcure
an ou l:t for her northwest territory
through Alatka, and the Unitod States
i not willing to give it to her. It may
be therefore that ehe wil. suggest tbat in
return for such an outlet sne will sur-
render all her rights in the Nicarsgaa
canal.

President McKinley and Bseretary
Hay bave determined not to enter into
any negotiations with either Costa Rica
or Nicaragua respecting the Nicaragua
canal until the new Isthmian Canel com-
mission has submitted ita report. The
Nicaragua Canal commission wil re-
port within & sbort time, and fhe presi-
dent will then snnounce the members of
the isthmian commission. The new
commission will proceed to Panams and
later to Nicaragua, and it is the expects-
tion of the president that it wi'l snbmit
its report in time for consideration early
in the next session of congrees.
