The matter next proceeded with was

ated on the idean of carrying Canadian
toducts from the west to the senboard.
'anadian shipping ought to  be done by

!
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Canadian routes and at Canadian sea-
ports. Large sums of publie money had
been expended, in this direction. The city
of St. John, for instance, was made =a
free port, and' there were facilities there
for accommodating and handling a very
large traflic. He quotel figures to show
the great advantages that would acerue
to the dominion from adopting a policy
of restricting the preference to such goods
which were entitled to it and which were

imported through Canadian seaports. He
also showed if the Americans were to
abolish the bonding privilege the loss

would be very much greater to the United
States than to Canada. Taking the last
six months that the St. Lawrence was
open to navigaticn, he pointed out that
imports through American ports of Can-
ad'an imported grods were about $3,000,-
000, while imports to Canadian ports were
$15,002,0.0. Tt ouly require:l a little en-
ergy to bring the $3,000,000 worth of
goods by Canadian ports. He hoped the
government would see its way clear to
adopt such a policy as was outlined in
the resolution of Mr. Logan.

Dredging Our Harbor.

The third and last subject {aken up
was the dredging of the entrance to St.
John harbor. The delegation pointed out
the importance of having this work done.
The premier was so much impressed with
the manner in which the case was pre-
sented that he asked them to remain over
until tomorrow and lay their views hefore
the minister of public works. They agreel
to do this. Mr. Tarte expected to be
liere to day. but was snowbound west of
Toronto. .

Conservatives Say Martin Commit-
ted Political Suicide --- Island
Legislature--Compliment to Do-
minion Gowvernment -- Advice to

Opposition.

Charlottetown, March 21.—(Special)—

Conservatives contend that Mr. Martin
committed political suicide yesterday. Sinc2
his election with Welsh, in 1896, Martin
has lo-t “700 .votes. Full returns just re-
ceived make McKinnon's majority 385.
McKinnon secured 2,424 and Martin, 2,039
votes. It was a clean election. Both sides
put up a desperate fight. Martin gained
nine votes in four polls, but lost heavily
in every other poll. Many polls show a
sweep.

In the legislature today, Mr. Simpson
cloquently moved the address in reply to
the speech from the throne. He attribut-
ed increaved prices due to a great extent
t5> the dominion and provincial govern-
ments and complimented thz dominion
government upon the preferential tariff.
He stated that cold storage would be a
means of bringing the people of the Isl-
and in: contact with the English markets.

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Mother in Massachusetts Murders Her Six.Children and T.hen
Attempts Suicide — Father of Maine Family
Kills His Three Little Ones.

Oakham, Mass,, March 21—One of the
most fearful and heartrending tragedies
that has -ever occurred in Massachusetts
was enacted in the little village of Cold-
brook sometime about noon today, when
Mis. Lizzie Naramore, in a wild frenzy,
slew with axe and club, her entire family
of six little children, the eldest not quite
ten and the youngest a babe of ten
months.

As usual in such cases, the crazed moth-
er sought to complete the bloody work by
taking her own life, but was unsuccessful,
although she inflicted a deep gash in her
throat. Kach child, after yielding up its
lite. was laid on a bed in the house un-
til four little blood-drenched bodies re-
posed side by side in one room, while two |
more rested together on a bed in another. |

Then it was that the mother, her deed
complete, cut her own throat and laid
down to die beside four of her little ones.

L'ttl> wonder that the husband and
father, when he made the terrible discov-
«ry upon his retarn from work, has be-
come almost crazed with grief and |
anguish.

Yrank Naramore and his happy family
lived on the Babeock farm, so-called, a
shoit distance from the village of Cold-
brook, just over the town line of Oakham,
but in the town of Barre, on the road to
Hubbardston. Mr. Naramore left his
home at the usual hour this morning to
¢o to his work at the sawmill of the Par-
ker Lumber Company, in OQakham, and at
that time his wife did not attract his at-
tention by acting strangely. It is sup-
posell the crime was committed. shortly
aft:r noon, the discovery being made by
(George Thrasher, an employe at Parker’s
grocery store, in Coldbrook village. Mr.
Thrasher visited the Naramore house at
about 2.45 o’clock for the purpose of de-
livering groceries that had previously been
ordered by Mrvs. Naramore. He was un-
able to get in the house by the door hLe!

ed him that it was barricaded.

[fe made a noise, but Wwas unable to
raise anyone about the premises. He then
lookel in a window and noticed blood
on the floor, while Mrs. Naramore. was
lying on a bed. Ile was somewhat sur-
prised also in the absence of the children,
whom he was accustomed to see playing
in or about the house and the circum-
«tances made him suspicious that some-
thing wrong had happened.

Ha thereupon returned to this village
and told of what he had seen and what
he had suspected. A party was made up
consisting of Clarence H. Parker, Frank
Cole. Will Beaman, Edward Cody, Wal-
ter Bullard and Byron Butterfield, and
a lasty visit was made to the Naramore
house. An entrance was made without
delay and the mutilated bodies of the
six children in two beds were found. Mrs.
Naramore was alive, but was very weak
from loss -of blood. She was stretched
across the bed on which were four bodies.

Melical Examiner Walcott, of Barre,
was summoned and took charge of the |
bodies, while physicians attended to the |
wound of Mrs. Naramore, She was re-
1hoved to the village hotel where an at-|
tempt is being made to save her life. At
a Jate hour tonight the attending physi-
cians were confident that she would sur-
vive. |

During the evening, a number of neigh-
bors of the family saw and talked with
Mre. Naramore and to them she told how |
she killed her six children. i

The Mother's Story.

At the time the party of villagers found |
Ars. Naramore she was asked how she |
did the deed and she said that she took |
the lives in four different rooms, and as
fast as she killed one child the bady was |
placed in a bed. |

The children were three boys and three !
girls, Ethel, ten years of age, being the |
oldest, while the age of Walter, (‘hm‘lie.i

Chester Bessie and ILena ranged from
cight Years to ten months, Lena being the
baby. Mrs. Naramote told her most in-
timate friends tonight that she first killed

Ethel and then followed with the five
others, each time taking the eldest. Five
were 'killed by being struck on the head
with the back of the axe, while little Lena
was killed with a club. She says she fully
expected that the gash in her throat would
cauce her Jeath and that when her hus-
band returned at night he would find all
the bodies in the two beds. She appear-
ed rational this evening and displayed
signs of sorrow for the deed she had com-
mitted, although she is unable to give any
reason why she killed the children.

When Mr. Naramore reached the house
he was prostrated with grief in the loss of
his family. -

An Awfu' Scene.

Fach of the children had evidently re-
ceived several blows as their heads were
terribly bruisedand blood was scattered
in all directions about the rpoms. The
two beds were satnrated with blood from
the wounds on the six children and the
self-inflicted gash in Mrs. Naramore's
neck. She had eveidently made prepar:-
tions for the deed as the doors were all
locked and barred with sticks of wood.

When the men first reached the house,
Mrs. Naramore presented all appearances
of being dead, but she was soon revived.
She has not been sick of late, and, while
her husband now remembers that she
has not acted just right during the past
few days, he did not entertain any sus-
picions that. she would do any harm.

The family moved te this section of the
state from Templcton wbout four years
ago, and for two years have resided on
the Babeock farm, it being leased from the
Clavke estate. Mr. Naramore and his wife
have been well and favorably known by
the res‘dsnts of Oakham and Barre, and
their six children have been admired by
everyone. . «

At aubot 9 o'clock tonight Mrs. Nara-
more experienced a sudden change for the
worse and it is beli®ed zhe will not live
through the night. At a late hour she was
just alive, and no hopes were entertained
for her 1ecovery.

When he reached his house this after-

noon, shortly after the bodies were found, |

Mr. Naramore asked his wife why she
killed the children, but he was unable to

secure any response. She groaned continu- !

ously until the arrival of physicians, when
stimulants were administered and  her
pains somewhat alleviated. After being
revived she told a connected stery of the

crime and added that the razor she had |
used to cut her throat had been thrown |

into the stove. A careful examination of
the premises was made this evening, but
the neighbors were unsuccessful in the
search for the razor. The axe, covered
with Blood. was found on the floor, while
the club, a piece of white oak, two and
a half feet long and one and a half inches
thick, used in killing the youngest child,
was also on the floor.

The hodics of the children are at the
Naramore house, all ready for burial, but
it has not vet been decided whether an
inquest will be held or not.

It was learned tonight that Mrs. Nara-
mora cut a gash in the calf of both of
her legs in an attempt to cut the arteries,
but not succeeding in bleeding to death,
she decided to cut her turoat.

The affair is the most horrible in the
history of the town and sympathy is
everyvwhere manife-t for the almost heart-

broken husband and father, while the
woman is also pitied.

Morrison summoned Coroner Snell, of
Waterville, by telephone, and that official
arrived on the 5 o'clock train.

A drive of eight miles over a road that
is at its worst and in a drenching rain,
was taken and the party, which include.l
a representative of the Associated Press,
arrived at the farm home of Jacob Dear-
born Marr. Here a horrible sight met
the eves of the visitors. Stretched on the
floor of the kitchen, with a broad stream
of coagulated blood heside her, lay the
lifeless hody of Alice, M. Marr, aged 13
vears. Upstairs in the hall lay the body
of Elwyn, 9 vears old, while in a sleep-
ing apartinent on the same floor was the
dead body ,of ilelen, seven years old.

Shortly after dnner today, Dearborn
Marr. as he is calledl, went to the wood-
shed and sgcured an axe. With  this
weapon he stepped into the kitchen and
wthout word or warning deliberately
struck the oldest girl on the head, felling
her to the floor. The skull was crushed
and the child died within 20 minutes.
Then Marr went to the second floor where
the two other children were at play. The
sounds which came from the upper floor
were such as led Mrs. Marr, who was in
the sitting room, to believe that her hus-
band was murdering his children.

The wife and mother ran rapidly to the

home of her husband’s father, Samuel
Marr, and told him that Dearborn was
killing the children.  TFrantic at the

thought of such a crime, the elder Marr,
a man in his 80th year, ran to the house
of his son, a few rods away. When the
elder Marr stepped into the kitchen he
saw his son at the sink washing his hands
‘l and face.

On the floor, the body of Alice lay, and
the grandfather, bending over her, saw
that life was nearly gone and that noth-
ing coull be done to save her. Putting
the question to his son, the old man
| asked: “My God, Dearborn; what have
you done?”

“I don’t know,”

| that the murderer has stuck. Neighbors
1\\'(\m= summoned and a watch was kept
[ on Marr. who had gone to the sitting
| room and remained there through all the
| exc'tement of the afternoon.

When Coroner Snell entered the house,
Marr was still in the sitting room. The
coroner was assisted in the examination
of the bodies by Dr. A. A. Shaw, of this
village. Coroner Snell ordered Marr’s ar-
rest and he was placed in the charge of
Deputy Sheriff Colby Gerrell, of Water-
| ville.

The neighbors of the family speak in
the highest terms of Marr as an indus-
trious and quiet citizen. Tt was the very
emphatically espressed opinion of every-
one about the house that Marr must cer-
tainly be insane. The wife and mother
remained at the home of the senior Marr
all the afternoon, and for the greater part
of the time was in a hysterical condition.
She could say little about the affair other
than that she had felt the horrible crime
was to be committed. She did say that
she and lLer husband had mnever had any
{rouble and that he was very fond of the
. children.

Had Been Despondent.

| Iler husband had been very despondent
| at times during the winter and she be-
| lieved he thought the family was nearing
poverty. Marr has a goo:dl farm and has
a small bank account, which is something
not every farmer has. There appeared to
I be not the sliglitest feeling against Marr
! by his neighbors. But one blow had been
sufficient to do the bloody work, as under
I the power of the strong arm of the rugged
farmer, the axe had sunk through sealp
| and skull of the little ones. When the

*“I'he chief obstacle to a settlement was
Lord Kitchener's refusal to grant complete
amnesty to the leaders of the rebels in Cape
Colony.

CAPITAL SPEECH

N DOMINION BUDGET DEBATE

Showed That Conservative Charges of Liberal Victofy on Race
Cry Were Untrue--Mr. Roche of Halifax Emulates
Dr. Russell, and Tells a Story.

Qitawa, March 21-—(Special)—The bud-
get debate was resumed by Charles Mar-
c¢il, of Bonaventure. lle is a Montreal
newspaper man. He is a French-Canadian,
but holds a prominent position in Eng-
lish newspaper circles.  He is also an ora-
tor of rare power and speaks. Knglish with
a flow and perfection that few members
of the house can boast of. He speuaks
without any French accent.

Mr. Marcil opened with a review of the
Conservative policy as enunciated in the
amendment moved by the leader of the
opposition and its relation to the policy
of the Liberal party. In passing, he said
the favorite policy on his riding was re-
ciprocity with the United States, and he
said that nature surely intends there
should be close relations between Canada
and the United States.

Before leaving the tariff question, Mo, |

Marcil referred to the efforts of the Lib-
eral administration to build up trade with
Britain and said the efforts should not
stop there, but should be extended to
(iermany, ¥rance and other countries. Mr.
Mareil devoted considerable attention to a
denial of Conservative charges that the
last election had been won on the race and
religion cry. 'He said that Quebec con-
stituencies had elected 18 English-speak-
ing representatives, 13 of whom were
Protestants. In almost every one of these
cases the French or Catholie vote, had it
hesn used as such, could have elected any-
one it chose: but the electors in thesc
ridings did not divide on race or creed
lines, but voted with regaid to the poli:
ties and the men. v

Incidentally, Mr. Marcil made scme re-
ference to race and creed charges by Mr.
(Marke Wallace, and dilated on the action
of the electors of the French and Catholics
in Beauharnois, where had been elected
an English Protestant over Mr. Bergeron,
a French Catholic. who had linked his
fortunes with Mr. Wallace.

Mr. Wallace interrupted to say that Mr.
Bergeron had bitterly attacked him (Wal-
lace) in Montreal and that that explained
his defeat. (Launghter).

Mr. Marcil—"I am sorry Mr. Bergeron
had to disavow you and sorry for him per-
sonally that he linked his fortunes with
you.!

Proceeding, Mr. Marcil asked if there
was a man in all Canada who was not
proud of the premier, and said: “Why
should French-Canadians be asked to vote
against him?” He added that he hope!
Comservatives had not won North Bruce
on the race and creed cry.

Having concluded his remarks in de-
fece of the Irench-Canadian, Mr. Mareil
made a thrust at Conservatives on the
race and creed .question.

Mr. Roche, of Halifax, made an excel-
lent speech which was here and there
brimful of humor. He opened his remarks
by telling a story of Diogenes and Plato,
which he applied to the Consgrvatives with
respect to the national policy. He said
that on one occasion when Diogenes visit-
ed Plato the latter showed him his fine
Persian carpet and Dicgenes trampled on
it and said: “l trample on the pride of
Plato.” When the visit was returned
Diogenes showed DPlato his old carpet,
full of holes; Plato thereupon said: “I
cee the pride of Diogenex through the
holes in his carpet.” Mr. Roche said the
prime minister had shown his beauti
carpet of gold and silver, with a surp
as a centre piece. The Conservatives
trampled on it and brought out their ¢
national policy carpet, full of holes, off
beaten it, but all that would come out
| was dust and a liberal assortment of mi-
crobes.

DANGER OF CLASH AT TIEN TIN

NOW BEEN AVERTED,

Britain and Russia Agree to Withdraw Troops from Disputed
Territory--Will Be Done This Morning.

London; March 21—In the House of
Lords today Lord Lansdowne announced
that Russian and Great Britain had agree:d
to withdraw their troops from the dis-
puted territory at 'Tien Tsin and reserve
the question of title and propriatory
rights for subsequent examination.

Pekin, March 22—(2 a. m.)—Count Von
Waldersee, General Barrow and (eneral
Wogack have been in consultation and
(ieneral Wogack has agreed to withdraw
the Russiun troops, provided the British
also withdraw. He insisted also upon a
guarantee that-work on the railway sid-
ing should not proceed until the matter
had beén diplomatically adjusted.  This
proposal and stipulation were satisfactory
to General Barrow and were accepted by
him. .

(onsequently the British and Russian
troops will be withdrawn at 5 o'clock this
morning (Friday).
