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XIV. If any action or suit shall be brought against any person or
persons for any matter or thing done in pursuance of this Act, such
action or suit shall be brought within six calendar months next after the
fact committed, and not afterwards ; and the defendant or defendants in
such action or suit may plead the general issue only, and give this Act
and the special matter in evidence on the trial.

XV. This Act shall be a public Act, and shall apply to Upper Canada
only.
