
It is understood that the above-mentioned liberty applies solely to the sea
fishery, and that salmon and shad fisheries, and all fisheries in rivers and mouths
of rivers, are hereby reserved exclusively for fishermen of the United States.

ARTICLE III.

It is agreed that the articles enumerated in the Schedule hereunto annexed,
being the growth and produce of the aforesaid British colonies, or of the United
States, shall be admitted into each country respectively free of duty:

Timbor and luimber of ail kinds, round, heNyed, and smved,

unmanufactured in whole or. in part.
Fire-wood.
Plants, shrubs, and trees.
Peits, wool.
Fish-oil.
Rice, broom-corn, land bark.
Gypsum, ,,ground or unground.
Hewn, or wroughlt or unwroughit burr or grind8toncs.
Dye stuffs.
Flax, hemp, anid tow, unimanufiacttred.
Unm antifictured tobacco.
Rags.

ARTICLE IV.

It is agreed that the citizens and inhabitants of the United States shall have
the righit to n1avigate the River St. Lawrence and the canais in Canada used as
the means of communicating between the Great Lakes and the Atlantic Ocean,
,vith their vessels, boats, and crafts, as ftully and freely as the subjeets of lier
Brit annie Majesty, subject only to the same tolls and other assessments as no 'w
arc or mav hereafter bcecxactcd of H-er Majesty's said subjects; ýit being under-
stood, howvever, that the British Government retains therighit of suspending this
privilege, on giving due notice thereof to the Government of the UJnited
States.

It is further agreed, that if' at any time the British Government shouid
exercise the said reserved righit, the Government of the United States shall have
the right of suspending, if it think, fit, the operation of Article III of the preseût
Treaty, in so far as the prlovince of Canada is affectedthereby, for so long as, the
suspension offthe free navigation of the River St. Lawrence or the canais, may
continue.

It is further agreed, that British subjects shall have the right freely to
navigate Lake Michigan with their vessels, boats, and crafts,' so long as, the
