Get that “please-send-money-
gram’ ready for dear old Dad
now! Commencing in the the
1989-90 academic year, Dalhous-
ie's Spanish department will be
offering a fun-in-the-sun lan-
guage and cultural immersion
program open to all students for
academic credir.

What's more, students need not
Halifax. The week-long
excursion, scheduled to coincide
with the high availability of cam-

cialized equipment during the
February study break, will be
entirely in-house, according (o a
confidential departmental mem-
orandum leaked ro the Gazeue
earlier this week.

The cost 10 the student 1s $850
Canadian. Of this fee, 850 will go
such as
refurbishing the basement of the
Spanish house with sunlamps,

toward capital costs,

hot tubs, two whirlpool baths,
gaudy posters, and at least .75
cubic vard of imported white
sand. The department also
expects that due to declining
world demand, an abundance of
tropical fruit will be available at
very cheap prices. Day-old cut
flowers and plastic impatiens
plants will further enhance the
tropical ambience.

Although the destination of the
program and other details have
yet to be worked out — Spain,
Cuba, Nicaragua, the Dominican
Republic and Mexico are all
favoured alternatives — depart-
ment chair and program initiator
Dr. James Holloway assured the
Gazette in an exclusive interview
that students receive an
“authentic cultural experience”
for their money.
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“We can provide students with
a more authentic experience than
any tour package,” Holloway
says. He also says parents will
sponsor such an educational
endeavour because it 1s safer than
the real thing.

“They won't have to worry
about the airplane disintegrating
in mid-air or their children hav-
ing to associate with ‘undesira-
bles’,”” Holloway said.

However, mock hijackings and
arbitrary incidents of food poi-
soning are being planned “'for the
sake of realism".

For students, the advantages
are irresistible. Aside from the
savoury home-cooked food, Casa
Kirk and Ruiz Rioja wines and
low-cost dairy products, $600 of
their initial fee, a sort of partici-
pation deposit, will be returned
to them ai the end of the course.
Assuming they collect the full
$850 from well-meaning parents,
that leaves them with a week of
free solarium rnime and $600
spending money.

The program appears to be a
last-hour response by the depart-
ment's four and a half faculry
members to borh academic and
economic problems.

“As you are by now aware, we
are perilously close to a negative
budgetary imbalance within the
Department’s non-salary
account,” the internal memoran-
dum reads. Earlier attempts to

raise funds, primarily rthrough
solicitation fo charitable dona-
tions from family and friends,
met  with lirtle The
department barely recovered the

cost of issuing donor tax receipts.

The department expects the
excursion program, if ir is suc-
cessful, to farren departmental
coffers. Of the $850 paid by each
student parricipant, $200 will be
divided equally between artend-
ing faculty and a special depart-
mental fund. The department is
not above admitting the $600
returned to the students is an
incentive o encourge their
participation.

Holloway savs the program
reflects in all aspects the objec-
tives underlying the recent Pre-
sidenral Sratement on the
Mission of Dalhousie Universiry,
in which President Clark calls for
stepped-up cooperation between
the academic departments and
the private sector.

This 1s not the first rime a uni-
versity department has raken
entrepreneurial initiative. Hollo-
way says someone in Sociology
