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Provided always, that the said Senior Judge shall aot in the administration of 

the Government only if and when Our Chief Justice shall not be present within Canada and 

capable of administering the Government.

Proviso. Provided further that no such powers or authorities shall vest in such Chief

Provided further that whenever and so often as Our Governor General shall be 

temporarily absent from Canada, with Our permission, for a period not exceeding one 

month, then and in every such case Our Governor General may continue to exercise all and 

every the powers vested in him as fully as if he were residing within Canada, including 

the power to appoint a Deputy or Deputies as provided in the Eighth Clause of these Our 

Letters Patent.

Officers and IX. And We do hereby require and command all Our Officers and Ministers,
other to obey
and assist Civil and Military, and all the other inhabitants of Canada, to be obedient, aiding, and

absence, to such person as may, from time to time, under the provisions of these Our

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X. And We hereby declare Our pleasure to be that Our Governor General for the 

time being shall, with all due solemnity, cause Our Commission under Our Great Seal of 

Canada, appointing Our Governor General for the time being, to be read and published in 

the presence of Our Chief Justice, or other Judge of the Supreme Court of Canada, and of 

members of Our Privy Council for Canada, and that Our Governor General shall take the 

Oath of Allegiance in the form following:- "I, do swear that I will be

faithful and bear true allegiance to His Majesty King George the Sixth, His heirs and 

successors, according to law. So help me God”; and likewise he shall take the usual 

Oath for the due execution of the Office of Our Governor General and Commander-in-Chief 

in and over Canada, and for the due and impartial administration of Justice; which Oaths 
Our Chief Justice, or, in his absence, or in the event of his being otherwise incapacit­

ated, any Judge of the Supreme Court of Canada shall, and he is hereby required to, 

tender and administer unto him.

XI. And We do authorize and require Our Governor General from time to time, by 

himself or by any other person to be authorized by him in that behalf, to administer to 

all and to every person or persons, as he shall think fit, who shall hold any office or 

place of trust or profit in Canada, the said Oath of Allegiance, together with such other 

Oath or Oaths as may from time to time be prescribed by any Laws or Statutes in that 

behalf made and provided.

XII. And We do further authorize and empower Our Governor General, as he shall 

see occasion, in Our name and on Our behalf, when any crime or offence against the laws 

of Canada has been committed for which the offender may be tried thereunder, to grant a 

pardon to any accomplice, in such crime or offence, who shall give such information as 

shall lead to the conviction of the principal offender, or of any one of such offenders
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
