I am Pte MeYonald K, F24466 of No 7 Frovost Coy, I recogni,e the ascus

On the night of 7 Nov 44 while on mtrol in the city of Chent, I was
¢ooding in a Jeep along Srabantdan Strast when I saw three soldiers wal
Ing along the street, one of which was carrying civilian clothes, whom I
know to be Pte JORES,I approached the thres soldisrs and asked Fte Jones
where he had got the clothes, He informed me that he had foumd them on &
streat,Then I asked the three soldiers to come with me in the Jeep to HeS
for fupther investigation, The I turned them over to the Orderly Cpl,
and a 1list of the clothing was taken and the case turned over toths 8.1
There were seven Ladies' dresses, two light cloth conts, 2 bottles of Cog
2 bottles of Picon Ligqueur, I am sure that it was Pte Jones who had the
eclothes and the liguor.

While the three soldiers were in the Orderly Hoom they were vary nolsy &n
did not want to be guestioned by the ‘rovost, I was standing at the Yrde
Corporal's desk when a fight started between one of the other soldiers
L/Cpl Estabrooks of the Yrovost, The soldier was named either Brush op

I immediately interfered and while doing so Pte Jones picked a bottle of
ink off the desk and threw 1t at me, I ducked, the bottle missed me but
ink splashed over my uniform, At that time one of the other Frovost grab
Pte Jonea and quieted him down, The soldiers were then taken to L1 Bn guas
room, I am sure that Pte Jones was the man who threw the bottlie at me,
