Confusion is- frequently caused " by
English. weights and measures, The
same term does pot mean the same
quantity in all p.ﬂa,og the kingdom,
and this is more frequently the case
with grain than with meat. The last
named is usually quoted. per stone of
eight pounds in the principal markets,
and official statistios are based on that
quantity ; this is kpown as the butch-
er’s stone.
