Dr. Rose Expelled.

ToroNTO, June 14.— Yesterday the
medical council heard the case of Dr.
Ezekiel Rose, Portland, Leeds county.
It is charged against Dr. Rose that his
resignation as a member of the college
of physicians and surgeons of Ontario
twenty-three years ago was obtained
through representations that were false
and fraudulent. It is further charged
that he was guilty of disgraceful con-
duct by causing to be printed three
years ago pamphlets which set forth
umong other diseases cancer, and repre-
senting that he could positively effect a
cure, when he knew his statements
were false. Other charges, one that he
bad told parties that he was a graduate
of McGill college, knowing the same to
be false, were proven to the satisfaction
of the committee.

A letter from Dr. Rose stated that
if the council would allow the matter
to stand he would promise to do noth-
ing in future in violation of the rules.

The charges were sustaihed and as a
result he was decided to be no longer a
a member of the council.

‘Thoy must stay in’’ sald those learned
men but they staid out. There is not an
intelligent Christian man that to-day will
put the book of Maccabees or the book of
Judith beside the book ' of Isaiah or
Romans, Then a great many said, ‘“‘Wa
must have books added to the New Testa-
ment,”’” and there were epistles and
gospels and “apocalypses written and
added to the Néw Testatment, but they
have all fallen out.  You ewnnot add any-
thing. You cannot subtract anything.
Divinely protected book in the present
shape.

t to find a man or a woman distingu-
ished Tor self sacrifice, for consecration to
God, for holiness of life, who want the
Bible changed. Many of us have inherited
family Bibles. Those Bibles were in use
twenty, forty, fifty, perhaps 100 years in
the generations. To-day take down those
fanilly Bibles, and find out if there are
any chaptors which nave been erased by
lead pencil or pen, and if in any margins
you can find the words, ‘‘This chapter
not fit to read.””

doubt your veracity. Itell you if a4 man is
shocked with what he ealls the indelica-
cles of the word of God he is prurient in
his taste and imagination. If a man
cannot read Solomon’s songs without im-
pure suggestion, he is cither in his heart
or in his life a libertine,

The Old Testament description of
wickedness, uncleanness of all sorts, is
purposely and rightecously a disgusting
account jnstead of the Byronle and 'the
Parisian vernacular which makes sin at-
tractive instead of appalling. When those
old prophets-point you to a lazaretto, you
understand {4 I8 » lagaretto. When & man
having hegun to do right falls back into
wickedness and gives up his integrity,
the Bible does not say he was overcome
by the fsscinations of the festive board,
or that he surrendered to convivialities,
or that he became a little fast in his
habits, I will tell you what the Bible
says, {‘The dog Iis turned to his own
vomit again and the sow that was washed
to her wallowing in the mire,'’ No gild-
ing of iniquity. No garlandson a death’s
head. No pounding away with a eilver
mallet at iniquity when it needs an iron
sledge hammer.

1 tell you at this point in my discourse
that 8 man who does not like this book,
and who is eritical as to its contents, and
who is shocked and, outraged with its de-
scriptions, has never been soundly con-
verted. The laying on of the hands of
presbytery or episcopacy does not always
change a man’s heart, and men sometimes
get into the pulpit as well as into the pew,
never Baving been changed radically by
the sovereign grace of God.
