Slade was a native of Niagara County,
this State, and when a boy became in-
terested in the tricke of pretended me-
duims.. He practiced table tipping end
became proficlent in this trick. Early in
the 60's the slate writing test was intro-
duced by an Epghsh medium, and its
cleverness appealed to -Sklade, who de-
veloped ¢this form of deception into an
art. So successful was he that he im-
posed upon Henry Ward Beecher
the leading scientists of that day. r-
Mualiem was the rage in the late €0's
and Slade speedily
tune. He went to England
and @ eensation. He performcd
his slate writing tricks before the royal
families of Europe and was even sulu-
moned to the court at St. Petersburg.
It i1s estimated that Slade made $1,000,000
in Europe before he met his Wetlington
in the person of John Nevil Maskelyne. Th2
English conjuror denounced the American
medium end announced that he could dupli-
cate all of Slade's so-called spiritualistic
wonders without any supernatural agency.
Maskelyne, in his expose, showed how
Slade, during a seance, made a slate move
around and appear in front of those sitting
in a semi-circle. During a seance with
him, the spectators were ‘compelled to sit
around a table, onr which they laid their
hands. Slade always wore slippers and sat
to the right of his audience. When all was
ready the medium would slip off one slip-
per, which revealed a toeless stocking. He
was an adept in using his toes, and would
pick up the slate by them from the floor
and pushing it under the table bring it up
before the astonished gaze of those around
him, who could mot look under the table
to see how it was done, because if they
removed their hands from it Slade stopped
his tricks,

Slade’s greatest trick, however, was
writing on a slate, or rather making his
audience beliecve the spirits did the
writing. The hands would all be laid on
the table, as in the former trick, and the
medium would place his left hand with
the others. In his right he held a slate,
both sides of which were .perfectly
clean. When everything was in readiness
he would hold the slate underneath
the table. Pretty soon the scratching
of a pencil would be heard and in a
few moments a message from the spirit
land would be ready. Slade would deftly
turn the slate over and expose to view
writing addressed to some one present from
a loved one, who had gone to the great un-
Laown years before. How the writing got
there was a mystery to the spiritualists and
they belived that spirits had a hand in it.
But Maskelyne soon showed how it was done
by putting a brass cap over the forefinger
of his right hand. In this cap was tightiy
wedzed a slate pencil. When all but the
was invisible to the audience the
Iore{tnger did the writing, and when the
message was finished a rubber cord drew
the brass cap up the medium’s sleeve. After
Mr. Maskelyne had exposed this method of
surreptitiously writing “‘spirit’”” messages
on a slate, Dr. Ray Laskester caught the
medium in the act by grasping Slade’s arms
Just as he was placing the slate under the
table. As a result of these exposures Slade
was arrested and convicted. He. served
three months in jail.

Ore of Slade’s best tricks, and one which
is little known;-was exposed by Harry Kel-
lar, the American magician, after it had
mystified hundreds of investigators. This
was the trick of writing on a slate perfect-
ly clean on both sides, place another face to
face with it and let a committee hold it,
while he still kept his hand on a corner of
ft. Soon a scratching noise would be heard,
and when it stopped the plates were separat-
ed, and on the surface of one of them would
be found a lot of writing in chalk. This was
a puzzle for a while, as the slate never
was out of the grasp of one of the commit-
tee from the time all had secn its clean sur-
face until the writing was exposed to view.
But finally the solution came. It was dis-
covered that before the slate had been
shown to the audience as clean, the medium
had done the writing in an Invisible chemi-
oal, which could not even be detected by
the committee. Just hefore the slates were
put together the medium took a handker-
chief from his pocket and carefully wiped oft
the surface of the one on which the writing
in chemical was done. To his audience
this would appear to be an extra precaution
to remove any writing there might be on it.
In reality, however, there was tn the haad-
kerchief powdered chalk, which adhered to
the chemical and produced an exact imita-
tion of chalk writing.—Rochester Post Ex-
press,

AMERICANS ABROAD,

More Than 100,000 at All Times Resid-
ing in European Cities,

Year by vear the number of Ameri-
cans residing in the chief European cities
has been increasing. Two years ago an
estimate of the number of Americans
living in London was made and the num-
ber was shown to be 15,000, with 12,000
in Paris.

There are, according to the last esti-
mates, 25,000 Americans residing in Lon-
don permanently, 30,000 in Paris, 5,000
each in Rome and Berlin, 2,500 in Mun-
ich, 1,500 in Florence and 1,000 in Venice.

There are at all times between 100,000
and 150,000 Americans resident in Euro-
pean cities, apart from the number of
Amrericans who make a summer trip to
Europe and come under the designation
of either transient or travellers. Most
European countries do not include in the
census of inhabitants taken unnational-
ized foreigners, and for that reason the
figures of the numbers of Americans are
not always easy to get. Ten per eent.
of the population of Paris, exclusive of
transients, is made up of foreigners—
250,000 foreigners constantly in Paris, of
whom 30,000 are Americans.

Weird Experience of Ship’s Crew in the
South Pacific,

An appearance of a new island in the
Japanese seas calls to mind other rapid
risings of land in the ocean. An island
suddenly came to light off the coast
of Sicily, remained two months and as
quickly disappeared.

The Essence of the Block System.

The esserce of the blocl: system, says
Congressman Esch in an article in the
American Illustrated Magazine in favor
of the establishment for compulsory
block system on the railroads of this
country. is to secure and maintain be-
tween trains a space interval of suffi-
cient length to prevent collisions. The
present method of operation orr most of
our roads aims to secure at stations
only, a time interval. You cannot elim-
inate the human factor, which enters
8o largely into all railroad accidents,
but you can minimize it by the block
system.  You can minimize it to the
last point by automatic block signals.
When trains are run by time tables
and despatcher’s orders, the despatcher
himself may issue a wrong order, or the
trainmen may misread or forget the
order, or someone may slecp at his post.
The manual block system where the
signals are operated as directed by tele-
graph is, it is true, still subject, though
in much less degree, to the chain of
human error, but the automatic system
can fail only when trainmen ignore the
signals, or the mechanism fails, and
when it fails, most systems put the
signals to “danger,” and dely, not dis-
aster, is the usual result. In the words
of a signal expert, “The automatie
block system is a mechanism that has
neither  the ability to go to sleep, get
drunk, bLecome insane, not to lie; it
speaks for itself.”

Britain’s 33-Knot Destroyers.

Contracts have now been arranged for
the construction of five sea-going de-
stroyers included in the navy program
for the current year. 'Thgse vessels are
a great advance upom-anything that has
vet been done in torpedo boat destroy-
ers, as the spced guaranteed, under pen-
alty, by the contracting firms is to be
thirty-three knots when the vessels are
mrr_\"ing a Joad of coal sufficient to give
them a radius of action of 3,000 miles
at about ten knots speed.

This condition is much more severe
than was exacted in the case of the 50-
knot torpedo boats; and, moreover, the
scantlings propesed for these Ligh speed
craft wiil be considerably heavier, 1t is
true that speeds of thirty-two to thirty-
three knots were attempted by one or
two buiiders in connection with the 1897-
98 programme, but the highest realized
on trial was thirty-one and one-half
knots. Even then the boats were not
required to meet the same string-nt
conditions as is the case with these new
thirty-knot hrd IThm rd hm h mhm am
thirty-three knot craft. The boilers are
to be of the express type, adaptable for
using oil fuel, and the propelling mach-
inery in all cases will be of the Parsons
turbine type. The displacement of the
boats will average over 800 tons, so
that very comsiderable power will re-
quire to be developed to attain the
speed. It is the intention to order later
an experimental destroyer, which it is
expected will have a speed of thirty-six
knots.—London Daily Graphiec.

Will Test Preserves by Sea Voyage.

From June 21 to 26, 1906, a large ag-
ricultural exposition is to be held at
Berlin, which will also comprise a spe-
cial division for preserved food articles,
such as products of the dairy, dough,
potatoes, fruits, wines and extracts,
meats, beer, etc. Money prizes, diplomas
and medals will be awarded.

An idea of the cost of running a great
nation may be gained from the state-
ment that England’s balance sheet for
the last fiscal year shows an expendi-
ture of considerably more than three-
quarters of a billion dollars. The exact
amount was £151.769,000. To meet this,

£153,707.000, leaving a surplus on hand
of £1928,000.

£66,200,000 went to the army and navy.

There is one entry under expenditure
which reveals the maanitude of the om-
pire’s business, It is that for “station-
ery and printipg,” and shows that three-
quarters of a million pounds was ex-
pended on this item alone during the
past year.—From Leslie’s Weekly.
