| posit the poison on a glass plate
| below. A venomous snake has two
| pcison-fangs in the upper jaw, and
| when goaded, it pierces the india-
rubber, and pours its streams of
‘poisnn upon the glass plate. The
poison is afterwards scraped to-
| gether and placed in hermetically-
' sealed phials. The operator’s work,
as may be imagined, is often more
dangerous than that of the collec-
tor. :
A full-grown snake seldom ejects
more than one grain—troy weight—
of poison at a bite; so, while the
