by the great financial crashes of the 
United States —endeavour* to prove 
that Canada as well is doomed to dis 
aster. A paragraph in a late issue of 
the Transcript stating that one Chas 
Sinclair of British Columbia stole 
pair of opera glasses, pawned them 
for one dollar, spent the proceeds for 
whiskey, and laier when arrested was 
found weak from lack of nourishment 
is headed, ‘‘The N. P. in British Col 
umbia.” There is no deed of charity, 
mërey, pi angelic compassion which 
the Transcript would recognise unless 
performed by a grit; and no act of 
cruelty or vice is too base to be ascribed 
by that journal to the influence of the 

, National Policy. While therefore 
we are perfectly willing to take the 
responsibility of all our own state 
merits, once And for ever we must de 
çline to endolMany inference drawn 
by the TransoaM.

The Post /tiSed that “farming 
machinery is no more raw materia! 
than machinery for cotton mills or 
sugar ictinerv s ” This is true and 
defies contradiction. Raw material 
implies manufactured material. The 
mowing machine or horse rake does 
n it come * from the hands of the 
f irmer in an improved condition to 
that in which it entered them. On 
the other hand if thh ccnditi ns under 
which manufacturers thrive are 
burdensome to lh* farmers such ex­
ceptions in favour of the latter as will 
place matters on a lair and equitable 
basis should be and doubtless will be 
made. Mr. Fawcett claims that 
farmers are not ready enough to 
speak and act in their own interest. 
The Dominion government has not 
waited for the farmers to speak, it 
has gone to them and endeavoured to 
find out their needs and wishes and 
doubtless, as the Transcript says, iu 
the approaching session of the legis­
lature important tariff changes wiil 
ho brought forward which will 
materially benefit the farmers.

A FARMER’S VIEWS ON GOVERN 
MENT AID TO FAKMERS.

DISCRIMINATING RATES 
L C. B.

(Concluded.)
To Editor Post.

Sir.—But however serious and un­
just are the discriminations of this Cus­
toms Tariff against farmers in ajl parts 
of Canada; and although responsible for 
much of the general decline in agricul­
tural prosperity, the. farmers of Nova 
Scotia and New Brunswick have worse 
grievances and greater disadvantages to 
contend with than even these. We 
refer to the rates of freight charged our 
farmers on the Intercolonial Rail­
way.

Thirty years ago when it was proposed 
to unite these Provinces with Canada, 
when the great question" of Confedera­
tion was discussed on' every platform, 
on every street-corner and at every fire­
side there were many reasons given and 
many theories advanced to persuade our 
farmers to vote for that measure. The 
most successful canvass used however in 
cajoling our people to consent to that 
union was the pvjmise held out to them 
of an Intercolonial Railroad. Our far­
mers were told if they .consented to Con­
federation the Federal Government 
would open up these Provinces by the 
construction of a great Railway. This 
mad it was said would be built and 
operated by the Government; nob with 
thç object of making money but in such 
a way as to serve the Lest interests of 
the people. They were told this road 
would enhance the value of the farm­
lands, and furnish them with a cheap 
and rapid transportation for their pros 
duce to our own towns and seaports, ss 
well as place them wit hin reach of other 
markets. Now Sir, after a quarter of a 
century of actual experience one would 
suppose it was time for our farmers to 
see some of these great benefits from the 
I. C. R. But what are the results? 
Have these predictions been fullfilled?

Has the I. C. R. brought any prosper­
ity to our farmers?

In answer we would refer you to the 
last census. We would point you to a 
large decrease of population in our 
farming districts, a rapid falling off in 
many of the chief products of our Mari­
time -farms, and general depression 
among our farmers. Farm lands in 
most cases have declined in value 50 per 
cent. Our young men have gone West 
or left the farm for other professions. 
Vacant farms empty barns forsaken 
homes and fields growing up to bushes 
are met on every hand. In former 
times our farmers supplied our own 
markers with beef, hay, butter, cheese, 
pork and coarse grains and had a sur­
plus for export. But now these limited 
markets are glutted with Western 
produce.- Whole train-loads of these 
uoducts are being brought in by the 
. C. R. and tens of thousands of dol­

lars which should go into the pockets of 
our farmers are yearly paid out to the 
people of Quebec, Ontario or the West­
ern Prairies for farm products which our 
farmers if given the same privileges as 
others can just as well supply. We 
would not say that Confederation or the 
I. C. R. is wholly responsible for this 
unfortunate state of affairs. But we do 
say there is no one policy, no one cause, 
or no one influence that is doing so much 
to ruin Agriculture in Nova Scotia and 
New Brunswick, to send our boys West 
and drive our farmers to the wall, as *he 
•resent management of the I. C. 11. 
nstead of being managed so ns to en­

courage our farmers as promised at Con­
federation it is run in direct, antagonism 

their best interests. The rates of 
freight are fixed in a way that discrimin­
ates most unjustly against them and in 
favour of manufacturers, wholesale trad­
ers, and monopolists.

Almost without exception the rates 
charged our farmers for hauling their 
produce to our own markets are from 
three to five times greater than the 
rates charged for hauling the products 
of several of our other important 
dustries. And again the rates charged 
for hauling our home grown hay, beef, 
live cattle and other farm products to 
our ow n markets are from three to five 
times greater than the jates charged to 
large traders and monopolists for bring- 
ing these same commodities from the 
great centres of the west to glut these 
home markets on which our farmers 
must depend.

Let any one examine those local rates 
of freight on live stock, hay, potatoes 
and Ac, and compare them with the 
rates charged on coal, iron, sugar, Eng­
lish goods and all through freights 
and it is plain to be seen there is most 
unjust diinriminalion against our mari­
time farmers. Iron is hauled from 
Londonderry to Quebec COO miles for 
@2.00 per ton; while a Sack ville farmer 
148 miles from Halifax who ships a car­
load of live stock to tha; market is 
charged the same @2.50 per ton for less 
than one quarter of the distance. Coal 
is hauled from Nova Scotia to Quebec or 
Montreal at three-fifths of a cent per 
ton per mile. But our farmers located 
along the line and shipping carloads of 
hay, cattle, potatoes &c to Halifax, St. 
John or Mivinnchi are made to pay 
cents to 2£ per ton per mile or from 
three to five times as much.

But the greatest injustice of all to our 
Provincial farmers is the discrimination 
between the rates charged on their pro­
duce and the rates charged large traders 
and monopolists for bringing in Western 
farm produce. A few illustrations will 
explain why our farmers find it imposs­
ible to compete with Western beef, pork, 
butter, cheese, hay and oats. Hay 
hauled from the Eastern Townships 
Quebec province to Halifax or St. Joliu 
via the I. C. R. at @4 50 per ton. 
While hay from Sackville to Halifax is 
charged @2.20 per ton or nearly three 
times r.s much considering distance. A 
carload of live cattle is hauled from 
.Guelph, Ontario, to St. John for $70.00. 
While the Sackville farmer is made to 
pay @25.00 for hauling his carload to 
the same market or nearly four times 
higher a rate.

some reason as yet unexplained the ' as a reply favorable or otl 
Govermenc allowed Mr. Scbrieber to M ot ‘
raise this rate per head from @1.90 to 1™ ***<mr ®9vti 
@3.30 and reduce the carload rate @1.00 
per car. When expostulated with by 
some of our farmers and asked why the 
live stock rates should be thus changed?
Mr. Schrieber answered that the road 
must bo run on commercial principles 
and the live stock made to produce 
more revenue to the railway depart­
ment. It*was immediately pointed out 
that this change instead of producing 
more revenue would produce less. Be­
cause such an exorbitant rate per head 
would drive all farmers aud small 
dealers out of the business and place 
the whole cattle trade in the hands of 
large dealers who would ship altogether 
by the cheaper carload rate. This has 
proven true. The road is receiving less 
money out of the freight. The farmer, 
the small dealer and the consumer are 
all injured or driven out of the business, 
and no one is benetitted by Mr. tichrie- 
ber’s meddling and fixing the cattle 
rates on such absurd “commercial 
principles1’ except a few monopolists.

This outrageous rule of @3.30 per 
head makes it cost a Sackville farmer 
about the same amount of freight 
place 100 pounds of beef oq the Halifax 
or St. John market, as it costs a large 
trader to bring 100 pounds in a refriger­
ator car from Colorado or our own 
Northwest ranches. Thus we find it 
coats about four times higher a rate to 
ship our home grown beef cattle, to our 
own markets by the carload than it 
costs to bring in Western cattle, and 
about twelve times higher it shipped in 
lots less than a carload. The effect of 
such outrageous discrimination against1 
our Maritime farmers is not only to de­
prive them of the privilege of shipping 
their own cattle, but to place them 
almost entirely in the hands of large 
dealers who are not slow tor' take ad­
vantage of the situation by bringing 

•large quantities of Ontario cattle and 
Western deed beef and leaving our 
farmers’ cattle on bheir hands until they 
are obliged to take a price considerably 
less than is paid for this Western beef.

It has been said these local rates must 
be higher than the through rates be­
cause the distance is shorter. While 
everybody will admit it costs a fraction 
more per mile to haul a car 100 miles 
than to haul it 000 miles it is absurd for 
any railway minister or superintendent 
to tell our farmers it costs three or four 
times, or oven twice as much; or to tell 
them it costs three or four times as 
much to haul their farm produce that 
it does to haul coal, iron, sugar &c.
Our Govt, does not hesitate to give 
rates on short hauls as cheap as on long 
hauls when asked by the coal, iron, 
or sugar industries or when it is neces- 
sat y to revive the theory of making 
Halifax a winter shipping port for 
Canadian produce by carrying wheat 
from St. John to Halifax at. unheard of 
rate of less than one fifth of a cent per 
ton per mile or about one tenth our 
farmers rate on hay.

It has been said the local rates on 
the I. C. R. are not higher than on 
American railroads. There is a wide 
difference however. American roads 
are owned by companies, and it is the 
object of those companies to make 
money. If through close competition 
they fail to make money on long hauls 
between competitive points they arc 
bound to make it up on short hauls 
where there is no competition. So 
great an evil did this become that the 
American Govt, has found it necessary 
for the protection of the people to pass 
a law comvelling railway companies to 
make their local rates and through rates 
more equitable. But our Dominion 
Govt, with full power to deal out even- 
handed justice, and while pretending to 
run the I. G. R. in the interests of the 
people and not to make money as 
promised at Confederation, is making 
use of that road to enrich manufac­
turers, large traders and monopolists by 
hauling their commodities in many oases 
at a loss, and at the same time taking 
money out of the pockets of the farmers 
of these Provinces to make up the de­
ficit by imposing on their produce a 
late three or four times higher and 
yielding a handsome profit over and 
above the cost.

FREIGHT RATES.

Mit. \Ym. I». Fawcett again airs 
alleged grievanccs.of the farmer in 
this week a Post, We repeat that 
these letters may be of great benefit 
in stirring up farmers to think and 
act for themselves but as far as actual 
argument is concerned it appears to 
us that Mr. Fawcett is ei’lior woefully 
mistaken or wilfully manufacturing a 
bug-bear with which to scare his fol­
low farmers. Surely Mr. Fawcett 
would i/ot ask the*I. C. R to carry 
cattle to Halifax a distance of 148 
miles for less than @25 per car or a 
little over one dollar por head!
Surely since the railway is compelled 
to run a cattle car daily for the ac­
commodation ( f such cattle as may 
be offered for shipment @3.30 per 
head i o Halifax is not n very exorbit­
ant price

This rate is only one-half that 
charged by the C. P. R over its New 
Brunswick line for a like distance,
148 miles, the two standing as follows.

These unequal rates have been iu 
force for many years and have told 
hea.ily on the agricultural prosperity of 
these Provinces. But the authorities 
who run the I. C. R. not yet satisfied 
with the burdens already imposed on 
our 3fock farmers, took occasion j some 
three years ago to double the load; 
which added to the rest will soon have 
the effect of completely stopping the 
production of *beef in these tine grazing 
Counties around the head of the Bay of 
Fundy which 25 year* ago were justly 
celehrated-for their herds of fat cattle.

It may be said these cheap through 
rates on farm produce to our maritime 
markets are a benefit to the Western 
farmer. This may be true to a small 
extent" but the amount of beef, hay, 
butter, cheese, oats &c which it takes 
to glut our limited home markets is so 
small as to make no impression on the 
great surplus of those products in the 
West. The prices of these to the 
Western farmer are ruled by the demand 
in larger markets.

Although these limited markets are of 
no consequence to the western farmer 
they are of the utmost importance to 
our own. The greater portion of the 
farm-lands of Nova Scotia and New 
Brunswick are poor and unproductive 
compared with the deep fertile soils of 
Ontario or the prairies of the West.

Under these circumstances it is im­
possible for our farmers to raise pro­
ducts of sufficient quality and quantity 
to establish a regular export trade and 
compete in foreign markets with the 
rich soils of other countries. And if 
our Govt, persists in taking away the 
only natural* protection which our 
farmers have, that is the distance which 
separates our markets from the great 
surplus of the West. If it persists in 
adjusting the rates so as to place West­
ern produce as close to our own markets 
as our own. If it persists in forcing 
our farmers to pay a premium to bring 
in Western beef and hay lo glut their 
own markets they may just ns well 
throw up their hands and quietly submit 
while the mortgage of monopolists 
swoops in their farms and homes, aud 
travel West or seek some other occu- 
pation.

But give our Provincial farmers the 
same prlv ileges ns others, and the same 
cheap rates of freight and they can suc­
cessfully compete against all comers In 
supplying our own markets with hay, 
beef, butter, cheese, pork and coarse 
grains.

It may bo asked if this discrimination

and crush out Agriculture, until every 
farming district in these two Provinces 
has grown ud to bushes with nothing 
left but the lumber camps and flshlug 
villages, some mines and factories with, 
out a market, and a few sickly towns, 
if it be tneir purpose to accomplish all 
this in the near future, let them make 
no change but proceed on the even tenor 
of their way, and maintain the present 
policy of taxing the farmers raw-mater­
ial and giving him no correspondinj 
protection on his finished products; o_ 
charging him three or four times as 
much as others on the I. C. R. to make 
up the deficit; and granting him no 
favors except ’three pound packages of 
seed corn” tor ensilage and lectures on 
his want of science and common sense.

But if on the other hand the industry 
of Agriculture be of any importance to 
Canada to make it worth fostering and 
encouraging Jet It be fostered and en­
couraged by the same treatment that is 
adobted to aid other industries. And if 
the Govt, has a desire to encourage 
agriculture in Nova Scotia and New 
tirunswiek and to give our farmers 
substantial aid that will enable them to 
recover from the disadvantages under 
which they now find It impossible to 
compete in supplying our own markets 
with hay, beef, butter, cheese, pork, and 
coarse grains as they did in former times 
If It has a desire to give farmers the 
same chance it gives the other classes. 
Then instead of running an Experimen­
tal at Nappan and teaching them how to 
farm, let it make a big auction and sell 
out that Institution aud appropriate the 
proceeds toward making np the usual 
deficit on the I. C. R. which might be 
slightly increased by giving our larmers 
a rate for their produce that would 
carry a carload of hay or cattle from Am­
herst (the central point) to either Hali­
fax, St John or the towns on the 
Miramlchi for f UUJ0 per car, and cattle 
in lots less than carloads for @1.00 per 
head. Although this would be less than 
half the present rates it would still be 
higher than the rates charged on the 
freight of several other industries, or on 
western produce. Some aids\like these 
are what our farmers are asking for. 
Something practical and substantial, of 
the same nature as those aids granted to 
build up other classes, uur farmers are 
not asking for a Dairy Commissioner to 
be sent around with u churn under one 
arm a bundle of E Farm Reports under 
the other and his pockets full of ensilage, 
lecturing in every school house. They 
tre not asking for a whole staff of scien­
tific Professors to teach them to hoe 
potatoes, make hay, raise pork, or fatten 
steers. They only ask the same gratui­
ties tho same privileges and favours 
given other industries. If Protection 
is the policy of the Government and the 
people support that policy then give far­
mers and all protection alike. If free 
raw-material is a part of that policy, 
then take these duties off and give 
the farmer h is share. If carrying freight 
at a loss on the I. C. R. to encourage our 
indueti les is a part of that policy then 
jive the farmers of these Provinces as 
ow a rate as any other class. Give far­
mers the same protection the same free 
trade the same low rates, cash subsidies, 
bounties and rebates. Pass the good 
things round and if there is not enough 
for all then cut the pieces smaller. Our 
farmers ask no more than others and 
will not be satisfied with less.

In conclusion we would suggest, it is 
time for farmers to be farmers and not 
mere party followers. Time for farmers, 
to look after their own interests, because 
no one else will. Time to remind our 
representatives and our Govt, that seven 
tenths of the voters are farmers, and 
seven tenths of the votes are deserving 
of some consideration. It is time for 
farmers to think, talk, act and vote in 
their own interests, not with the selfish 
designs of those who would strive for an 
undue advantage, but from the higher 
and better motive of those who seek the 
welfare of all, knowing that when tbtf 
farmers of a nation gain prosperity.con­
tentment and happiness these blessings 
are sure to redound to all other classes.
