“IN GOD WE TRUST.”

A survival of the ancient reiigious
zeal which impelled people to cut each
Llother’s throats for the glory of God
may be found in the more periervid
discussion of President Rodsevelt's or-
der removing the motto, “In God we
strust,” from certain of the coinag?.
} Some good men see in this departure
from recent custom the breaking of
the last link which bound a heedless
nation to the Guiding Power, without
which it is sure to rush headlong to
destruction. Already steps have been
taken to force through congressional
action the restoration of the name ol
God to the coins of the republic. Sore
of the moves in this direction may be
inspired by a desire to please the zca-
lots but a much more powerful motive
may be the eagerness of certain mem-
bers of Congress to discredit the Pre-
sident in the lesser things out of re-
venge for his successful course in the
larger matters. ‘There are, however,
many persons who really do trust in
God who still believe that the Presi-
dent was justified in ordering the plous
ejaculation from the new designs. At
best the use of the motto was never
more than a partial recognition of tha
supremacy of the Deity, for a larg:
part of their curculating medium con-
tained no reference to it. And many
would say that common observation
bears out the contention that the peo-
ple who passed the motto-bearing coins
from hand to hand took no note of the
words thereon, except perhaps in an
occasional flippant reference that was
not calculated to do much honor to the
Almighty. Perhaps the most general
use of the phrase was in its amendcd
form to remind the bar-room rojyster-
ers that “Eyerybody else pays cash.”
In the commandment against taking
the name of God in vain, coupled with
a later commandment to give unto
Caesar the things that are Caesars, a
few Bible students have found warrant
for their revulsion of sentiment against
the stamping of the instrument of
Mammon with the name of God. And
yet church dignitaries take the other
view. But recently we quoted a zeal-
ous minister inexplissibly shocked at
what he regarded as the atheistic or-
der of the President. It seems to be
largely a matter of taste, just as we
find that certain nations honor the
founder of Christianity by calling their
boys Jesus, so that the sacred name
may be frequently found in the war-
rant to garrote a bandit. Yet who
can imagine the pleus horror that
would be expressed over a legal order
that the Saviour could no longer be
honored by naming the little Spaniards
after Him. On the other hand, in the
northern countries of Europe, in Ger-
many, England or Ireland, or even
Canada, it would be considered the
height of blasphemy to give to any
mortal the name at which every knee
should bow. Yet we cannot think
that the Spanish youngsters are any
better or any worse for the stamp In
their baptismal coinage. And so with
our own ‘money. The country will
trust neither more nor less in God be-
cause of the design in which the gold
pleces are fashioned.

LEMIEUX IN DESPAIR.

This Is The Report Cabled From Tokio
To London.

MONTREAL, Thursday — A speclal
cable from London says: “The Dalily
Malil's Toklo correspondent cables that
the recent anticipation that the pro-
blem of the Asiatic immigration to Bri-
tish Columbia | would be settled by
Japan imposing restriction, has not
yet been realized, and that Mr. Lemi-
eux is almost in despalr at the pro-
crastination of the Japanese officials
with whom he has had several abor-
tive conferences. Mr. Lemieux de-
clares, ‘e are no further ahead than on
the day of my arrival’

“Hayashi, in an Interview on the
subject emphasized the unofficial char-
acter of Mr. Lemleux's visit, pointing
out that he was merely there to in-
spect local conditions, The Japanese
press has been urging the government
not to give a moment's consideration
to any proposal restrictisg the supply
of unskilled labor In Canada. The Jif,
the only independent newspaper in To-
kio, insinuates that the matter has
been settled already, and that the visit
of Mr. Lemieug~is merely a blind to

suicide recently, and the Supreme
Court of the State will be asked to de-
termine who is his lawful widow. ¢

Mrs. Stella Maud Day, who was mar-
ried to the doctor but a few days be-
fore he ended his life, applied to the
Probate Court yesterday for letters of
administration on his small estate and
they were granted.

Then stepped in Mrs. Martina S.
Day and filed an appeal from the de-
cision of the Probate judge which will
take the matter before the highest
court of Massachusetts.

The latter is a young woman who
claims to have peen married to Dr.
Day first and have borne him one
child. The pathetic manner in which
she remained firm in her Jove for him
and her confidence that he could not
have wronged her, as she lovingly car-
ed for their little one, and in spite of
the sensational developments which
followed the suicide, show the reason
why the young widow now seeks to
have the court determine that she and
her child—their childi—have a right to
bear the doctor's name, and show a
loving trust than which no greater
can be found.

Mrs. Stella Maud Day is the beauti-
ful young nurse who was married to
Dr. Day, so unexpectedly and unbe-
known to their friends, but a few days
before his death.

They were on their wedding trip
when he left her to come to Boston
because of stories which had been
published of theit marriage. It was
at the home of his mother, Mrs Olivia
B. Day in Brooklyn, N. Y., where her
husband had left her, that she learn-
ed that in a remote spot in the sub-
urbs of this city he had ended his life.

She, too, apparently remains firm in
her trust in him and seeks to have it
Judicially declared that she has a
right to his name.
