Option Takers Are After the MacNab Street
Presbyterian Church Property.

According to a report in the City Hall
this morning the union station scheme
which some of the large railways have
in contemplation is on a much larger
scale than the general public was led to
believe by the first reports, when the
Stanley Mills property at the corner of
John and Hunter streets was taken over
and options secured on the property on
the south side of Hunter street to James
street. It was subsequently stated that
options were being secured on the pro-
perty west of James street, and now it
is announced that the option takers are
going still further west, right to Charles
street. They are also after the MacNab
Street Presbyterian Church. It is stated
that the church people have already
been approached. If the church is sold
a new building will likely be erected
further west.

Although the Canadian Northern, Mac-
kenzie & Mamn’s new road, is said to be
interested in the new station scheme,
the company is looking for a separate
entrance into the city. It has already
surveyed a route, and has intimated that
it will send its engineers here shortly
to take up the matter of an entrance
with City Engineer Macallum. The city
officials have been informed by repre-
sentatives of the company that it is
anxious to build its road to Hamilton
this year and will do so if if it can get
an entrance.

The city is rather curious to know
what the plans of the T., H. & B. are
in connection with the switch it wants
to cross Gibson avenue with. When the
Guelph Junection road being dis-
cuased it was said to be the intention
of that company to use the T., H. & B.
switeh as an exit from the city. The
Radial Railway people have an idea
that some plan is on foot by which the
T.. H. & B. wants to make an arrange-
ment with the new electric line which is
to cross the Beach for running rights,
using it as an outlet for freight. The
city officials admit that they cannot
figure out what scheme the company has
in view. The Canadian Northern is also
said to be watching the situation closely.

To relieve the congestion in the far
east end district the Building Commit-
tec will recommend the Board of Educa-
tion to at once build an eight-room ad-
dition of the Barton Street School, at a
cost of about $45,000. The Barton
Street School at present has eight rooms,
although nine classes are there and 988
pupils are enrolled.
