REFUGEE RUSSIANS 
FOR THE_

101 Families Wish to Settle 
in West.

Negotiations are now under way 
between the farm land department 
of the C.P.R’. and 101 refugee Rus­
han families who contemplate settl- 
•i g in western Canada according to 
H. J. Loughran. General Farmland 
Agent of the Company in Vancouver 
These Russians are at present at 
Harbin, awaiting the completion of 
these plans and have been in com­
munication with the Canadian Pa­
cific for several months. The 
company has sent out a question­
naire to ascertain the available 
cash in each family, its number o» 
members, ages, and what if any 
has been their farming experience. 
This information is necessary, Mr. 
Loughran explained, in order to 
know what proposition can be 
made with regard to transportation 
to Canada and the amount of land 
to be set aside..

The Russians themselves havo 
proposed to put up $10,000 as an 
initial installment on the land 
and $7,000 towards their transpor­
tation. The former sums represent 
about one-third of the amount ne 
cessary for the entire colony with 
in avergae for each family of a 
quarter section. It is thought 
that if the plan materializes that 
these people will be allocated to 
one community and a system 
of living worked out along co 
operative lines. All the prospective 
Immigrants In the Harbin group 
are agriculturists and many of 
them have handled large estate* 
under the old refine. ...
