, Grape Pruning For the Garden.

The average. neglected grapevind
is generally stich a tangléd mess that
it -is very. diffiéult to describé how
to prune it.. The owner should de-
termine what sort of 4 trellis he
means to fadsten his vine on. If there
are a number of vinés in a row the
general practice is to grow it on two
wires, these fo be drawn tight on
posts about 16 feet apart, first wire
three feet and second wire five feet
from the grouml If only one or two
wines are in a place it can be grown
on a trellis niade of two narrow
strips of board nailed to posts.

~One thing never to bé overlooked
is all fruit is produced on last year’s
wood. Most neglected vines- have too
much old wood. Try to get one or
two upright canes of two-year-old
wood or older with four arms or
younger canes equally distributed on
the two wires. These arms should
not be over six feet long, givin‘g‘ four
arms of :this length, This is suffi-
cient bearing wood for any vine. Sup-
‘pose the upright part is satisfactory
~and there are four arms on it, from
fhese arms laterals or side shoots

B will grow, on which the fruit is pro<

duced. A vine should be pruned af-

fore it thaws in the spring. -Pruning
tin mild weather causes bleeding from
the cuts. The laterals that bore fruit
“should be cutf back, only leaving one

and the fruit will grow on that
sprout. VMt is quite easy o occaslon-
ally renew one or more arms’by train-
ing a young branch to takeé the older
one’s place, When that is done cut
off the old branch. With a little
practice pruning is easy, the common
fault being to leave too much wood.
