Death of a Famous Colored
Catholie.

(i?rom the Oatholic News.)

Mr. William A, Willyams, the
sacristan of St, Benedict’s Ohurch,
in West Fifty-third street, was buried
from that charch on last Sunday,
The Rew. Father Burke, the pastor,
conduoted “tbe funeral service, and
the B’ Father O'Keefo preached,
the eulogy to & large congregstion
of white and colored people, Cath-
olics and Protestants, who had come
to honor the memory of a remark-
able man. Mr. Willyams was born
sbout sixty-five years ago in Vir-
ginia. His forefathers for several
generations bad been free. When a
boy of fourteen years he was bap-
tized in the Catholic faith, and fall-
ing under the notice of some mission-
ary priests from Baltimore, he was
encouraged and enabled to secure a
good education. A grest love for
study and adisposition of deep piety
seemed to indieate & vocation to the
religious life, and when a ohance of
going to Rome was offered he gledly
accepted. Here, about the year
1866, he began to follow the course
of study in the College of the Prope
aganda, having for fellow-students
Archbishop Corrigan, Dr. Bartsell
and the late Dr. MoGlyon. He
used to tell a8 one of the sweetest
memories of his life how the Pope,

of “the Pope's Little Black.” It
was the time when the Pope was
free, and the students in their walks
through Rome  would frequently

g

notice. For abont six years he re.
mained in Bome, but never received
sacred orders. The prejudice in

illyams knew that as a priest
his usefulness would be' mezt to
nothing. This he took as a sign
that the Lord had not cslled him to
the priesthocd, and he decided to
become a teacher among his own
people in: America. Many black
youog men of his class in Rome
were ordained priests and gent to
the missions in Afrioa, He could
bave gone with them, bat he pre
ferred to work in the Jnited States,
even though it be asa simple lay—
man. He came home and, with the
Lapproval of the ecclesiastical snperi-
ors of Baltimore, he opened a school
in that city for colored hoys, There
are many men now in good positions
in larga cities and in professional
life who got their rudiments of
koowledge from Mr. Willyams, and
it speaks volumes in bhis praise that
in almost every case these men are
giving honor to their race and speak

teacher, .This was a trait in his

character which impressed itself oo

every one he met, whether white or

colored. As people got to know

the man they first respeoted and

admired him and then began to love
bim. As the years advanced he
sought more guiet work than school
teaching, and secured & place in the
Pratt Library ot Bealtimore. From
this he went to the Catholic Uai-
versity in Washington to be sacristan
and assistant librarian, Eight years
ago he left Washington and came to
New York to be sacristan of the
Church of St, Benedict the Moor, in
order that be might be of service to
the prieats of that church in their
work among the people of his own
race. ln a quiet, simple way he
hes done an immeénse amount of
good in New York city.
