Details of Geuerous
Pension Fund for
Employees.

A splendid Chbristmas box was
handed out to its 'men by the Graod
Truck, in the shape of announce-
ment of the details of its new pension
eystem, which is of » most generous
nature. The peosion fund will be
entirely contributed by the Company,
the men pot being assessed one cent
for its maintenance or administration,
1t will affect every member of ihe

by accident or otherwise, or even men
discharged without cause, and other=
wise eligible under the pension rules
The establishment of this pen-
sion system was approved at the
last annuval meetiog of the sharehold=
ers, when the handsome sum of
$200,000 was voted as a nucleus. In
addition to the income from this sum,
however, it is estimated that the
Company will have to supplement
tbis by a large sum, varying from
$70,000 to $75,000 a year.

It was stated at Grand Trunk head-
quarters that it is now proposed to
make the operation of the pension
fund effective on and after January
1, 1908, when the rules will be pub-
lished to all the 35,000 or more em-
ployees on the rolls of the Railway.
Unlike the pension funds which have
been established by someé of the other
"large Railways of this Continent (of
which there are not a few), the rules
of-the Grand Trunk pengion fund will
apply from the highest to the lowest
of the staff from the general manager
bimself down to the bumblest section
man or gate keeper.  They require
absolutely the retirement from active
service of every officer or employee
when attaining the agéof 65, and if
he has entered the service before the
age of 50 years, and has served for a
period of 15 years, or more, he is en-
titled with the approval of the pen-
sion fund committee to an annuity of
1 per cent. of the average annual
salary paid for ten continuous years,
for each year of ubinterrupted em-
ployment, the basis of calculation be-
ing the same as thdt practically uni-
versal on this Continent.

Thus, if 2 man has served, say, 30
years, receiving an average of $1,000
per anoum ($83.33 per month) on
the pay rolls of the Company for the
last ten years—or for any period of
ten years during his term of service—
he would be entitled to 1 per cent, of
$1,000—=810x30 years, or $300 per
aonum, equal to $25 per month.,

The Company, however, have made
a provision that irrespective of rate of
pay or service, the minimum allow=-
ance t® be paid under any circum=
stances will be $200 per annum, and
this" without amy counterbalancing
maximum.

Another distinguishing feature is
that whilst nearly all other Com-
panies’ base ' their pension on the
average wage rate of the last ten years
of service, the allowance from this
fund will be on the bighest average
rate of wages for any ten consecutive
years of cootinuous service. The
most satisfactory rule, however, from
the employees’ stand=point will be
one providing that any employee
over 50 years of age, after fifteen
years of service, if discharged with-
out cause, at any time previous to
reaching the pension age limit, be=
comes eligible to pension in propor=
tion to the number of years of service
up to date of discharge.

COMPANY TO BEAR WHOLE
COST.
Although it was originally con-
sidered desirable to follow the general
rules ‘prevailing in Great Britaio, of
the formation of such fund by mutual
contribution from the Company and
employees, it has been finally decided
to follow the practice of Companies
generally om this Continent, of con-
tributing entirely out of their own re=

pensioning of their aged and faithful
employees.

There is an old sayiog that is often
worn thread-bare by interested’ agita-
tors and cynical politicians, that
‘“ Corporations have no souls ;" such
statementsifall to the ground, how=
fever, when met with facts such as are
illustrated in this case, for this fund
is to be contributed entirely by the
Company, without requiring any con.
iribution whatever on the part of the
employees.

The rules of the new Grand Trnnk
Pension Department will include the |
best provisions of all ather Compa-
nies, railway and iadustrial, with two
or three features entirely ndvel or not
common to all. It will be adminis-
tered by a board selected by the Com-
pany from among its official staff
(themselves " possible . beneficiaries),
which board will be known as the
Pension Committee, whose decisions
will be final in all matters pertaining
to the administration of the fund.

The benefits of the fund will also
apply to worthy employees who may
have been injured io the service of
the Company, or who have suffered
the loss of faculties which render
them incapable of selfssupport, such
employees having served the Com-
pany the minimum period of 15 years
—whether the ‘age limit bas been
attained or not,

SUPERSEDES OLD SYSTEM.

While the Grand Trunk estab-
lished, a number of years ago, what
is known as the “Superanuuation and
Proivdent Fund Association,” which
is atill in existence, its membership is
limited to the ‘official and ‘clerital
staff t¥roughout its lines in Canada
only, whereas the new fund will apply
to emyloyees on all lines of the pre-
sent system, and, as before stated, to
all classes of employees.

Thbe Superannuation Fund will
continue in operation with the regis—
tered membership as of December 31,
1907, but will be closed against the
admission of any new members after
that date.

It is anticipated that the pension
scheme will form an admirable ad-
junct to the Company's Iosurance
and Provident Society which® has
been fot ‘many yesrs in operation;
the weak point in this bas always
been the inability of an aged or pere
manently disabled employee to keep
up ‘his .payments to the ‘insurance
fund, altbough p’rivilcgcd to do so.
Hereafter a very small deduction
from his pension allowancde will en=
able an employee to make provision
for hiz” family up to the maximum
amount of $2,000.

Many of the conservative and
thoughtful men among the employees
will welcome this innovation, because
of the class of men it is likely to in-
duce to join the service of the Com-
pany, as well as the inducement it
furnishes to the trained ‘and careful
employees, whote experience makes
them desirable to remaib.

Anecdotes of Archbishop
Williams.

There are many anSodotes recalled
of the late Archbishop Williams,
showing how closely bhe kept in
tonch with worldly events. On one
ocoasioch he was called into the Su-
perior Court to give testimony ip
whioch the Church was concerned.
The prescribed oath of the court had
to be administered, which provides
that the witness aball tell “'the truth,
the whole trutb, and nothing but the
truth, so help you God.” = As a
prominent lawyer said when the
Archbishop sarose to perform bie
oivic duties the jodge and lawyers
rose voluntarily with bim. It was
an unexpected tribute. “ Not a
man present but felt,” said he, * that
the oath in this case was not neces-
gary to guard sgainst perjury.” The
suthor of thie suit against the Arch-
bishop lost his case, He was after-
wards in dire straits and the Arch-
bishop oame to his assistanoe.

One of bis favorite priests was the
late Vioar Genersl Lyndon. It was
the caostom for Archbishop Williams
to virit the parsonage on Allen street
at the West End, He was standing
in the outside vestibule one night
waiting for a response to the ring of
the bell, A womsn and a man‘en-
tered, It soon became evident that
it avas 8 wife trying to induce her
husband to take the pledge. She
had got the husband that far by
coaxing acd pleading with him.
He was balking at the last minute,.

He saw the tall figure of the Arch-
bishop“in ‘the dim light. He did
not know who he was.

He appesled to him somewhat
after this style: ‘I eay sir, my wife
waols me to take the “pledge.
What's theuse ? I'll break it: * “ No
you woun’t,” csme in a quiet voice
from the stranger. “ No man breaks
a pledge to his God.” About this

The Archbishop
was present when Fatber Lyndon
gave the pledge. He talked with
the man. The pledge has never

Quqe of the yonng men of the dio-

oese onoe docided that bis forte was
the world rather tham the Church,
He ialked with-Arobbishop Williams
who, finding him determined to go
forth, although he was counssled not
to do so, finally decided he could do
nothing farther io the matter. The
young msn started o make his way,
He bed others dependent upon him.
He found it a difficult task, There
oame gicknese, lack of employment,
and finally threatened evietion,
When he returned one night all dis-
couraged through failare to secare
work, a letler awaited him. It was
from Archbishop Williams. It con-
tained a check for $25. The eviction
was stopped, From time to time
théasafter be recsived help from the
same source until he was placed on
his feet.
The Archbishop was a man of
regular habits, and could work
through & long day tirelessly and
persistently until every detail, was
attended to. When the time for
retiring oame the  worries and
troubles of the day were immediately
laid aside. He was no sooner abed
than be was asleep. He attributed
his long life to this blessing, It was
the same way when he was travell.
ing, testifies the clergyman whose
oustom it was to accompany him.
“We would no sooner reach the
sleeping oar than he would find his
bertb. He went to sleep immedi-
ately, and .no matter how much jolt-
ing he slept through it all calmly
end peacefully until the regular time
for awakening in the morning.”

He waa & strenuous foe of intem-
perance. His oontinued advice to
bis olergy was to combat liquor
drinking. He was wont tosay: “I
hope with the blessing of God to see
tbe day when there will not. be. a
Obristian in the liguor business, - No
good living Oatholic can follow snoh
a business. There iz noluck comes
from it.” He believed that one of
the best ways to combat the drink=
ing of liquor was to enlist children
in the cause of temperance. - Every
cbild in his diocese' was asked to take
the pledge at the time of receiving
the Saorament of Confirmation, to
abstain from all intoxicating drink
ucless they were ordered by a phy-
sician antil they wers out of their
minority, He was also an earnest
opponent of the treating habit anda
wsdpporter of the plan that if' a man
wanted to take a drink he should
never do 8o outside of his. own home.

Zzslous in the performance of hie
duties, he abhorred scandals of all
kinds, It was well known to 'his
clergy that he demarded that his
Church should oot be involved in any
way by its members., Baut, on. the
other hand, he was forgiving avd
obaritable in all cases brought to his
attention, 'No matter how great the
scandal bis band was ever ready to
retrieve the man or womsan involved,
He treated all as if they were his
children, It is but a short time ago
that he placed aright a man who had
by hie babits lost all respect and
sisnding, The man is even now in
a retreat, having changed his whole
course of life,

Dariog his long life he had handl-
ed vast sums of money, In this re—
speot he showed remarkable business
ability, ~He believed tbat homes,
hospitals, schools and churches could
vever be too many in a Christiap
community, and he saw to it that
once a church home, or hospital or
school was started it should bs
carried through to completion. It
is said of him in the matter of church
enterprises, and they were the only
enterprises he engaged in, that he
never misplaced a dollar. He was
much opposed (o any of his clergy=
men dealing in stocks or in anything
that 'might smack of stosk opera-
tions. ‘If“he heard of the slightest
tranegressions in this respeet, with
spparently the dread “that while
fotbisg” réally ‘had been dome 1o
irénsgress the rules, through fesr
that something might result, he im-
mediately sent an invitation to see
him, A long, fatherly talk wae sare
to follow.
