This action means that
hotgl proprietors must conduct their
b.usmenn in a proper manner or lose their
'h'cenne as the Attorney General will 'n-
sist en strict compliance with the law.

COMPENSATION REFUSED.

The elaim of J. H. Barss for com-
pensation under the Workmen’s Com-
pensation Aet, againgt Henry Rhein-
holdt, was dismissed in thé District
Court this morfing by His Honor
Judge H. C. Taylor. Barss was en-
gaged in loading coal on cars for the
plaintiff when a lump of coal fell
on' his hand, injoring it. He ap-
phgd fr compensation for his in-
juriesp«but the application was re-
iu:eed.‘ He then made formal ap-
plication through the courts. The
case was arfued in the District Court
tihs morning.

In his evidence Barss stated that
he was a teamster engaged in hanl-
ing coal from the Milner-Benner mine
to the railway track, some three miles
away and there loading it on cers.
Th eaccident occurred when he was
loading a large lump of coal from his
sleigh on to a car. The horses start-
ed and he fell, the coal falling on his
hand. Blood poisoning get in and he
was in the hospital’ until April.

Judge Taylor interpreted the Work-
menls Compensation Act #o mean
that-a man must be employed at, in
or about a mine to collect compenaa-
tion for injuries. In this case he
had heuled the coal for some dis-
taiice from the mine and the em-
ployer could: not therefore be held
liable. J. T. J. Collisori appeared
for ythe applicant and J. D. Hynd-
man for the defendant.
