Leader of Opposition.

E. Michener, Red Deer, the leader
of the Opposition, in his opening re-
marks touched on the early clauses
of the speech relative to the death of
King Edward and the accession of

King George V..  He peferred in eulo-

gistic terms to ‘the administration of
the Lijeutenant-Governor, who had
been called a-second time to the posi-
tion which-he now occupies.

In the speech from the throne he
regretted that there was no refer-
ence whateven to a constructive and
progressive policy which the country
hoped might be indicated from the
new government. If Alberta was to
be developed as sHe should a gov-
ernment must enunciate a policy
which would@ go toward the develop-
ment of her great resources.

The Function of Opposition.

The Opposition was not In :the
House, as he conceived it, to oppose
alone, but rather to give every pos-
sible assistance in whatever was best
in the building up the country, To
this task the Opposition would apply
itself.
The government existed for the
benefit of the country and not for the
benefit of party as the Liberals now in
power in the province thought it did.
Quoting the words of the speech he
denied that'the present government
was in power “for the welfare of the
Province directed as they must be by
the sense ‘of your supreme responsib-
ility.”

Condemns Administration,

He denounced the manner in which
the business.of.the country had been
copducted during the last few months
afld humorously referred to the cam-
paign cry at last election of ‘“‘Ruth-
erford, Reliability, and Railways.” For
ten months after the Rutherford gov-
ernment was elected the House was
not called together. At last when
their plans were matured the House
was summoned but some of the mem-
bers deserted their leaders and the
result was the spectacle of last ses-
sion.

“At the last session,” said the lead-
ef of the Opposition, “we had the
ludicrous spectacle of the govern-
ment appeointing a royal commission
to investigate themselves. To the
junior member for Calgary more than
any others is due crédit for exposing
to the country this railway deal

Introduced Last Week.

“The. méew Premier has assumed
power without consulting the people,”
he continued, “and on last Thursday
there was the spectacle of the Pre-
mier who had been spending the
country’s mohey for months being
only then introduced to the speaker
of the House and taking his seat in
the Legislature for the first time.”

Continuing his spéech Mr. Mich-
ener contended that if democracy
was government for and by the peo-
ple, then the present administration
did not measure up to the standard.
8l Were the present administration to

Trunk roads should be developed
and some scheme should be devised

eqiwhereby the pioneers might get a

start in life. In New Zealand the
government loaned money to farm-
ers. at from four to five per cent,
while here .the farmers must pay
from eight to ten per cent. from the
benks and loan companies.
“If, for example,” said Mr. Mich-
ener, ‘“the government set- aside a
sum as large as that given to the no-
torious Alberta and Great Waterways
for the benefit of 'the farmers, it
would result in great development of
the agricultural resources of the
country.”

Registration Districts.
The leader of the opposition urged
the need of more registration districts.
The present system with only two of-
fices, one at Edmonton and another
at Calgary, was entirely inadequate
to the needs of the province. There
should be at least five registration
districts.
In his concluding remarks the lead-
er of the Opposition referred ‘in elo-
quent terms to the future of the pro-
vinee and .contended that the govern-
ment had not done for Alberta what
the resources of the province de-
manded that should be done. The
electors should be given an eppor-
tunity to vote on the present admin-
istration and if they were given that
opportunity he had no fear of the
result.
PREMIER SIFTON.

Hon. Mr. Sifton in his opening re-
marks taunted the leader of the Op-
position, who was elected as an in-
dependent, upon sinking his indepen-
dence at the first opportunity to ac-
cept the leadership of the Conserva-
tive party. He now learned for the
first time while the member for Red
Deer was speaking,-that the Red Deer
district was filled with muskegs
(laughter). He had always thought
that Red Deer constituency was a
fine farming district and he was sorry
to hear the contrary now from its
representative (applause).

The Premier refered to the many
precedents in constitutional history
for the appoingment of a’premier in
the manner that he had been selected.
There were many precedents even
in the ranks of the Conseérvative party
for such an action.

* “Not that I would like to take the
Conservative party as a guide,” said
the Premier, “even in questions of
constitutionality, but I quote this sim-
ply to show that they have no justi-
fication for criticising the action of
the Lieut.-Governor.”

Testimony of the Electors.
In ironical language the Premier
referred to the assertions of the Con-
servatives that Vermilion and Medi-
cine Hat were backwoods congtituen-
cies and would elect a cabinet minis-
ter for the prestige they would get.
Then came the Gleichen election and
the late leader of the Opposition
(Mr. Bennett) and all his forces en-
tered the fight. But the result was
the same, another endorsation for the
government.
“And then the leader of the Op-
position ‘says there are many deficien-
cies in the speech from the Throne,
but a speech never contains a full
program of the legislation of a ses-
sion.
“What we are going to do will
speak for itself and it will, I am sure,
meet with the endorsation of the
province.
“And then the leader of the Op-
position says ;we should be Ilarger
than our party Very easy when
there are only two ‘or three men in
the party (laughter and applause)
but I am here quite satisfied to take
the responsibility of the Liberal par-
ty,” continued Mr. Sifton when the
applause had subsided. “The time
has not yet come when I wish to ‘be
greater than the great Libéral party
or above its noble traditions.”

Not Party of Autocracy.
The Premier repudiated the charge
of the last speaker that the Liberal
party was a party of autocracy and
asserted that the Liberal party rather
had ever fought the cause of the
people against autocracy as repre-
gented by successive Conservative ad-
ministrations,
“And then he refers to the fact
that the member for Medicine Hat
snd myself, though meirbers of the
government for six months, were only
introduced to the House last Thurs-
day. But the introduction to the
Speaker is merely a formality and
does not concern the people who sent
us here. It is they that have assum-
«d the rezponsibility and a formal in-
troduction in the House is a small
nintter ccmpared with the governe
ment of the province.
Don't Want Paternal Legislation.
“And then as an example of in-
itiatwve 1« gislation the leader of the
Opposition brings forward a new
measure. It is cheap money for the
farmers, but it would seem rather a
method of getting more real estate on
‘the market. 'The farmers don’t want
paternal legislation to assist them in
this country. What the farmers re-
quire is a fair show to making a liv-
ing for themselves in this new coun-
try, and if they are given a fair

He was elected an Independent but is
now a Conservative and has never
gone back to his constituency for its
endorsation.

“But,” concluded the Premier, “the
businee~ of the session will not be
done in the debate on the address in
reply to the speech from the throne.
There will be ample opportunity to ex-
plain the acts of the government and
the legislation to be brought forward
in the future as the session proceels
and I will not detain you further at
the present time.”

R. B. BENNETT.

R. B. Bennett said he would not
have spoken but for 'some of the re-
marks of the Premier which he had
heard with surprise. A speech upon
the hustings, a ranting declamation
by a schoolboy, would be a patri-
otic utterance compared with the
speech of the Prime Minister. A more
puerile, a more ranting speech he
defied anyone to read in the face of
history.
‘“When I hear speakers laud the
great pdtriotism of the prime minis-
ter in giving up the chief justice-
ship to lead-the government, I ask |
what does it all mean? There are |
20,000 reasons, all worth a hundred
cents on the dollar, for the action of
the Hon. A. L. Sifton. The people
are beginning to wish to hear less of
patriotic self-sacrifice and duty to
one’s country and more of the real
reasons for the sacrifice.”
The leader of the Opposition was
not elected as an Independent, said
Mr. Bennett, but as a Conservative
with a free hand defeating the Lib-
eral nominee, John T. Moore. He
attacked the remarks of the leader
of the Government in referring to Red
Deer as a district of muskegs be-
cause the. mamber for that district
had spoken of some of the roads be-
ing bad because of muskegs in these
places. The quibbling with words
was beneath the dignity of an ex-
chief justice. .
“Had he spoken in the calm, de-
liberate manner as he did while on
the bench I should not now be on my
feet.

Chalicnged Premier.
“I challenge the first minister, 1
challenge the attorney-general, to
produce on the face of history such
a usurption of legislative power as in
the past six months has been enacted
in the provinge. This House voted
no estimates, the people sanctioned
no payments of money, but money
has been spent. There is a distinct
and direct violation of the principle
ofdemocracy,aprincipleofwhich
of democracy, a principle of which
the Liberals claim to be the only
true exponents.

Mr. Bennett then humorously re-
viewed. the different clauses of the
speech and claimed that in all the
records of legislation there was none
so sparse in its bill of fare. In it
he read that the Lieut.-Governor an-
nounced with profound regret the re-
signation of the late cabinet. Six

months ago by the journals the speech
of prorogation merely said they had
resigned.

“If now he views the resignation
with profound regret, what will it be
in six months more?” he asked.

In summing up his speech Mr. Ben-

nett said that the present govern-
ment had been called in to being by
the favor of the Crown, without con-
sultatidn of the peoble, to deal with.

SERIES OF TRAGEDIES
REPORTED AT LANGHAM

Mounted Police Investigating Reports
That Tell of Seven Lives Being
Lost in Saskatchewan Town.

Saskatoon,' Nov. 13—A tragic chap-
ter of events at Langham, about

thirty miles north-east of here, are
indicated in a report received by the
R.N.W.M.P. The report stated that
four boys had been drowned, that a
man lost his life in the river, that the
body of a young child had been found
and also that a box containing human
bones had been discovered. The re-
port contained but meagce details, bat
it appears that the drowning of the
boys occurred some days ago and
that the man lost his life by being
thrown off his wagon while backing
into the river, his team making their
way home unguided. Detective Ser-
geant Reeves is investigating. Cor-
oner Ibister was at Langham today,
but reports having investigatéed the
finding of thie box of bones only. The
discovery was made about four miles
from the village. THe bones were
quite bleached and apparently had
either been placed in the box in the
condition they were found, or the
body had been cut up.
