Patriotic Gatherings
at Indian Hr. Labrador.

Private Joseph Michelin Tells His
" Experiences.
September 12, 1917.
Editor Evening Telegram.

On Monday, Sept. 10th, over 100
Nfld. fishermen and Labradormen as-
sembled in the Mission room, attach-
ed to the Grenfell Mission Hospital at
Indian Harbor, to hear Private Joseph
Michelin tell his story. '

He has lately returned,
wounded, from the front; and afford-
ed to many in this district their first
opportunity of listening to a war vet-
eran.

After being briefly introduced, Pri-
vate Michelin told how in 1914 he lelt
Labrador, not to join a regiment but
to attend college.

Within three months came a call
which drove studies out of his head,
and, at the age of 18, he became a re-
cruit. Briefly sketching his training
in' St. John’s and then in Scotland and
England, Private Michelin hurried his
audience off to Egypt and thense to

the Dardanelles. Vo

Warming to his work he gave a
vivid glimpse of trench life amid a
tropical downpour of rain, and of
“rest” which :consigted- of being
shelled without the shelter of the
trenches.

Next his audience were presented
to hosiptal life in Malta, and then
rushed off to France, to Belgium and
to France again. The .speaker told
how two members of the Regiment
“D.C.M.” for conspicuous
bravery, and moved his audience
deeply by describing how, on one
strenuous day, the Newfoundland Re-
giment was the only one to gain its
objective. He also told how, in the
Somme battle, he was one of 50 who
were lucky enough to return unin-
jured after 900 had leapt from their
trenches to the attack.

Then came another glimpse of hos-
pital life, in England this time, and of
the “lighter side” of ' convalescence.
He paid a warm tribute to the Medi-
cal Service and to the Army Service
Corps. He added a good-humored of-
fer to reply to any questions, which
was promptly taken advantage of, and
