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HANNA WARNS OF SERIOUS FOOD 
SITUATION.

NEW YORK, To-Day.
The New York Herald will to-mor­

row publish the following:. “Declar­
ing the food situation desperate and 
urging the press throughout the Un­
ited Statès to stand back of-their Food 
Administrator, Herbert Hoover, M. J. 
Hsujna, Food Administrator of Can­
ada, told our reporter at the Vander­
bilt Hotel to-day that unless every 
village, city, and person in both coun­
tries practises the strictest ecopgmy 
for the next three months, the Allies 
and American soldiers in France will 
suffer from want of wheat. Mr. Han­
na : has just returned from Washing­
ton where he was in conference with 
Hoover.” “I regard Hoover as one of 
the biggest finds of this war,” Hanna 
said. “In the matter of supply he has 
unquestionably the most accurate data 
the world ever has had. His actions 
are based on this data. His objects 
are right and will be appreciated by 
the people when the time comes to 
completely tjisclose them. I say this,” 
Hanna continued, “that the press of 
the country ‘ cannot do better than 
siipport Herbert Hoover might and 
main. It is possible that they should 
in many gases have the reasons dis­
closed. but it is neverthelbss neces­
sary that the pressa should support 
him. I spy. this with frankness and 
foil'knowledge of entire food situ­
ation.”

THE RUSSIAN LUNATICS.
PETROGRAD, Nov. 29.

The Maximalists, with the Social 
Revolutionaries of the left and Mini­
malist Internationalists, have arrived 
at an agreement concerning the or- 
ganizatoin of the governing powers of 
Russia. A People’s Council" is being 
formed, consisting of 100 representa­
tives of the Central Executive Com­
mittee of the Workmen’s and Soldiers' 
Delegates with representatives of the 
Peasants’ Deputies, 100 representa­
tives of the Army and Navy, 55 repre­
sentatives of Trade Unions and 15 re­
presentatives of the Railway Union. 
"Leon Trotzky, the Bolsheviki former 
Minister, speaking at the Smolny In­

stitute to-night said: “The fact that 
the German Emperor has been com­
pelled to receive the representatives 
of Commander-in-Chief Kryenko and 
negotiate with them, showed that the 
Russian revolution had placed its seal 
on all the propertied classes of Eu­
rope.”

GREAT SUCCESS OF VICTORY 
LOAN.
TORONTO. To-Day.

Canada has exceeded its $300.000,- 
000 Victory Loan objective by almost 
$6;500;000, according to an official an­
nouncement made to-night. This to­
tal doesn’t include the final reports 
from some provinces and with one day 
to go, officials are confident that 
$350,000,000 will be reached.

WELL SPOKEN, HARRY LAUDER I 
TORONTO, To-Day.

Addressing members of the Rotary 
Club here to-day, Harry Lauder re­
plied to criticism regarding his re­
marks about French-Canadians. "I 
have been criticized, for what I have 
said about French-Cânadians," he 
said, “by Corporal Emile Larochelle, 
who said that while in a Convalescent 
Hospital in London after 22 months 
in the trench he had heard me praise 
Frepch-Canadian troops, and has ask­
ed why I have changed my mind. My 
answer is, that I changed my mind 
because I got into an atmosphere in 
Montreal tfiat was anything but con­
ducive to winning the war. Until I 
went to Quebec this time. I didn’t 
now there was a divide in this coun­
try. I didn’t know there were any 
hyphenated Canadians. True blooded 
Frenchmen from Quebec are fighting 
as Canadians, and if Emile Larochelle 
has recovered he is needed over there.
I never made the statement attributed 
to me. I never addressed French-Can­
adians in London. I did go and see 
Canadian soldiers who spoke the Eng­
lish language. Emile Larochelle 
should be spending his time trying to 
convince his fellow French-Canadians 
their duty lies overseas, not at home.”

WAR REVIEW.
Comparative quiet prevails along 

the battlefront, except tor heavy 
bombardments of various sectors. 
Even on the Italian front the fierce 
engagements by the infantry, in which 
men often came to hand to hand 
fights, have turned Into duels with big 
guns in the hilly region north of the 
Venetian Plain and along the middle 
and lower Piave River. Around Cam­
brai on the French front, where last 
week the British forces under General 
Byng made notable advances toward 
the important railway junction, vir­
tual quiet prevails so far as the in­
fantry is concerned, except for an at­
tack by the Germans near Gonnelieu 
at the southerly base of the salient 
formed by Byng’s attack. No details 
have been received regarding this at­
tack. Following Germany’s announce­
ment of willingness to treat with the 
Russian Bolsheviki for an armistice, 
having as its purpose ultimate peace, 
comes the statement that Austro-Hun- 
gary is likewise disposed. Already 
the Government of the dual monarchy 
has sent an official reply accepting 
the Russian wireless proposal for 
negotiations. Unofficial reports say 
that the Russo-German plenipotenti­
aries will meet at noon on Sunday on 
the northern Russian battle front and 
thence proceed by train to German 
Headquarters at Brest Litovsk to dis­
cuss the Bolsheviki project. The let­
ter °f Marquis Lansdowne, one of 
Britain’s leading statesmen, re a state­
ment of the war aims of the Entente 
and favoring an attempt to secure 
peace before “prolonging the war 
leads to the ruin of the civilized 
world” is still the theme for bitter dis­
cussion in England. Lord Robert 
Cecil and Andrew Bonar Law both 
have stated that the views of the Mar­
quis were not those of any of the 
members of the British Cabinet. At a 
meeting of the Unionist party Bonar 
Law repudiated the letter of the Mar­
quis, describing it as a ’"disaster," while the meeting in a resolution coii- 
demned the utterances of the Marquis.
