FRENCH OPINION.

PARIS. Oct. 22.

The German reply to President Wil-
son excited much comment in the lob-
by of the Chamber of Deputies this
evening. It was considered on every
side as denoting that a spirit of de-
pression and deémoralization pervades
Germany. Concerning the reference
to the conditions of evacuation and ar-
mistice the note is regarded to be wil-
fully equivocal; crafty and obscure.,
Parliamentarians are unanimous in
the belief that the so-dalled constitu-
tional reform in Germany affords no
guarantee that the reforms will be
lasting or efficacious. The newspa-
pers express the opinion that the note
is a moral abdication of the German+
emperor. They say that Germany
feels the need of_ peace and is giving
way, but that the Government would
like to attain peace without accepting
just and necespary sacrifices, and de-
clare that an armistice cannot be'con-
sidered unless it gives the Allies at
once exactly the samé guarantee as a
complete victory.

WHAT HE THOUGHT .IN 1915.

LONDON, Oct. 22.

It is recalled by the Times’ corres-
pondent, at Berne, that Mathias Erz-
berger, leader of the German Centre-
ists, and a member of the Government
formed to convince the outside world
of the peace-loving character of this
Government, in a newspaper articls

written in February 1915, expresserd
sentiments quite the contrary to thyse
he is now supposed to entertain. Fe

wrote: “The greatest ruthlessness is
in reality the greatest humanity. If it
should be possible to destroy the
whole of London, that would be more
humane than to allow one of our fel-
low countrymen to bleed to death on
the battlefield, because such a radical
cure would lead most speedily to
peace. England Has taken from us
more than 400 merchant ships. Thn
answer to this should be ' that for
every German merchantman on2
English town or village will be de-
stroyed by our airmen.” The German
newspapers are laying great strecs
on the supposed attitude of Herr Erz-
berger on the peace question.
