Reid-Newfoundland CoÇResumption of Anglo-American Cable 
Letter and Week-End Letter Services.

The Anglo-American Telegraph Co. announces the 
resumption on November 1st of the Cable Letter and 
Week-End Letter Services to Great Britain and Ireland.

Cable Letters may be filed at pny time and arq de­
livered the following day. Week-End Letters may be 
filed at any time prior, to midnight on Saturday and 
are delivered on Monday morning.

' The rate for a Cable Letter to London and Liver­
pool is one-third the regular cable rate, and the rate 
for a Week-End letter one-quarter of the regular cable 
rate, in each case with a minimum of twenty words in­
cluding the necessary prefix placed before the address 
to indicate the class of service. To places in the 
United Kingdom other than London and Liverpool 
there is an added charge of two cents per word in both 
classes of service to cover the landline transmission on 
the other side.

Both forms of service are designed for plain lan­
guage business and social communications which do 
not require instantaneous transmission but are still 
of sufficient urgency that they should not be subjected 
to the delay incident to the carriage by trans-ocean

Thus each in its own way supplies a dis­
tinct convenience of which the cable using public will 
no doubt be quick to take advantage.
