PIONEER AGENCY
ie 1904 17 Armstrong Block

Any person wno Is the sole head of 
a family or any male over 18 years old. 
may homestead a quarter section (160 
acres more or less) of available Do­
minion land In Manitoba, Saskatche­
wan or Alberta. The applicant must 
appear in person at the Dominion Land 
Agency or Sub-Agency for the district. 
Entry by proxy may be made at any 
agency, on certain conditions, by the 
father, mother, son, daughter, brother 
or sister of the intending homesteader.

DUTIES—Six month's residence upon 
and cultivation of the land in each of 
three years. A homesteader may live 
within nine miles of his homestead on 
a farm of at least 80 acres solely own­
ed and occupied by him or by his fath­
er, mother, son, daughter, brother or 
sister.

In certain districts a homesteader in 
good standing may pre-empt a quarter 
section alongside his homestead. Price 
$3.00 per acre. Duties: Must reside six 
months in each of six years from the 
date of homestead entry (including the 
time required to earn homestead pat­
ent) and cultivate fifty acres.

A homesteader who has exhausted his 
homestead right and cannot obtain a 
pre-emption may take a purchased 
homestead in certain districts. Price 
$3.00 per acre. Purchased homesteads 
may be acquired on any available lands 
on either odd or even numbered sections 
south of township 45, east of Calgary 
and Edmonton railway and the west 
line of range 26. and west of the third 
meridian and the Sault railway line.

Startling Occurrence Takes Place in 
Valley in Nevada

BIKI0KS HOTEL—E.
Reno, May 7.—Crevasses front two 

to six feet in width and twenty feet 
In depth, and of great length, have 
appeared during the past twenty-four 
hours on the smooth plain ot Jake’s 
Valley, twenty-live miles west of j 
Ely. : I

The crevasses have filled rapidly 
with water, and cattle havç perished, j 
Thus far the ranchers In that section 
have found the carcasses of twen- 
ey-elght head of stock. The search Is 
still In progress, and It is not known 
how many have perished.

It Is not believed that any human 
lives have been lost, but ranchers for 
miles about were terror-stricken.

Without warning the ground ripen­
ed up,- preceded by rumbling noise* 
and a trembling of the ground. This 
startling news was sent into Ely from 
Illipath by Robert Burke, of the gov­
ernment forestry service. It was "re­
ceived by Royal F. Mathias, chief of 
the service in that district

Much apprehension is felt among 
the residents of Jake's Valley, not so 
much for their personal safety, as for 
that of the hundreds of head of cattle. 
grazing In that section.

One of the unexplainable mysteries 
of the strange action of nature Is the 
appearance of water In the crevasses. 
It Is believed here the vrevasees are, 
of greater depth than reported by 
Forester Burke, and that Investlga- ! 
tlon will show this, and that probably 
the water is front a subterranean 
stream.

Searching parties have been organ­
ized at Illipath, and efforts are being 
made to learn whether any lives were 
lost, and to determine the number of 
head of stock which was swallowed" 
up. In the meantime the cattle graz­
ing In the valley are being driven to 
higher ground away from danger.

The disturbance might have been of 
local nature, for no shock was felt In 
Ely.
