ARE COMBINING

KGAINST JOCKEYS

Eaglish Owners Come to Con-
clusion That They Have Been
Paying Excessive Fees.

London, Feb. 12.—There is likely to
be a distincet slump in jockeys’ fees this
season. Of late years the very rich men
of the turf have been ruining the joc-
eys by absurd rates of pay, and the
overpaid jockeys have been ruining the
sport. Tod Sloan’s wonderful success
on the English turf caused a regular
invasion of American riders, and the
big men “from the w<ity,” who know

little of racing and less of real spont,
paid ridiculous sums to secure the ser-
vices of these youngsters in order to
compete with millionaire sportsmen.
One of these, for instance, paid the
light-weight, Arthur Redfern, $18,000
for his services, and the Messrs.Keene,
father and son, retained Lucien Lyne
at $20,000 per annum.

In addition to these ridiculous sums
Jjockeys now expect enormous presents
when they win a big race, The result
is that the older jockeys who are get-
ting a little too weighty to get the
best ‘“‘mounts,” are subject to the
great temptation of making big bets
on a crack light-weight without at-
tempting to ride honestly for their
masters. -

This state of affairs is now openly
recognized by the jockey club, and the
King, who has old-fashioned and heal-
thy views of the sport, has already in-
timated to the members it is time they
bestirred themselves against the evil
The joc‘ey club cannot issue any edict,
but the most influential members are
bound to hold a wconference with th»>
trainers and some of the new owners,
'who have too much money and too
little sporting instinct. The trainers
themselves would be very glad to wel-
come again the owners of moderate
means, with a string of two or thtee
horses, for they are grumbling very
much at the bad times, and the ma-
jority of them will exercise all their
influence during the next few months
to abolish the system of paying large
retaining fees to jockeys, for it is this
as much as anything else, they say,
which is keeping many would-be own-
ers away from the turf.

DEFIES THE KAISER

Heir to the German
His

Throne Defies
August Father.

Berlin, Feb. 12.—There is one thing
which interests the people of Berlin
much more than the troubles in the
Far East, and that is the domestic
war between the Xaiser and the
Crown Prince, who has shown a

strong incination to have his own will
in everything.

He is now twenty-two years of age
and thinks that the time has come for
him to declare his independence.

When he first started in to show
that he was far from agreeing with
his august father in matters of im-
portance, it was a very severe shock
to the Kaiser, who in broad German
told him to be silent.

The conflict became acute when tlie
Kaiser teld the prince that as an of-
ficer he had to obey his superior of-
ficer or he would run the risk of being
court-martialed.

The Crown Prince with all the hot-
headedness of 2 true Hohenzollern an-
swered, stamping his feet:

“As a lieutenant in the German army
I know perfectly well that I owe you
obedience in military matters, but as
a German, even if an officer, I have
the right to associate with whom I
please, visit whatever theaters I
please. You, yourself, were none too
obedient to your father when at my
age and resented his interference in
your private affairs just as much as
I do, and T want to tell you that if I
am not allowed to develop my own in-
dividuality I shall resign from the
army, and if you force me to do this
I swear that I will never again weasr
a German uniform.. Should this nct
help I can always emigrate and choose
