ulars have been received regarding the 
electrocution in Edmonton recently of F. 
H. Pembleton, formerly of Sarnia, whose 
funeral took place to Lakeview Cemetery 
on Tuesday. •

The Edmonton Capital says:
With a crowd of several hundred people 

not a hundred yards away, F. H. Pem­
bleton met instant death by coming in 
contact with a live wire carrying 2,300 
volts while working in a lane just north 

‘of Jasper avenue. The accident occurred 
about 5:15 at the rear of Jasper avenue. 
,between Quebec and McDougall avenues.

Saw Him Fall.
. The first one to see the accident was 
C. Lundburg, St. Elmo Hotel. He states 
that he was walking along the lane when

■ he noticed a man on one of the poles. He 
would not have paid any attention to that 
but for the fact that the man seemed to 
be staring straight up and his cap had 
dropped off. When he got to the corner 
of McDougall he happened to look back 
end he was just in time to notice the 
man lurch and fall forward and become 
suspended in the air. his feet being 
caught in the wires. He immediately ran 
towards Jasper avenue where the men 
were at work on the trolley wires and 
called to them to come quickly as a man 
was being electrocuted.

E Fiddler, 544 Fraser avenue, and Wil­
liam Hutton, International Hotel, two of 
the city linemen, who were working on 
the trolley wires responded immediately 
and climbed the pole to rescue the un­
fortunate man. Quickly getting a rope 
around him, they lowered him to the 
ground. E. Finnegan. another eye- 
witness, stated that he was walking along 
the street when he noticed the man sud­
denly fall forward. He notified the police.

As soon as the body was lowered med­
ical aid was rendered by a number of 
physicians who happened to be in the 
vicinity at the time.

The new pulmotor which the city had 
just recently purchased was also used, 
but without avail, as the man was far 
beyond human aid. The doctors contin- 

. tied until 5:15, when life was pronounced 
extinct. The physicians in attendance 
were Doctors Robertson. McGibbon, 
Laundry, Whitelaw and Gillespie.

IThe body was removed in the police 
ambulance to Connelly & McKinley’s un­
dertaking rooms and Coroner Forin noti­
fied

. Pembleton, who .was living at 126 
Stoney Plain street, had only lately ar­
rived in the city, and was employed as a 
trouble man by the city electrical depart­
ment. Before coming to the city he was 
working for the Canadian Pacific Rail­
way. He was only 23 years of age, a na­
tive of Sarnia, Ontario, where his father 
still resides.
