71 years ago at Vaudreuil, Que., and en-
ered the Community of Sisters of St. Ann
the early age of 14. After teaching some
s in the province of Quebec, Sister M.
‘le, together with four other sisters of
Aun—all of whom are still living—left
Lastern Cgnada to devote ber life to mis-
sionary work in a country of which less
was then known than of the Yukon country
in our own day. Kew of those who visit
St. Ann’s academy and the splendidly
equipped St. Joseph’s hospital In our eity
are aware that for these institutions Vie-
toria is indebted to the tireless zeal of
those heroic sisters who forty long years
ago began their noble work in the little
log cabin still standing on South Park
street.

A voyage from the Atlantic to the Pacific
in those days was not the pleasant journey
it is since the iron horse traversed the
broad prairies of the Northwest and pene-
trated the defiles of the Rocky mountains.
Then, the traveller to British Columbia was
obliged to make the circuitous trip from
New York to Panama, and from Panama
to Victoria by steamer, three or four
months being occupied in the jourpey.

Since coming to British Columbia, the
late sister passed some time in the various
missions of St. Ann on the coast; but her
special delight seemed to be in working
among the orphans and Indian children of
the province. Her never-failing kindness
to these as well as to former gupﬂs of St.
Ann’s academy in the ecity is often recalled
by those who long ago ‘left the friendly
care of the Sisters of St. Ann to take their
places in the world beyond their happy
convent walls. She never wearied in her
efforts to make all around her happy. Her
admirable qualities of mind fitted her to
occupy_the highest place in the councils of
her order, but her humility was such that
she ever sought the lowliest labors. She
was endeared by many ties to the children
among whom she took the hallowed place
of their own mother. They loved her while
on earth, and long will’ her memory be
cherished by them now that the kind
Master whose footsteps she so faithfully
followed here below has taken her to her
happy bhome, there to dwell for all eternity.

CELEBRATION HOSPITALITY.

Explanation From the Committee 2s to
Why Some of the Soldiers Went
Thirsty.

To the Editor:—Attentionshaving been
drawn to aletter from Lieut.-Col. Greg-
ory, Fifth Regiment, C.A., which ap
peared im your issue of May the 26th,
have been directed as general secretary
of the celebration committee* to make
the following explanation for the infor-
mation of the public, and in order to do
so quote the following resolutions taken
from the minutes of the several meet-
ings:

(The first general committee meeting
held in#the City hall, April the 26th.)

Capt. J. D. Warren moved—That a
resolution to the effect, that all sub-com-
mittees be notified that the general com-
mittee will not be responsible for any
expenditure over and above the amount
voted by the finance committee.

(Note—I have always had this reso-
lution passed in order to protect the in
dividual members of the general com-
mittee from any action such as was en-
tered into by some creditors against the
rembers of the Aberdeen reception com-
mittee.) :

At the meeting of the finance commit-
tee held at the City hall May 14th:

It was moved by Mr. B. Williams,
seconded by Mr. Bodley—That the sum
of $450 be voted for the militia taking
part in the celebration.

It was next moved by Ald. MacGregor,
seconded by Mr. B. Williams—That all
the arrangements for bringing down the
militia be left in the hands of Col.
Gregory.

At the next meeting of the finance

committee, Mr. Swinerton moved, sec-|

onded by Mr. B. Williams—That $50
be allotted for refreshments for the mil-
itia, provided that $3,650 was collected
by Saturday morning.

The first resolution undoubtedly throws
the liability for any expenditure over
and above the amount voted by the
finance committee upon the individual
contracting the same. The second and
third resolutions place the management
for bringing down the militia from Van-
couver in the hands of Lieut.-Col. Greg-
ory at an expenditure of not over $450.
The last resolution is distinctly a con-
ditional one and provides for an expend-
iture of $50 if a certain sum was raised.
This resolution was passed by the finance
committee when all the money then sub-
scribed had been appropriated, but was
passed upon the promise of some of the
collectors that their collections could be
increased. On Saturday noon the chair-
man of the finance committee called up-
on the treasurer to enquire if the extra
amount had been reported to him when
he was informed that the amount was
several hundred dollars short. ' The mov-
er of the resolution was then informed
that the funds were not on hand. There-
fore no member of the general commit-
tee had -any power to furnish refresh-
ments for the militia.

It seems hardly in place for Col. Greg-
ory to comment on any kindness that
can be shown to the men of Her Majes-
ty’s navy, who are not enly our guests,
but the protectors of our Canadian
ccasts for which Canada pays nothing,
and are always willing to enter enthus-
iastically into any of our festivities
without stipulating for any favors.

Col. Gregory does not regret any more
than do the finance committee that the
men of the militia were not provided
with any refreshments on their return
from the Hill as they would gladly have
given same had it been in their power to

SHABBY TREATMENT OF MILITIA,

To the Editor:—~Now that the celebration
is' over I wish to strongly protest against
the shabby treatment of the militia by tae
celebration committee. No oue, I taink,
will deny that th2 entertainment provided
by the militia added very materially to the
success of the celebration. I am very sure
the general public fully appreciated the ef-
forts of the soldier boys, and I want the
gubllc to know that not one single glass of

eer or bottle of lemonade was provided
for their refreshment after the sham tight

the broiling sun; the streets even
through which they had to march were not
watered. But the bluejackets and marines
were given $100 for refreshments and
Birdcage Walk up wl;iuch they marched was
1 am informed well sprinkled, and $300
was voted for refreshments on the clvie
barge at the regatta. This was as it should
?e and I only mention it to show the con-
rast.

‘When the question of appropriations came
up at the finance committee meeting there
was a general disposition to fix all grants
except that for a ‘“‘sham fight,”” and take
the balance for that. This I stoutly re-
sisted, as it was well known there would
not be anything like sufiicient money for
the purpose. It was then proposed to make
a grant equal to $2 per head for the visit-
ing militiamen. 1 refused to have any-
thing to do with the affair on such a basis,
for it was ridiculous. An sppropriation
of $450 was then made, but I pointed out
that no refreshments could be provided for
that money. The visifors numbered 150.
The transportation charge was $1 per head;
7 meals for each man at 25 cents each,
takes $262.50 additional, leaving $37.50 to
pay for additional meals for squad coming
down in advance to pitch tents, etc., hire
of camp furniture, provide light, etc. I
gave these details to the finance commit-
tee, and they could not possibly misunder-
stand the situation. Do what I would I
could not reduce the estimate to less than
$151.50 (without refreshments), and pay
for incidental telegrams, etc., arranging
with the second battalion. This I did and
undertook to pay the extra $1.50 myself,
as well as increase my firm’s subscription
from $15 to $20.

At a subsequent meeting of the commit-
tee, at which I was not present, Mr. Swin-
erton again cualled attention to the in-
ability to e(})rovlde refreshments for the
money voted, and a sum of $50 was voted
for the purpose, as well as an extra sum
to the yacht races, provided it was col-
lected. I learn to-day that the yacit races
got their extra grant (making $600 in all
for yacht races), while we did not. I took
special pains on the 24th (both morning
and evening), to inquire if I could expend
the $50 for refreshments, but neither His
Worship the Mayor,” Mr. Cartmel, chairman
of the celebration committee, nor Alderman
Humphrey, chairman of the finance com-
mittee, could give me the necessary in-
formation or authority, so the expenditure
was not made. The yacht races were held
off Beacon Hill (three visiting yachts), the
shamfight around Beacon Hill, and anyone
can judge for themeselves the interest
taken by the public in these features of the
celebration, and then judge whether it is
desirable make similar appropriation
another year.

Hereafter so long as I am in command of
the first battalion I will not ask the gun-
ners to take any part in the celebration
unless reasonably fair treatment is guaran-
teed them.

I regret, sir, having taken up so much of

NICARAGUA CANAL.

Events -of the War Show the Pressing
Need of Its Construction.
(Kansas City Star.)

One of the consequences of the present
war, whatever may be the extent or
duration of hostilities, should be the
construction of the Nicaragua canal. in
fact, the war has already gone on long
enough to demonstrate the necessity or
at least the convenience of the canal.
Had it been in existence the Oregon
would not have been compelled to make
the long voyage around Cape Horn, fol-
lowed by daily apprehensions igst she
be overtaken and destroyed by a Spanish
gunboat at Buenos Ayres. With the
Nicaragua canal open, the Oregoi wouid
long ago have reached the eastern coast
of the United States and  would have
been out of reach of the Temerario.The
canal would have worth its cost to us
by way of relieving our national peace
of mind in this one case.

A canal across the isthmus has been
advocated ever since Central America
has been known to intelligent white
people. The construction of the Pannxpa
railroad demonstrated the commercial
value of a means of communication be-
tween the oceans. The French attempt
to construct the Panama canal, which
failed through the corruption and dis-
honesty of the company charged with
the work, went far enough to show
what might be done in the face of great
natural difficulties not to be met with
on the Nicaragua route. The completion
of the Suez canal years und years
after the American canal! yas advocated
showed the value of a short cut to the
commerce of the world.

The need of an isthmus canal suggest-
ed itself centuries ago. Its feasibility
has been abundantly shown. and every
vear for a half century the special value

of the channel and its control by the
United States has been more uand inore
clearly demonstrated. From the day
the Union acquired Oregon and Califor-
nia the necessity of the canal hus been
more clearly shown. The acquisition of
Alaska was an additional argument
which the opening of that country as
one of the great gold fields of the worid
has but emphasized. The United States
is in the position of a man who iusists
on travelling clear around his neighbor's
farm in going from his own front door
to his kitchen, instead of opening a door
through a partition.

There is not a single valid argument
against the immediate buildiig under
the auspices of the United States of the
Nicaragua canal. It is something need-
ed by a great nation in its regular bus:
iness. The sort of Americans who re-
gard everything which seems likely to
strengthen the power, wealth and ter-
ritorial extent of this country as “ng-
gression,” ‘greed,” and so eon, should
have lived earlier and exerted their cm-
inent abilities toward preventing the
American nation from growing to its
present proportions. They should have
headed off the Declaration of Independ-
ence and so hindered the various ac-
quisitions which have made us a na-
tion of 75,000,000 of people with a
great destiny to fulfill and great needs
to be supplied, one of which is the Nic-
aragua canal.

DYNAMITE SHIPS.
“Vesuvius™” and Nicthéroy™” Awful Engines
of War—One Shot Will Sink Any Vessel.

With the incorporation of the Nict eroy
iuto the United States navy, that branch
of the service will have two ships that are
unlike those of any other navy in the world
—-destroyers on a huge plan. These two
ships—the Vesuvius and the Nicthcroy—
are throwers of dynamite. The explosives
which they throw do not depend, as do
those thrown from the torpedo tubes of
ordinary warships or the missile sent from
a torpedo boat, on any mechanical contri-
vance inside of the missile. They trave
through the air, and their propulsive force
comes from compressed air, which is stored
in a tube that is more like¢ a guu than a
tube. 'T'he shots have ranges far superior
to those of the torped» and accugacy which
is almost perfect.

The one question is whether large ships
like these can get near enough to an ene-
my to reach him with their shot. They
are not like torpedo boats or torpedo boat
destroyers. They are large and notice-
able objects, and while the Vesuvius is
armored, the Nictheroy has little defen-
sive power. But if they do get .near
enough to an enemy to use their dynam‘te
guns properly the ship against which they
operate is doomed. o armor, no strength
of construction, no bulkheads can save the
warship that is struck by the tremendous
charge of nitro-glycerine or explosive
gelatine with which the aerial torpedo is
loaded. *

The Nictheroy originally was a mer-
chant vessel owned by the Morgan line,
and her name when she was In a peace-
ful occupation was Kl Cid. She was
bought by the government of Brazil in the
time of the last revolution there and was
to be used against the insurgents, who had
seized the navy and were bombarding the
fortm in the harbor of Rio de Janeiro. She
was .refitted 1pretty thoroughly as a cruiser,
and her coal bunkers were so arranged
that they protect the machinery and the
parts necessary to operate the gun. The
latter is mounted in the bow, and projects
through an opening in the spar deck, giving
it a clear range forward and permitting
a free motion on each side, so that it can
be trained either to port or starboard. The
air reservoirs of the gun are in the lower
hold, on the starboard side, directly under
‘the gun, and a central air pipe leads up
through the foundations on which the car-

weapon and the men who serve it.

On the way to Brazil the crew practiced
with it, using ‘‘dummy’’ projectiles, and
its accuracy was founu remarkable. The
gun was so new, however, that the men
were almost as much afraid of it as the
enemy was expected to be, and there was
considerable relief on board when it was
found on arrival in Brazil that there
would be no need for firing it with real
dynamite, as the revolution was over.
Since then the successful installation of
two batteries of these guns in United

tates forts has made artillerists more con-
fident, and much reliance is placed in the
work of both the Vesuvius and the Nicthe-
roy.
5119 weakness of the dynamite gun sys-
tem is the fact that the projectiles are dis-
charged with compressed air. This makes
necessary a special plant which, of course,
means complications of the kind that every
naval officer is anxious to avoid. It is not
so bad on land, where the necessary steam
lant can be protected with earthworks,
gut on a ship the matter is different.
Against this objection the gun offers these
advantages over the submarine torpedo; It
has greater range, is almost absolutely ac-
curate and the projectile cannot be stopped
by rapid fire guns, as it is too swift in its
fiight

'is‘he aerial torpedo which is thrown from
the dynamite guns on these two ships is
shaped like the head of a rocket and is
about 10 feet long. Spiral vanes guide its

flight and the explosive charge, consisting

of from 200 to 500 pounds of nitro-glycerine,
is in the head and middle of the projectile.
When loaded the entire affair weighs 1.000
ounds. It can be set to explode either on
Bnpuct or by a time fuse. A range of 2,000
yards with entire accuracy is attainable,

THE RANGE FINDER.

Seacoast Guns are Not Sighted With
the Eye—A Matter of Mathe-
matics.

Seacoast guns, the huge guns which
are intended not to kiii men directiy sut
to destroy ships of war, are not aimed' by
gunners’ eyes, but by mathematical
formula and precise® calculation. Ia-
deed, there is nothing by which the eye
could sight a modern coast defense gun
for any of the great ranges, as the weap-
on points high up into the air and not at
the object which is being attacked. 'This
has made it absolutely necessary to. de-
vise a way of aiming, which should be
exact, and the result has been that the
high power rifled steel gun of to-day is
the most accurate cannon ever used in
warfare. Paradoxically, as guns have
increaséd their ranges they have inereas-

ed their accuracy of fire.

The instrument that has replaced th_e
human eye to aim the seacoast gun is
called a range and position finder, and
its purpose is to tell exactly how far
from the cannon muzzle the ship tQ bed
attacked is. To accomplish this one of
the most peacefnl protessious,_ that of
surveying, has been pressed into ser-
vice, and the range of fire is ascertain-
ed by a method based on the simple pro-
cess of triangulation. .

Besides the range, however, the posi-
tion of the ship may be known. Some
forms of range-finders are designed so
that it is necessary to have two of th.em
at fair distances from each other, using
the distance between them as the base
of triangle of which the ship is the apex.
Thus they tell at once both the range
and the position of the ememy.

Others ascertain the range with one
movement and the position -with anoth-
er. Of this class is the Lewis range-
finder, which has been installed in the
forts of the United States. It is of the
kind known as depression range-finder,
and it, too, calculates the distance by
triangulation. The known part of the
triangle is furnished by the height of the
instrument above sea level. That gives
the base of the triangle, and the othe:
two lines can be ascertained by the regn-
lar process familiar to every mathema-
tician. To ascertain the position of the
ship the Lewis range-finder moves ver-
tically over a scale graduated into de-
grees and minutes.

The vast importance of accurate range
and position finding in a modern engage-
ment is vast. On its perfection may

depend the fate of cities and of coun-

riage of the gun rests. Shields protect the

est of guns, the bravest of garrisons can
do nothing without it. A ship at sea is
a remarkably small object and there is
uo background by which it can be lo-
cated. The smooth black barrel of the
rile points to the sky and the man:does
not live who can tell with his eye wheth-
er the elevation is correct for a ship tnat
is at any considerable distance from
shore. Neither is it possible for the eye
to tell within many hundred yards how
far away the ship is.
