THE NAŸAL TRAIN WRECK.
Military Honors for Two Lads Killed— 

The Injured Men Doing Weil.
Winnipeg, Not. 1.—(Special)—The in­

terment of flie two victims of yester­
day’s wreck on the C. P. R. near Rat 
Portage did not take place here to-day 
as expected, a port mortem examination 
having been asked for by the C. P. R. 
This was made this afternoon by Coroner 
Benson and the funeral wiU take place 
here to-morrow afternoon. The proces­
sion wiB be composed of the 90th Battal­
ion hand, a regulation firing party, con­
sisting of twelve men. under a non-com­
missioned officer, and the general 
ers. The coffins will be drawn on a gun- 
carriage. The two hoys, both of them 
being just seventeen years of age, had 
just finished their course on a training 
ship at Chatham, England, and were 
discharged for duty on board a man-of- 
war.

The injured men, Samuel Harrison anu 
Thomas Barns, are in the general hos­
pital here. Both received severe internal 
injuries, one in the chest and the other 
in the hack. Burns was injured in the 
thigh also. Though both are very weak 
the doctors feel confident of their re­
covery.

Jerusalem, Nov. 1.—Emperor William 

proceeded to Mount Zion this morning, 
where occurred the ceremony of hoist­
ing German and Turkish flags on the 
piece of ground which, according to tra­
dition, was formerly occupied by the 
abode of the Virgin Mary, and which 
the Sultan presented to the German 
Emperor.

give this proof of his personal friend­
ship. I have been able to acquire at 
Jerusalem the abode of the Holy Virgin.

It 
rejoices my heart to be able thus to 
prove how dear to me are the religions 
views of CatfioRes Divine Providence 
has placed in my care.

TO TACKLE RUSSIA.London, Oct. 31.—There was an un­
expectedly gloomy feeling this morning 
on the stock exchange and Paris bourse, 
both markets being influenced from the 
aggressive tone of some of the French 
papers.

London, Nov. 2.—The despatch from 
Wei-Hai-Wei , announcing .the naval 
preparations of the British naval auth­
orities there is regarded hdre as being 
of grave importance, coupled with the 
Anglo-French war preparations.

POST OFFICE ON WHEELS.
Interesting United States Experiment 

For the Convenience of the 
Farming Community.

Washington, Nov. 1.—The post office 
department has made an innovation in 
the postal service by the experimental 
establishment of a post office on wheels, 
to |>perate in the vicinity of Westmin­
ster, Maryland.

The service, which is to begin very 
shortly, calls for the use of a postal 
wagon to travel over a designated route 
in rural districts. Mail boxes can be 
placed at stated points for fanners liv­
ing within a mile or‘two from the pro­
posed route, and mall will be collected 
therefrom.
