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WEEKLY WEATHER SYNOPSIS.

Victoria Meteorological Office,
January 10 to 16, 1906.

The weather during the .past week has 
been more unsettled and of the usual win­
try type on the Pacific coast. At the com­
mencement of the week on the 10th inst. 
the low area that had been over British 
Columbia had moved eastward across the 
Rockies and centred In Saskatchewan; it 
was, however, quickly followed by another 
disturbance that appeareQ on the Orégon 
coast, which steadily developed during the 
next 24 hours, moving northward to Van­
couver Island; the barometer fell to 29.2 
totiies and storm warnings for an easterly 
gale were displayed at British Columbian 
and American stations, but the gale was 
chiefly confined to the outside waters, 
where wind velocities of 52 miles from the 
south were reported from North Head.
The first fall of snow occurred in this 
vicinity and on the lower MAI 
enow fell also in eastern Oregon 
Ington, and heavy rain on the American 
coast; a phenomenally heavy snowfall was 
also reported from Cumberland. The storm 
moved Inland, but a low area has remained 
on the Vancouver Island coast during the 
reamlnder of the week, a marked increase 
of the disturbance taking place on the. 16th,
When the barometer again fell to 29 inches, 
and heavy gales again occurring on the 
outside waters.

With the exception of the 10th instant, 
when a sharp frost occurred, the temper­
ature has been about normal on the coast, 
although low temperatures, have prevailed 
on the upper Mainland.

In the Yukon and Atlin districts a cold 
wave has held Its position all the week, 
and the weather has been intensely co’d, 
with temperatures many degrees below 
zero; these conditions have caused to some 
extent the colder weather and snowfall in 
the province, the heavier cold Mr from the 
north flowing downwards to the region of 
warmer air on the coast.

The rainfall has been unusually heavy in 
the Pacific states, especially in southern
