- All the villages be-
tween  Chesmeb and Vourls are completely
wrecked. At least 2000 persons lost their
lives by being buried under the falling walls
of their dwellings. An immense amount of
property bas been the value of:

mate, Chm_!ﬂ badly damaged but no
lives weve lost. At ﬁﬂu_ a the shock was
dite severe, regu! panic prevailed

uring the continuance of the vibrations.
but the damage was slight. Osn the istand
of Chios the shock was also severe, but the
duration was short and little damage was
done. From reports received from points
lying east of Chesmeh and southeast of
Smyrns it appears that an extensive area of
country was affected.

Another dispatch says that much damage
to pro and great loss of life were
caused by earthquakes on the peninsula be-
ite the
island of Chios, and Vourla, on south-
ern coast of the gu!f of Smyrna. All the
villages in that region are destroyed. It is
believed upwards of 1008 persons perished.
The survivors are suffering t privations
and a >omplete pavic plwliﬂ.u

To plead with
him to protect her, perhaps, or give her

omething by which she might go away and

ide her shame. The man, who had done
her the most irreparable wrong which can
be iofl cted upon a woman, refused. That
she may have threatened to expose him.
That she went away under the wing of
night, and that, watching, he followed her.
That he threatened, and that when she
turned upon him he determined to close her
lips forever, and did it in the ghastliest way
he could.

The feeling in this city is one which
cannot be precisely described.

was expressed at the close. The statements
submitted were considered satisfactory. It
is thought the result of the meeting will be
to restore confidence again, although it is
rumored that the mills are called-on by the
meeting to close down. I am assured by
those who were present that no such resolu-
tion was even introduced. Advice was
tendered to keep production within bounds
in fature, a conrse which the mill represen-
tatives said had been already entered on.
