SERVIA'S ILL - SUCCESS.

EING MILAN’S TROOPS RETIRING
¥ROM BULGARIA,

e

Widdin Reing Bombarded and also
Being Vigorously Defended—Evacua®
tion of Comquered [Positions by the
Serbs,

BeLGrADE, Nov, 23.—An official report
says King Milan has brought his main
force into operation with the Drina and
Moravia divisions, and a decisive attack on
Slivnitza is imminent, It also states that if
King Milan is victorious he will agree to
an armistice 8o as to allow the conference
of powers to settle the terms of peace.

Only trifling skirmishes ' took place
to-day, as both sides are awaiting rein-
forcsments. The Serviana are preparing
for a powerful bombardment of Slivnitza
prior to an attack by infantry on that
town. Meanwhile the popular hated of
the Bulgarians has dwindled owing to
Prince Alexander’s submission to the porte.
The hopes of a final victory are fading and
there is much depression. Foreign inter-
vention ie eagerly hoped for. On account
of the strength of the forts at S'ivnitza and
their obstinate resistance, the Servians call
that town ‘‘Plevnieza,”or “Little Plevna.”

The foreign diplomatic representatives
here are of the opinion that the powers are
about to intervene between Servia and
Bulgaris, believing that both sides bave
suffered emough, while the resalts are
_decisive. Austris alone hesitates, The
Russian government has requested the
Servian minister at St. Petersburg to

- notify his government of Russia’s formal

disavowal of the conduct of the Serviam,

The Servians have evacuated all the
positions hitherto occupled by them, Drago-
man, Bresnek, Pernik and Iroov are in the
hands of the Bulgarians, The Servians are
still retiring. It is stated that Bulgarian
cavalry have occupied Tearibrod.

The Servians . have bombarded Widdin
and that city is on fire, ° .

The bombardment of Widdin continued
for an hour without any decided result,
The Bulgarians replied vigorously to the
Bervian fire,

Russian Dislike for Prince Alexander.
Sr. PETERSBURG, Nov. 23.—The removal

of the initials of Prince Alexander of Bul~
geria from the officers’ epaulets of the
rifle battalion has been decreed. Prince
Alexsnder “was honorary colonel of the
batsalion and his nanfe was excluded from
the rolls of the Russian army " by order of
the czar, The battalion was known as
the Thirteenth rifle battalion of his high-
ness Prince Bulgarski, and is now simply
the Thirteenth rifle battalion,

The Greeks Eager for Action,

AwmExs, Nov. 23.—General Sapundaki,
commander of the first army corps, which
fs encamped at Larishs, is waiting orders
to cross: the frontier and advance on Salon-
icn, The Greeks in Lower Macedonia are
rising.

to quiet them, summoned Gen, Gresser,
governor of St, Petersburg. The officers
then locked and blocked the doors of the
salon. Gen. Gresser ordered the doors to
be forced, which was dome. In coming
from the salon, Count Scheremeteff, a
captain of hussars, struck Gen, Gresser in
the face, A corps of guards then arrested
all of the officers, who were imprisoned.
The czar has ordered a court-martial.

resently proceeded to the reading-desk,
eaving the curate to compose himself in
the vestry, and the squire was good
enough to aid him in his duties by reading

BURMAH AND THE BURMESE,

What a British Engineer Saw in the Land
of King Theebaw.
From the St. James’ Gazette,

It was my heavy task to do with the
crop destroying Irrawaddy what Canute
admitted his inability to do with the sea;
in other words, I was told off to construct
an embankment against a river that de-
stroyed on an average one crop in every
three,

I had 16,000 Burmese working for me,
men, women and children, The gmbank
ment was seventy miles, the swollen water
would have run over it had it been less
than twenty feet high ; and would have
whirled it into the plain if ite base had
notbeen a hundred feet broad, Then we
could only work by snatches even in the
dry months, and not at all during the long
and dreary wet season. My workpeople
r d to their h for the wet months,
but I stayed on to see thas our foundation
was not washed away.

My best laborers were the women, The
mass of them were not from - British
Burmah, but slaves of the king of kings,
the Burmese of the highlands. If there is
to be fighting, it is from these that the
king of Burmah will draw his army. Had
they their own way, I am quite certain
that there would be no war. They have
not the practical experiences of the
English by the natives of British
Burmah ; but they know them by repute
and by their works. In the heat of the
day, when work was out of ‘the question, I
have listened with astonishment and Ppi'y
to their talk over the everlasting cheroot.
It was evident that such an idea is not

THOSE TERRIBLE TENEMENTS,

One More Burnt in New York and 8

Whole Family Killed. b

. New York, Nov, 923, —The accidenta
upsetting of a kerosene lamp in the rooms
of Otto Mattonzek, on the third floor of &
five-story tenement, 464 East 64th street,
early this morning was the signal for
agonizing scenes of terror and death.
The house and the fone adjoining were
filled with Bohemian cigarmakers, em-
ployed in a neighboring factory. One
hundred and fifty people slept soundly
when the cry of fire was raised.. The flames
communiocated to the floors above through
air shafts, and a scene of wiid confusion
and panic ensued, The frightened tenants
took to the fire escapes with all haste,

Reinforcements were summoned and the
fire with much effort subdued. There had
been some narrow escapes and one or two
women with their childfen were reported
to have been slightly burned in their rush
for fire escapes, But the firemen were not
prepared to find & whole family smothered
to death in the rear room on the top floor.
They came upon Mary Tialks, a Bohemian
widow 40 years old, and her children
Mary, aged 7. and Annie, aged 6 years,
lying dead. They had been smothered by
the smoke ascending through the air
shaft . that out off their escape
to the front and the street. It
was three hours after the outbreak when
this discovery was made, A second and
oloser search was made, but no other bodies
were discovered. The report spread early
among the homeless tenants that the house
had been deliberately set on fire by one of
their number., Henry Kohub, a Bohemian
cigarmaker, was said to be the guilty one.
The police arrested him. The Bohemians
had become furious, and threats of lynch-
ing were made. Kohub isinsured for $900,
while his furniturs.is scarcely worth $76,
and the charge is that he set fire to get the
money, ‘

MONTREAL RECOVERING HER NOER-
MAL CONDITION,

Nineteen New Cases, However, Reported
on Sunday—Only Forty-One Deaths in
the District in Twe Days,

MoNTREAL, Nov. 23.—During Saturday
and Sunday 27 reports of smallpox cases
were made to the health department, 24
physician'e visits were made, 19 new cases
verified and 48 houses disinfected.  This
morning there are 25 patients in St. Roch’s,
146 in St, Camilleand 44 in St. Savior's
hospital.

There were 13 interments in the Pro-
testant oemetery, two of which were
deaths from smallpox, for the first twenty-
two days of this month. There have been
730 deaths in that time, and since the
beginning of the epidemic 3371,

The Protestant relief office in the east
end was closed to-day, there being no
more families to relieve,

The relief committee report that from
September 22 to November 20, 1446 families
received relief from them. At thd present
time the Providence nuns are relieving 163
families, the Grey nuns 33, and the Pro-
testant ministers 16, or a total of 212
families.

A TRAGEDY AT HAMILTON.

A Woman Found Dead Under Somewhat
Mysterious Circumstiances.

HawmiuroN, Nov. 28.—Mrs. Blowes, an
old woman, 55 years of age,was found dead
in her house, 334 Hughson street, this
morning. Health Inspector Peacock had
occasion to call there, but was unable to
gsin admittancs, and upon enquiry found
that the woman had not been seen for
several days. He reported the matter to
Police Sergeant Prentice and two men
were detailed to investigate the matter.
They burst open the door and found her
dead body in a kneeling position between
the bed and a trunk with her head hanging
over a pail, A horrible stench pervaded
the room, and it was evident that life had

been extinct for two or three days. The

failed to render an account of themselves
by the stipulated time, the hostages would
have been given over to the state, and, if
the king desired it, trampled to death by
the elephant, which in Burmah discharges
the duties of public executioner, Out of
every rupee 1 paid my laborers part had
to be laid aside for the king.

The Burmesesmoke to a man,to a woman,
I might almostsay to & child. I was phys-
ician~-inschief to those under me, and I
soon learned to rely upon it that when a
patient gave up smoking he or she was
really ill. The Burmese ladies have a very
peculiar cigar case. But there are two ob-
jeotions to its ever becoming popular here,
of which the less important is that each
cigar case only holds one cigar. And then
the cigar case isthe lady’s ear. Instead of
wearing ordinary earrings, the Burmese
women have a large hole in their ears and
wear & cheroot in it till wanted. Thereally
great advantage of this cigar case is that it
is never left behind, The men would think
it beneath their dignity to carry cheroots
in this manner,” but they do not mind
helping themselvgs from the wife's case.
When the king of kings wants to keep his
women folk together or to punish them, he
strings them, so to speak, by the ear. A
long cane is passed through the holes made
for cheroots, s dozen women or even more
going to one cene.

Of late years there have been attempts
on a small scale to grow tobacco in. Bur-
mah; but most of it is sent from Madrasin
monster stacks of tobacco leaf. The climate
is not cold enough for growing potatoes
and other vegetables ; and the trade in
ivory, etc., is so slight ‘that the natives
may be said to live entirely on their rice.
The German speculators in Rangoon, whe
are always on the spot to relieve the
Burmese when in need of money, are really
their worst friends. The course of affairs is
this: A flood destroys the rice orep, and
the natives have no money to raise another,
Then the German-, puts in an appearance,
offering them so much for the next crop in
advance, The rupees they get are nothing
like an equivalent for the crop, but the
native is giad to take them. So far as I
could learn, no regpectable English mer-
chant lent rupees to-the Burmese on these
principles.

Clark, who succeeded the la‘e John Brown
as ‘“‘personal servant,” and by Hugh
Brown, the younger ' brother of that
domestic, who has been attached
to the household since his relative’s la-
mented demise.

THE EXFLES ARE HEARD FROM.

Indignation Mecting of Krench Canadians
at Troy, N. Y,
