A Bridegroom's Throat Cut on the Eve of
His Marringe—A Cool Assassin,

Falcini bad a brother who at the time of
the killing was 10 years ot age. He
determined to avenge the death of
his  brother, and as time passed he
began to lay plans to put an end to
Ciampanella’s life. The latter was to have
been married to-day, and great prepar-
ations bad been made for the event. The
invitations had been issued and almost
everybody in the villnﬁ: expected to have a
dance anda feast. Early this morning
Falcipi, who is now 20 years old, treacher-
ously cut the throat of the expectant
bridgegroom and he then placed the corpse
in the nuptial bed that had already been
prepared. Falcini then surrendered him-
self to the police, acknowledging his crime
without a trace of remorse.

The bride-elect was informed of the fate
of her irtended husband, and was taken to
the room in which the murderer had placed
the body. When she saw the corpse lying
on the nuptial conch her grief was fright-
ful, Itisfeared she will lose her reason.
