She spoke of the recent‘
decision reached by Lloyd Geurge 1o |
throw in his power with that of the
prohibition party, and told other in-
stances from her visit to the old coun-
try which showed that the public mind ’
o? Britain is becoming interested in the
temperance question. Because of tms
interest she urged the women present |
to work faithfully to maintain restric-
tive liquor legislation for the Province
of Ontario. She affirmed that tne eyes
of the world in general, and of the
British Empire in pawticular, are
directed on the stand taflen by this
province.

Miss McCorkindale declared that tae
people of Australia and the people of
Canada, standing at the extremes of the
British Commonwealth of Nations,
should build the bridge of prohibition
very securely so that in coming years
there will be no disasters through weak
volting or faulty timbers.
