One of the best known personages of” 

South Africa passed away on November

Deceased was born in the town of 
Perth, Ontario, in 1826, and was the son 
of Major John Elliot, who was for many 
years collector of customs at Windsor. 
He joined the Royal Marine Light Infan­
try in 1847 and later served in the 
Crimean War.
