Whittier's Love Story.

THE MAIDEN OF HIS HEART DIED AND HE
REMAINED TRUE TO HER MEMORY.
The death of the poet Whittier brings to
mind a story of his early youth, Whittier
never married, and any one who realizes the
deep, loving nature of the poe® who ever
looked at the passion shining in his black,

intense eycs, and the tenderness that show-_

‘ed itself round the closely shut lips, could
not fail to ask himself what bitter memory
made him lead a single life.

The story runs tliat in his youth the poet
loved and euffered, and the painfulness of
his experience shut up his heart and made
him live unwedded. When a boy at school,
so it is alleged, Whittier fell in love with a
blushing brown-eyed maiden, and used to
carry spelling-book aud geography back ana
forth for her from school. As the future
poet grew older this feeling deepened, but
the young girl, when just on the verge of
womanhood, sank into decline and died. It
is this love of his early youth that years af-
terwards the poet immortalized in the fol-
lowing beautiful verses, that are known to
boys far and wide over this broad country,
ard even acro: s the seas:

Still sits the school-house by the road,
A ragged beggar sunning,

Around it still the snmacks grow,
And blackberry vines are running.

Within the master’s desk is seen,
~Deep scarred by raps official;
The warping floor, the scattered seats,
I'he jack-knive's carved initial.

The charcoal frescoes on its wall;
It’s door’s worn still betraying

The feet that, creeping slow to school,
Went storming out in playing.

Long years ago a winter sun
Shone over it at setting,

Lit up its westerm window panes
And low eaves’ icy fretring.

It touched the tangled, golden curls
And brown ¢ full of grieving,

Of one wha still her steps délayed,
When all the school were leaving.

For near her stood the little boy
Her cherished favor singled,
His cap pulled low upon a face
Where pride and shame were mingled.

Pushing with restless feet the snow
To right and left he lingered,

As restlessly her tiny bands
The blue cheeked apron fingered.

He saw her lift her eyes; he felt
The soft hand’s light caressing,
And heard the trerable of her voice

As if a fault confessing.

“I'm sorry that I spelt the word,
I hate to go above you,”

“ You see,” the brown eyes lower fely
““ You see, Lecuse I love you.”

Still memory to th ay-haired man
That sweet child face is showing!

Dear girl the grasses on her grave
Have forty years been growing.

He lives to learn in life’s hard school
How few who pass-above him,

Lament their trinmph and his loss,
Like her, because they love him.

It is a curious fact that, Whittier, who |
more than any éther poet, is the American |

Burns, should have had his genuis wakened
into life by the poetry of the Scottish
bard. While a mere boy Whittier heard an
old Scotch peddler who stopped at his fa-
ther’s house overnight, sing several of Burns’
simple, touching melodies. His heart throb-
bed and burned with emotion, and he began
to hear similar strains rushing through his
own mind.

I began to make rymes myself and to
imagine stories and adventures,” he tells us.
He began to'write verses everywhere—under
the fences, in the attie, in the barn, where-
ever he could do so unseen. When pen and
ink were not forthcoming, he used .chalk,
and even charcoal. His family weregreatly
surprised to discover one day some verses of
his hidden under a heap of rubbish in the
garret.

One day Whittier was busy helping his
father build a stone wall, when the post-

Never rab lace, If badly mussed roll
upon afbottle or round stick; dampen slight-
ly: when quite dry unroll and tack the lace
with largestitches in folds of about six inches.
Be sure that the édges be even. You will
now have a sort of compress of lace. Drop
this into cold water, in which put a little
borax, or ammonia, or both. Soap until
the dirt is out, changing water if needful.
Never rub the lace, but it may be gently
squeezed now and then lengthwise, When
it is quite clean place it just as it is in the
sun to dry, after which lay it upon the palm
of the left hand and slap it vigorously with
the right several times. Now remove the
stitches by cutting, do not pull them; refold
the lace but in different creases, and repeat
the process, buv pat, rather than slap, the
folds this time. The result will be excellent;
the lace soft and betraying no sign of its
bath.

Tae Kircaex SiNg.—To clean a kitchen
sink, dissolve some sal soda in a little water
and scrub the ironwork with it, using a stiff
brush in applying the first wash and a coarse
cloth for the second. Two such washings
with a final rinsing with hot water will leave
the sink as free from dirt as one could wish.
The sal soda solution is also very good for
cleansing hair-brushes.

The year of the greatest growth in boys
is the seventeenth; in girls the fourteenth.

Chlidren’s Teeth.

All diseases which profoundly affect the
nutrition, writes a doctor regently, influence
the development of the teeth; and since the
growth of the teeth is mainly limited to the
age of childhood, their condition is especial-
ly influenced bp children’s diseases.

Faulty nutrition' or severe wasting illness-
es show themselves nowhere more promi-
nently than in the development of the bones
and teeth; and on the other hand good teeth
in children play a very important part in
producing a healthful and robust manhood
or womanhood. Decaying and loosened
teeth directly favor imperfect mastication
and consequent indigestion.

Indigestion favors poor nutrition; it caus-
es the secretions of the mouth to become
acid in reaction—a perversion of the normal
reaction of the saliva, which attacks the
teeth and favors their rapid decay.

A case of this kind has lately been obser-
ved. A child, naturally good-natured but
‘“spoiled ” by indulgent parents, was allow-
ed to eat fresh cakes, expensive candies,
jams, pastries.. Attacks of indigestion,
with vomiting of the acid contents of the
stomach, supervened. The teeth softened,
‘‘became poor ” at an early age.

In order to assure such a child a healthy
bodily development and protect it from the
evils of subsequent attacks of indigestion,
there must be something more than a cor-
rection of its diet. The teeth should be
filled. This guards against disease of the
alveolar process, or the bony portion of the
jaw into which the roots of the the -teeth
are inserted, against an unsyminetrical
growth of the jaw itself, an against an in-
volvement of the second tooth, just develop-
ing beneath the first.

A regular supervision of children’s teeth
would save large dentist’s bills, and would
undoubtedly tend to a healthier, stronger
race of maukind. From the time of the first
appearance of the teeth through the gums,
they should be subjected to a rubbing twice
a day with soft rag and lime water, until
the twelfth month of infancy, when a soft
brush should be substituted.

Frequent visits to the dentist are an ab-
solute necessity.

Children who are allowed to eat warm
bread, rich pastries, cakes and candies are
almost invariably subject to habitual attacks
of indigestion. The far-reaching effects of
such attacks can be avoided by the prohi-
bition of such food. Meat, not too tender,
and crusts of bread are excellent objects
upon which a child’s teeth may be exercised

and strengthened.
