Teachers’ Institute.

The sixteenth annual meeting of the Teach-
ers’ Institute of Inspectoral District No. 4,
convened in the school-house, at Bridgetown,
on Thursday, May 80th, 1895, was duly call-
ed to order at 9.30 a.m. by the President,
L. 8. Morse, M.A.

The minutes of last meeting, held at Wey-
mouth, were read and adopted.

The following officers were elected for the
ensuing year: Vice-President, A. D. Brown;
Secty.-Tress., A. L. Bishop; Executive Com-
mittee, O. P. Goucher, 8. C. Shaffoer, W.
M. McVicar, and Mrs. I. M. Benson.

It was suggested that persons be appointed
to correspond with the press regarding the
proceedings of the Institute; accordingly,
Mr. A. E. McCormick was appointed reporter
to the Halifax Herald, Mr. H. W. Messen-
ger to the Morning Chronicle, and Mr. J. H.
Crowe to the Educational Review.

The President called the attention of the
Institute to the new regulations regarding
the appointment of delegates to the Provin-
cial Educational Association; but as there
was not a full representation of the teachers
at the morning session, the matter was laid
over for a future session.

The annual membership dues were then
collected,

The programme arranged by the Executive
Committee was then taken up. The first
was & paper presented by Mrs. I: M. Benson
of Bear River Academy, entitled ‘‘ Practical
Teaching.” In this paper the old and new
methods of teaching were contrasted. The
writer related her experience with both, and
set forth in a forcible manner the advantages
of practice over theory. The various sub-
jects on the *‘Course of Study” were then
taken up and dealt with in an able manner,
the writer setting forth her methods in teach-
ing certain subjects practically. Time might
be economized by combining lessons. Teach-
ing was regarded by some as a gift, but the
writer strongly believed it to be a science.
The paper throughout was interesting and
valuable, and undoubtedly left lasting im-
pressions from which much good will result.

At its close remarks were made concerning
certain points in it, by A. E. Danlop of
Middleton, and Dr. McKay, Superintendent
of Education. The latter highly commended
the paper. He regarded its grand point to
be “‘concentration of study.” Concentration
was especially needed in miscellaneous
schools if anything was to be done. Good
work in the country could only be done by
inspiration. If this were manifested in school
work, it would follow pupil in after life.

The next on the programme was an illus-
trative lesson on Botany, taught by Miss
Belle Redden. In order to show the method
of her teaching this subject, she called in a
number of pupils to whom a lesson on
the ** Lily of the Valley ” was taught. The
manner of her procedure showed that she
was fully capable of dealing with the subject
before her. The different parts of the plant
were studied from observation, and botani-
cally named. The lesson provoked consider-
able discussion from I. M. Longley, A. E.
Dunlop, L. M. Denton, and Dr. McKay.

Miss Jennie A, Hall then read an interest-
ing paper on the ** Tonic Sol Fa” system of
music. Some of the important ideas set forth
were: the necessity of doing our work cheer-
fully, cast aside all prejudice, and look at the
system in its true light; other branches were
taught that we may /Anow more, but music
was taught that we may be more; the neces-
sity for its cultare; it is a stepping stone to
the staff notation. The desirability of the
system was then set forth under different
heads, viz : lst, its simplicity; 2nd, its time
advantages as compared with other methods;
3rd, it effects a change in school work; 4th,
it cultivates expression and purity of tone;
5th, through its hand signs pupils are com-
pelled to keep their attention on the teacher
and thus attention is strengthened; 6th, ite
p?werful effect through the children on home
life.

At its conclusion, Mr. A. D. Brown ex-
pressed himself fully in sympathy with the
paper. He had experienced difficulties in
teaching Tonic Sol Fa music. He was, how-
ever, willing to do the best he could towards
teaching it. Mr. R. Elliott spoke briefly
after which the meeting adjourned to meet
at 1.30 p.m.

AFTERNOON SESSION.

Meeting was called to order at 1.45 p. m.

The programme was continued by Mr. A.
E. Dunlop teaching an interesting Botany
lesson. He confined it to the study of the
apple, taking the same course as he would
with his pupils. The parts of the plant were
taken up and studied from observation, and
a synopsis of the same represented on the
black-board. Mr. Danlop gave a number of
valuable hints regarding.the teaching of this
important subject, and proved himself com-
petent to teach it.

At the close of the lesson Prof. G. B.
McGill was called upon for a few remarks.
He took great pleasure in endorsing the les-
son as presented to them, and knew that all
must agree that Mr. Dunlop’s method of
teaching this subject was the true way.
Ideas were what they must develop in the
child. He had been pleased with the Jesson
and thought it must commend itself favorably
to the teachers present.

Mr. A. D. Brown followed with a lesson
on Goldsmiih’s ¢ Travels.” He said his pur-
pose was to teach as Mr. Dunlop had, viz.—
as he would in school; and to thisend called
in his class of ““C” scholars., The lesson,
from beginning to end, was listened to with
the greatest interest by all present. The
excellent manner in which the exercise was
conducted, the prompt and plain expression
of the pupils’ original answers showed that
Mr. Brown was well calculated to develop
the minds of the young and called forth at
the close favorable remarks from W. M.
McViear, O. P. Goucher, Prof. McGill, and
A. McN. Patterson, of Acacia Villa School.

Principal Patterson cn rising tospeak was
greeted with applause, and made a pleasing
address. He thought the grand secret of
teaching was the power to bring out the
thought. Principal Patterson threw out
many valuable hints as regards teaching,
which, if put into practise would result in
much good.

Miss Hattie Congdon then favored the In-
stitute with an interesting lesson on *‘ Tonic
Sol Fa” music. Miss Congdon proved her-
self to be thoroughly acquainted with her
subject, and proved also her aptness to teach
it. This lesson called forth approbation
from Dr. McKay, A. E. Dunlop, Principal
Patterson, and others in their remarks which
followed. = Meeting adjourned to meet at 8
p. m.

EVENING SESSION,

The public educational meeting was held
in the Baptist Church. The meeting was
duly called to order by the president at 8 p.
m., and opened with a piece of music by the
scholars of the Bridgetown school. Prayer
was then offered by Rev. Mr. Cameron, fol-
lowed by music by the choir entitled ** Abide
With Me.” The President, Mr. L 8. Morse,
M.A., with a few well chosen remarks, ex-
plained the object of the Institute, and high-
ly complimented the people of Bridgetown
for their past and present interest in educa-
tional matters. The speakers of the evening
were—Dr. McKay, Principal Patterson,
W. M. McVicar, I. M. Longley, S. C. Shaff-
per, G. B. McGill, A. E. Duzlop, and Rev.
Geo. E. Tufts of Belfast, Me. The address
of Dr. McKay was listened to with the great-
est attention, He spoke of the educational
affairs of the province as compared with those
of Ontario; and, while he believed the High
School System of that province to be super
ior to our own, yet he was certain that the
Common School System of this province was
better than that of Ontario. He spoke at
length, of the old system of Education, and
of the new, and emphasized the necessity of
instilling in the minds of the pupils the spirit
of patriotism. His address was practical,
and well calculsted to inspire an educational
spirit in all present, and to encourage and
strengthen the teaehers in their work.

Principal Patterson’s address was full of
spirit and exceedingly interesting. He spoke
of the course of study and urged that nons
object to anything regarding it that partakes
of knowledge. He believed teaching to be a
great and noble work.

Principal McVicar in a few -well directed
remarks spoke of the position of the teacher
as standing between the educational powers
and the people, and he thought it well to
mingle with both. He believed that teach-
ers should come together to find out differ-
ent methods of each.

The other speakers mentioned made ap-
propriate addresses which were interspersed
with pleasing selections of music rendered
by the choir.

Votes of thanks were tendered to Dr. Me
Kay and Principal Patterson for the able
and instructive mgoner in which they had
entertained the meeting, to the people of
Bridgetown for the courteous manner in
which they had received the Institute, and
to the choir of the Baptist Church for the
excellent music remdered.

FRIDAY MORNING SESSION.

The Institute was called to order by the
President at .30 a.m,

The matter regarding the appointment of
delegates to the Provincial Educational As-
sociation was again brought before the Insti-
tute and the following persons were elected
to attend the same: A. D, Brown, W. M.
McVicar, I. M. Longley and Mrs. 1. M.
Benson.

The financial statement was then rendered
and all bills were ordered to be paid.

Resolved, That instead of having an afternoon
session the Institute prolong the session of the
morning and finish the work of this year.

The programme was then continued by
Mr. J. E &owe favoring the Institute with
an interesting address on ‘‘ Tardiness and
Irregular Attendance.” The subject was
dealt with in an able manner, and several
g8od points were made. He referred to the
“ Compulsory Attendance Act,”and believed
compulsory attendance to be a good (hinf.
He thought the habit of punctuality should
be cultivated in school. Mr. Crowe's ad-
dress was practical and aroused considerable
discussion.

Principal McGill believed, after all, that
tardiness was regulated to a great extent by
the teacher, and related his method of pre-
venting it. He thought irregular attend-
ance could be prevented by the co-operation
of teacher, trustees and parents.

Mr. L. M. Denton thought that tardiness
could be prevented to a great extent by
making the opening exercises so very inter-
esting that every pupil would wish to be
present. He knew of no other way of pre-
venting irregular attendance than by getting
pupils interested in their work and securing
the sympathy of the parents.

Other interesting and valuable remarks
were made by Rev. Mr. Tufts, Principals
Banks, Patterson and Dunlop, and Mrs. I
M. Benson.

Mr. W. M. McVicar was then called upon
to give his lesson on Physical Geography.
He chose as his subject ““The Cause of Un-
equal Length of Day and Night.” It is
needless to say that Principal McVicar was
at home on this subject, and for more than
one-half hour was listened to with the great-
est attention. Many valuable points relatin,
to the subject were clearly set forth, an
the pleasing and forcible manner in which
they were presented undoubtedly left lasting
impressicns on the minds of all present.

A vote of thanks was tendered to Princi-
pal Brown and his colleagues for their efforts
which brought the meetings of the Institute
to a successful issue, to the Trustees of the
school section for the free use of their build-
ing, and to the railway authorities for re-
duced rates of travel.

Thus closed one of the most interesting
and largely attended meetings ever held by
the Institate, from which much good must
surely result to educational matters in An-
napolis and Digby counties.

Road Problem Continued.

Mg. Eprror,—At our annual session of
the present year the committee on Statute
Labor reported:

“So large a proportion of the Labor Returns
are not in we Peel it best to ask you to allow us
to report again at the semi-annual session.”

At the semi-annual the committeereported
the *“ surveyor’s reports still short upwards
of 80 in number.”

Provision has been attempted for this
evasion of duty. It has been proposed to
fine each delinquent $5. It would give us
this year $400—a sum sufficient to complete
our ““new road.” That we have, however,
improved in this particular is shown by the
fact that a few years ago the returns short
were ustially upwards of 100.

The surveyor is linble for two years in
double the amount of the statute labor un-
necessarily lost to his district, and the lack
of returns is prima facie evidence of a vio-
lation of law. He can be proceeded against
at any time for two years after he should
make his return, the prosecutor getting one-
half of the prozeeds.

BBIDGES.

The law requires that every person who
drives faster than a walk over any bridge of
25 ft. and upwards in length is liable to a
fine of $2 for each offence—to go to the road
and bridge service. This law is shamefully
defied. I have the names of a score or more
who have trotted their horses over Lawrence-
town Bridge within a few days. At each
end of the bridge is a notice in conspicuous
form: * Walk your horses or you will be
fined.” And yet many of our most promi-
nent citizens pass under this notice time af-
ter time and directly take part in destroy-
ing this bridge. In a little while the bridge
will be gone and the road grant will be thus
lessened, and the wonder will be ‘‘ where
does the money go to.”

Shall we impose
the fine and make sure of the road or shall
we cease to violate the law and keep the
bridge? Since I have been penning this
letter I have heard five teams trotted over
the bridge. It will not increase my {wpu'
larity to write this, Two more go! When
will they stop? J. R. Evuorr.

P. S.—By reference to the Council pro-
ceedings just printed in your office you have
absolute proof of the correctness of my crit-
icisms on the *‘ assumed report” of the In-
sane Asylum Building Committee. As there
was a secretary of the committee he might
report on the doings at the various meetings,
and especially of that meeting when it was
first made known that an excess of the §6,000
would be required to complete the building.
